Death of Mr. David C. Blackiston. |

Mz. Davip C. Brackisrox died at his res-
idence mnear Fredericksburg, Va., at-six

o’clock on Monday eveninglast, in the 80th |

year of his age. He had been in feeble
health for several months and his death

resulted from old age and natural decay of |

the system. ,

During his long residence in this county
Mr. Blackiston was one of our best known
and most prominent citizens. He was al-
ways active in politics, and in 1859 was
elected to the State Senate on the demo-
cratic ticket. “In 1863 he was elected to the
constitutional convention, his associates
being Judge E. F. Chambers, Geo. T. Hol-
lyday and R. W. Ringgold, all of whom
have been dead for many years. Mr. B,
was also the State weigher of grain under
the administration of Gov. Bowie. In 1873
he was elected clerk of the circuit court for
the term of six years, and was a candidate
for the nomination for the same office in
1879, but was defeated by Dr. Beck, the
present incumbent. Mr. Blackiston remov-
ed from Kent to Worcester county in 1882
and from there to Prince George’s county
in 1886, but for the last year he had resided
in Virginia. His remains were brought on
and interred in the family lot at Shrews-
bury on Wednesday. Mr. Blackiston lost
his wife several years ago, but one son—D.
J. Blackiston, a lawyer, residing at Cum-
berland—and two daughters survive him.

The funeral services were conducted by
Revs.

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Tract Sociery Work.—Mr. A. J. Fristoe
furnishes us with the following statement
of some of the work done during the past
three months by the Maryland Tract So-
ciety : |

\%e have two colporters regularly em-
ployed in Baltimore; one to work among
the colored,and the other among the whites.
Their work during the past three months
is as follows : They found 625 families des-
titute of religious books except the Bible ;
1012 Protestant families without the Bible;

- 2099 families who neglect to attend the
preaching of the gospe! ; delivered 65 ad-
dresses ; conversed with 3992 families on
personal religion or prayed with them. We
have 200 voluntary distributors in the
city. These have regular distrietsin whieh
they work each month. Some carry tracts
to the House of Correction, Houge of Re-
fuge, Bay View Hospital, Penitentiary,
Churches, Sunday Schoolg, Chapels, Steam-
ers, and other places. They report profes-
sions of faith, others are interested, church
attendance increased, wayward Christians
reclaimed and set to work, Sunday Schools
built up, etc. These facts show how God is
blessing our work,

During part of the summer 3 colporters
were at work in the country ; they reported
7 professions, sold $11.50 worth of religious
literature, (books, tracts and Bibles). Tracts
are being sent to every county in the State,
and new plans are being formed by which
the country work will be greatly extended.
