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armers’ Houses Unhealthy, and Why.

From the Baltimore Sun.

In a lecture before the New York Acad-
emy of Authropology, recently, Dr. Lucy
Hall, of Brooklyn, attributed the bad health
of the country people to the unsanitary

condition of their houses.

"~ The vine-clad, shade-embowered country
houses, sung of by the poet and sketched
by artists, are lreally, says Mrs. Hall, the
most unhigienic in existence, being far less
healthy than the average city houses.

The typical country house she describes
as surrounded with dense shade trees, pro-
ducing gloom and mold.

The hest parlor is always shut up closely
to prevent the carpet from being faded by
the sunshine and the furniture from being
gpect by the flies.

As for the bedrooms they are often on
the ground floor over a damp cellar, and
are ill-ventilated. |

The room occupied by the father, mother
and small children as a sleeping apartment
seldomn has more ‘than one window, and
that is stuffed with curtains, shades, &c.,
whose only good office is to obstruct some-
what the egress of odors and disease germs
from the pile of kitchen garbage near by.

Data collected by the lecturer with re-
spect to 165 houses in New England, the
Middle and the Western States show that
the conditiong of health are more dis-
regarded by the farmers of New England
than by those of the other sections.

The sleeping apartments of all the New
England houses, for example, were on the
ground floor, while in the Western States
the percentage was but 84 per cent.

The percentage of “shut-up” parlors was
for New New England 85 per cent., for the
Middle States 68 per cent. and for the West-
ern States 60 per cent. In damp or wet
cellars the Middle States led with 93 per
cent., the Western States followed with 80
per cent. and New England closed the line
with 60 per cent. Shade about the house
was excesgive in the West and New Eng-
land and at the minimum in the Middle
States.

Of the New England farmers’ houses 18
per cent. had wells in them, and the aver-
age distance of the well from the barn in
that gection was but 46 feet. The Middle
and Western States had much better ar-
rangements in this respect. -

They used better judgment as respects
the location of water-closets. The distance
of the water-closet from the well averaged
29 feet in New England, 33 feet in the Mid-
dle States and 66 feet in the West.

One-half of the New Engiand farmers’
houses have barns joined to them, and the
same proportion have water-closets joined
to them. Slops were thrown from the back
door of 77 per cent. of the New England
houses, from 40 per cent. of the houses of
the Middle States and from 26 per cent. of
the houses of the Western States. The fam-
ilies occupying these houses complain fre-
quently of sickness.

Some miember is always ailing, but the
idea seldom occurs to anybody that the
doctor’s bill could be saved by some atten-
tion to the construction and surroundings
of the house.

Of the diseases found to exist in these
dwellings rheumatism was, upon the whole,
the most prevalent.;

Next after rheumatism, came diseases of
the lungs, then diphtheria, typhoid fever
and bowel troubles.

Lung troubles, typhoid fever and diph-
theria are specially abundamt in New lng-
land, as was to be expected from the facts

recited above. |
It is in the Middle and Westers States

that rheumatisin most abounds. But, be- |

sides diseases, there are frequent cases of
kidney trouble, nervous debility, melan-
cholia, throat affections, &c. ‘

The remedy is to build country houses
with large and sunny rooms, with shade
trees at a due distance; to have the well
gafe from the drainage of water-closets and
stables; to put all outbuildings at proper
intervals; to use only the rooms on the sec-
ond floor as bedrooms ; to cement the cel-
lar and extend it under the entire house,
and to use temporary awnings instead of
permanent projecting porches.

The average woman has a mania to keep
out the sunlight. She is to be withstood,
and windows are to be used for the pur-
pose for which they were originally con-
structed.

Above all, if it is desired to improve
existing country dwellings, it 18 necessary
to demolish contagious barns, pig-sties, hen-
neries, and other like offensive outbuild-
ings.

To advance such improvements, accord-
ing to Dr, Hall, is the duty, if not the in-
terest, of the country doctor, who, when
properly educated, cannot but be aware of
the unsanitary condition of his patients’
homes. : :

1t was suggested by a sagacious anthro-
pologist, at the conclusion of the lecture,
that the duty of educating the country
people in sanitation rests on the pulpit and
the press as much as on the doctors.

This is, no doubt, the fact.

Every one who understands the ruinous
results of living, or trying to live, with un-
sanitary surroundings should” join in the
work of reform.

This is Also True of Other Counties.

Seldom has farming land in Washington
county been in so little demand. It isa
matter of much surprise to us that there
are no purchasers for farms, which we re-
gard, at the prices for which they can be
bought now, as the very best possible safe
investment. There is scarcely a possibili-
ty thatiland will ever be cheaper than it is
nbw and every probability that it will be
higher. A good farm can be rented out so
as to bring the landlord from six to ten
per cent. interest on its cost and then be
made more valuable each year. A gentle-
man who owns a farm of 150 acres in the
eastern partof the county, which be val-
ues at about $80 per acre, or $12,000, show-
ed us the other day his farm accounts. He
rents the farm out for the half and has a
good tenant who, so far from injuring the
land, he.thinks, is rather improving it each
year. His expenses forthe past year were:
Phosphate $85, taxes $90, seed wheat $60,
clover seed, fencing, repairing, &ec.,$100.
Total, $335. His receipts were, from wheat
$800, corn $480, rye, oats, potatoes, apples,
&e., $125. Total, $1,404. In this calcula-
tion the corn crop is partly estimated, but
the estimate which is based on what has
already been eribbed, he assures ug, 18 rath-
er under than over the mark. His net re-
ceipts from his farm were, therefore, $1,070,
or nearly 9 per cent.on his money. Be-
sides thig he received all his pork, apples
and a great many other articles for the use
of his family. Bat to accomplish this re-
