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THE CREAMERY BUSINESS.

We notice by our exchanges the estab-
lishment of new creameries at different
points on the peninsula. One is about to
be started at Chesapeake City, which will
be known as the “Spring Lake Creamery.”
The Kennedyville creamery, run by Messrs.
Shafer & Davies is a success—not only
profitable to the managers but algo of great
advantage to the agricultural community
surrounding. The improvements to be
made in this enterprise will soon enable it
to use siz hundred gallons of milk per day !
The cost of buildings, machinery, &e., 1s

about five thousand dollars. The concern

now uses an average of three hundred gal-
lons of milk, daily, which yields about 125
pounds of butter. The average price paid
for milk is about ten cents per gallon. Sale
for the butter is found in the city markets,
most of it now going to Baltimore and
Philadelphia. It hasbeen selling for about
30 cents per pound for the best. We have
had this butter on our table and can certify
to its excellent quality.

Now, what we want to know is, why
should we not have other creameries in
Kent? It will pay a company to conduct
such institutions at Chestertown and other
points. Farmers can make nothing out of
wheatand corn. Why not try milk, butter,
stock and poultry upon a large scale ?
