The Maryland Agricultural Association
has determined to hold aState Fair at Pim-
lico in September, beginning about the
tenth of thé month. It will be one of the
best exhibitions of the kind ever held in
any State. President Frank Brown and
his colleagues in the board have determin-
ed that it shall be a great success, and that
the displays shall be instructive to farmers,
interesting to citizens, entertaining to the
multitude, profitable to the city and State
and interesting to all parts of the country.
The idea is not to confine the show to a
few agricultural exhibits, but to make a
digplay of nhorses, cattle and produce that
will prove singularly interesting.

In addition to this and the races which
add interest to such an exposition, it 1s de-
sired that the merchants and mechanics of
Baltimore co-operate to give such a me-
chanical display as will make the Fair a
big local success. To do this there should

And why should nof the towns and coun-
ties of the State join in this? In other
words make the State Fair a State Exposi-
tion. . Such a grand parade may be akin to
the great sesqui-eentennial display. It will
not need much money. KEach individual
or corporate exhibitor can have a place as-
signed in the procession. There need be
no great outlay about this, neither would
the people be worried with appeals for
subscriptions.  Each exhibitor  would
bear the expense of his own wagon and
such a trade display would draw an im-
mense crowd, not only from the counties,
but from neighboring cities and States.
Let the merchants and manufacturers
take hold of this subject and improve the
opportunity. Each can have an exhibit,
and 'the aggregate will make a fine parade
on the streets and a splendid show at the
air.
