Judge Thomas J. Keating, of Centre-
wville, associate Judge of the Second
Judicial Circuit, who during the com-

paratively brief period that he has
been upon the bench has achieved an
enviable reputation for uncompromis-
ing impartiality, fine .discrimination

and keen discernment.

Judge Keating was born J anuary

i

22, 1872, n Centreville, and is a son
of the late Thomas J. Keating, also a
member of the Centreville bar. The
latter was publisher. of the State’s
Rights newspaper, which immediately
preceded The Observer, and because
of its pronounced pro-southern sym-
pathies the  newspaper plant was
wrecked and burned by Union Sold-
jers in 1862. Two years later, iIn
1864, out of the ashes of the old Keat-
ing paper, ThegObserver was born.

Judge Keating’s mother was Miss
Sarah F. Webster, a sister of Colonel
Webster, of Harford county. She died
in 1880, leaving omne daughter, Eliza-
beth; and four sons, Henry Webster,
Frank W., Thomas J. and Arthur B.
Keating.

Receiving his early education in the
county public schools, Judge Keating
later was tutored with a class of Cen-
treville boys by Prof. Howard Miller,
