Volunteer Weorkers Everywhere

“More than a million Americans
contributed $4,265.822 to Near Hast
Relief during the past year. But even
more significent than this financial re-
sponse was the large enlistment . of
volunteer workers throughout the
United States. ocal committees in
avery state of the Union ineluded
12,000 persons in their active moem-
bership. The National Weman’s Com-
mittee had the organized assistance of
45,725 wbmen’'s organizations and
elubs. More than a hundred nation-
wide Advisory Committees, represent-
ing various religious, political, social
or commercial groups, co-operated in
nation:wide promotion of Near Hast
Relief. It has been this voluniger
pervice on a large scale which has
made possible the effective and eco-
nomical collection of funds necessary
for the everseas operations. \

“The general policy in our work
abroad during the year has been to
econfine activities, as largely as prac-
ticable, to orphanage and child-wel-
tare work. In a war-ravaged, 1mpov:
erished area. where 28 per cent of the
population are refugees and whare
the wholesale exchanges of the popu-
Iations are still in progress with an

inevitable accompaniment of suffer--

ing, reduction of the relief program
as not been easy.”

During the past vear the service of
Wear Wast Relief abroad reached 534,
978 persons, of whom the greal ma-
fority were women and children. This
service inecluded food, medical ald,
pducation. clothing and personal serv-
ice. such as the release of Greek mili-
taryv and civil prisoners and the su-
pervision of refugee emigration. .Chil-
