Joseph Charles Walters who step-
ped in the way of the locomotive at
Chestertown as the passenger trainl
was leaving the crossing near old|
depot at 7.45 a. m., died from injuries

Mr. Walters has been employed as
Ice
plant for seven years and started to

He
was very deaf and not hearing the
whistle nor bell of the engine stepped
on the rail when the cross beam of
the cow-catcher struck him in the
back on his right side knocking him
twenty feet on his face.
