Enoch = G. Coppage, influential
banker, retired farmer and business
man of Queen Anne’s, died suddenly
Thursday night week at his home in
Church Hill. Death was due to apo-
plexy. He was 66 years old.

The deceased had been in failing
health for the past three years, but
on Thursday was apparently as well
as usual, and spent the afternoon with
friends at Rolph’s. His death occur-
ring so soon after his return home
was a shock to his friends and rela-

el

Mr, Coppage was born May 22nd,
1859, on the Coppage home farm,
where B. Clay Coppage now resides,
and was a son of the late John Cop-
page and Rebecca Taylor Coppage.
He spent his boyhood on the farm,
and when a young man took up agri-
cultural pursuits near Church Hill.
He remained on the farm until 1914,
when he retired and moved to Church
Hill, where he has since resided.
Throughout his life Mr. Coppage was
regarded as one of the most success-
ful business men in the county.
When the Church Hill Bank was
founded Mr. Coppage became a char-
ter member, and in 1921, was elected
vice president, which post he held at
the time of his death. In politics Mr.
Coppage was a Democrat.
Mr. Coppage was married twice.
In December, 1893, he married Miss
Sarah I. Hollingsworth, and by this
union he leaves two sons: John Hep-
burn Coppage, connected with the
Maryland State Insurance Commis-
sion, and Hiram S. Coppage, Valua-
tion Engineer for the Southern Pa-
cific Railway, located in Washington.
Mrs. Coppage died in 1909, and on
January 7, 1914, Mr. Coppage was
married to Miss Fannie Smith,daugh-
ter of the late Wm. D. Smith. She
survives him. He also leaves three
sisters: Mrs, Annie Downes, Mrs. D.
T. Hurlock, and Miss Margaret H.
Coppage, all of Church Hill.
