In the death of Mr. Barroll the
world has lost a man of rare ability
and power. He was a lawyer of the
old school and regarded the interest
of his client as his very own. He
exercised a great influence for good
throughout Kent and adjoining coun-
ties where people regarded him a bul-
wark of defense against the evil doer.
He stood always for justice and right
and h{s influence was felt by all who
came in touch with him.

His death was a direct outcome of
continued ill health through eight
long years through which time he
struggled manfully to fuifill his every
duty. He was a most successful
banker ‘and his life was one of devot-
ed service to his family. He had a
remarkable personality with his
strength of will, his humor, his old
fashioned sweet courtesy and hospi-
tality and his love of children and
their adoration of him. Few -have
such a personality .o remember in
the passing of those older than our-
selves. He will remain vivid while
less strong characters will fade.

He was decended from English an-
cestry of distinction. The first-Amer-
ican fore-father having geen Rev-
erend William Barroll who was a
graduate of St. John’s Uollege, Cam-
bridge University, Englana, who came
from there directly to Cecil county
where he spent his life as rector of
St: Stephen’s Parich. ™a was a
thirty-three degree Masofi and after
coming to the province of Maryland
returned to England in order to have
this highest degree conferred.

Mr. Barroll was the son of John
Leeds Barroll and Elleanora Xeen
Horsey and descends from many.
