RESIGHS RECTORSHP

Will Retire On January 1 As Head
Of 1. U. Parish In Kent County—
46 Years

Active P. E. Clergyman On Shore,
- Who Is 80, Will Live On Farm.

Rev. Sewell S. Hepbron, one of the
oldest active Protestant Episcopal
clergymen on the Eastern Shore, has
tendered his resignation to the ves-
try of I. U. parish and will retire
from active work on January 1. Rev.
Mr. Hepburn was ordained in 1869.
Since 1911 he has been rector of I. U.
parish, during which time he has ac-
complished an important work in the
rebuilding of the membership of one
of the oldest congregations in the
Easton Diocese.

i1stry, Mr. Hepburn nas served a
number of prominent parishes in
Maryland and Virginia. He was
rector of old St. Paul’s parish, this
county, from 1874 o 1881, after
which he was called to Virginia,
where he remained until 1906, when
he became rector of St. Luke’s par-
ish, Church Hill. In 1911 he was
chosen rector of I. U. parish, this
county, where he has since remained,

Walled Historic Cemetery.

The Rev. Mr. Hepburn was the
originator of the idea of memorizing
the ancient history of I. U. Church
by the erection of a handsome $300
concrete wall around the historic
cemetery of the church, where lie
buried some of the most prominent
residents of Kent county in Colonial
days, and through his efforts the
ancient cemetery and church grounds
have been greatly improved.

The Rev. Mr. Hepburn has held a
number of important positions in the
Diogese of Easton. He served as
dean of the diocese for several years.
has attended all the diocesan conven-
tions and has represented the diocese
on several occasions as delegate to
national church conventions, the last
of which he attended in Portland,
Oregon.

one of the leading agriculturists of
the county, and is regarded as an
authority on agricultural subjects.
