Each busbel of young fish
killed is just to that extent a lessening
of the supply of next season’s marketable
supply.A word to the Chester riyer fisher-
men on this subject should be sufficient
to remedy this®pernicious habit of de-
stroying the young fish.

Must Get Vaccinated.—The State
Board of Health has adoptod an order to
prevent the spread of small-pox, which
will have an important bearing on the
many industries in Maryland during the
coming season. The orderreads: * By
yirtue of authority conveyed in Section
8 of Article 43, Code of Public General
Laws, title, ‘Health, it is ordered by the
State Board of Health that, after April
1,1899, no farmer, canner or fish packer
shall take into his employ any person or
persons who do not show proot of suc-
cessful vaceination of more recent date
than July 1, 1898.  Any person or per-
sons violating this law shall be fined not
less than $50, nor exceeding $500.”

William Newcomb, also colored, on the
4th day of November, 1897. The grue-
some instrument of death was finished
by contractor Jesse Duyer yesterday and
stands only a few feet from the door
leading from the gloomy corrider into
the rear jail yard. It is enclosed on the
three sides exposed to public view and
the execution will Le strictly private,only
the jail officials, his spiritual advisers,
physician, representatives of the press
and a few others being“admitted. Sheriff
Roe has given no idea as to the hour of
the execution.

HIS LAST DAYS.

Yesterday, the last day of life but
one, for Joseph Wright, diffiered but lit-
tle froia the other days he has spent in
the Chestertown jail. The appetite and
cheerful demeanor of the condemned
man remain unaffected by the rapid ap-
proach of the hour for the execution.
He talks, and even laughs when in con-
versation with those whom he knows,
with a childlike unreserve, but has made
no reference to his execution unless di-
rectly questioned. He ingists that but
for the fact thathe knows the exact day
upon which he is to die, he ‘“ would not
mind it half so much.”

The story of his life, though rather un-
interesting in detail, is told to his ques-
tioners with striking simplicity. His
short story is that he was born in Cecil
county in 1877. His father’s name 1s
Joshua Wright. Ashe grew up, though
he did not make a habit of drinking
whiskev, he sometimes drank to excess
when out with ‘“the boys.” He enter-
tained no malace toward William New-
comb, and declares that whiskey has
brought him to the foot of the gallows.
He declares that he was so drunk atthe
time of the murder that he did not know
what he was doing. He did not own a
pistol, and it came into his possession by
a mere accident.

READY FOR THE END.
When asked if he realized that the
scaffold was ready and that he had but
one more day to live, he said, * Yes sir,
but I am ready, I didn’t mean to commit
murder, but I know I have got to pay
the penalty.” .

KIND FRIENDS.

Many of the ladies of Chestertoyn
have taken a profound interest in the
condemned man. He has been visited
and talked to. Comforts and even little
luxurics have been sent to make the
his last days as bright as possible
amid the gloomy surroundings. Mrs. W.
J. Vannort, Mrs. R. D. Hynson, Mrs.
Jamnes Brice, Mrs. C. M. Lucas, Mrs. Jas.
T. Dixon, Mrs. H. L. Boyd, Mrs. John
Brice, Miss Josie Kedue and others, have
lent brightness and comfort to the con-
demned man by visiting him.

That he appreciates the kindness
shown by Sheriff Roe, Deputy C. L. Gill,
and Messrs. Connelly and Storkes, the
death watch, is shown by the familiar
way in which he talks to them. While
enjoying some of the tarts, pies and
fruit sent him several days ago he said
to Deputy Gill: *“ My, Mr. Charlie, I am
in it, ain’t I?” Dr. 8. C. Roberts, Rev.
John M. Gill and other ministers have
constantly visited him in jail.

HIS MOTHER'S VISIT.

In response to several letters, the con-
demned man’s mother came down from
Cecilton, Cecil county, on Monday. This
was the first time Wright had heard
from her since his final seutence to
death by the Court of Appeals, though
he had several times written. The wo-
man was evidently effected, and wept
bitterly, tried to give what comfort
she could to her son, and received in re-
turn assurances that he felt safe and was
sure of his salvation at last.

In the same mail came a letter from
Joshua Wright, the man’s father, at
Earleville, Cecil county. This was the
first time Wright’s father had written to
him. The letter expressed regret that
the boy was in such a sad plight, and re-
called the fact that he had received good
counsel in years gone by. DBoth the
mother and father are expected to visit
the condemned man to-day.

A COMMUTATION.
The ladies and a number of citizens
have labored industriously to secure sig-
natures to petitions praying of the Gov-
ernor a commutation of the death penal-
ty to life imprisonment in the peniten-
tiary. Mdny of the representative citi-
zens of Chestertown affixed their names
to the papers, and yesterday morning
Col. Wm. J. Vannort left for Annapolis
to state the case to Governor Lowndes.
Wright has had no intimation of their
move, and should a commutation come
it will be a welcome surprise.
The Annapolis correspondent had this
to say of the move in yesterday’s Balti-
more Sun .
“ Governor Lowndes, who returned to
Annapolis to-night, said he had received
no petitions as yet for commuting the
death sentence of Joseph Wright,colored,
who is to be hanged at Chestertown for
the murder of Wm. Newcomb, colored.
The Governor intimated that executive
clemency would not be exercised,though
he stated it was quite a different case
from that which recently occurred in
Prince George’s county, which the
Governor strongly condemns.”
The following is the petition :

Petition to the Governor.

To His ExcELLENCY, LLOYD LOWKNDES,
GovERNOR :—Joseph Wright is under
sentence of death for the murder of
William Newcomb, on the -4th day of
November 1897, at a place called * Big
Woods” in Kent county.

This man Wright, was tried at the
April term 1898 of the circuit court for
Kent county by a jury. The jury dis-
agreed among themselves as to the
degree of the prisoner’s guilt, and were
discharged by the court. Then,upon the
motion and affidavit of the State’s
Attorney, the case was moved by the
court to Talbot county for trial, and was
tried at the May term 1898, by a jury.
The prisoner was convicted of murder
in the First Degree and sentenced by the
court to be hanged.

The case was appealed on a point in
the evidence reserved by the Prisoner
and it appears that the Court of Ap-
peals has sustained the ruling ef the
lower court.

Appeal is now made to the Governor
of the State to commute the death
sentence of Joseph Wright to imprison-
ment for life in the penitentiary.

To support this appeal for the exercise
of that High Executive Function, the
following statement of facts and circum-
stances of the homocide are laid before
you:—

The printed evidence shows that
Wright is a young negro farm hand ;
that he came to Kent county from Cecil
county, some years ago ; that he was a
good hand on the farm, and labored
faithfully for the persons who employed
him in the neighborhood; that he was
on friendly terms with the deceased
William Newcomb, who was a respect-
able and aged negro; that Newcomb had
been very kind to Wright. He had
boarded with Newcomb a year before
| the homocide, and owed Newcomb

geveral dollars fﬂr board, and he had
told Wright that he could paythe money

was not a particle of evidence produced
at either trialto show a previous quarrel
or any manifestation of ill-will from one
to the other; that the parties lived close
by each other and met at the store al-
most every night, that Newcomb was a

{ peaceful old man and good citizen, and

lived alone.

That the homocide took place at the
store of William Simmons, a man of
their own color, where all these people
were in the bhabit of assembling.

That on the day of the homocide,

November 4th, 1897, Wright had worked
in the corn field, and at the close of the
day went to his abode. That later inthe
evening Wright met two friends at the
store of William Simmons, one of whom
(Anderson) suggested that they go to
Kennedyville and get some whiskey, as
he had one dollarand a half to spend.
Wright, Hackett and Anderson went to
Kennedyville and secured the whiskey,
a quart and half pint and drank the same
before reaching Simmon’sstore. Hackett
was drunk, unconscious; Wright and
Anderson were also drunk. In leaving
the store the latter, Anderson, fell over
the feet of the deceased Newcomb and
Wright without any apparent reason
started a quarrel with Newcomb about
his treatment of Anderson and without
motive or premeditation fired the fatal
shot in a drunken frenzy.
The whole circumstances preceding
and attending the homocide were purely
and simply a matter of accident, as a
careful perusal of the evidence will show,
the meeting at the store of Wright, An-
derson and Hackett was a common oc-
currence ; their visit at Kennedyville for
whiskey was not pre-arranged, although
it might be said that the drunkenness
which ensued was a natural consequence
of their drinking whiskey ; the way in
which Wright secured the pistol from
Anderson was a mere chance showing
no premeditation or desire to use it in
any way; the fact that Anderson fell
over the feet of the deceased and that a
quarrel resulted was but the natural re-
sult of their drunken condition. And we,
as citizens of Kent county, feel that
whereas Wright should be punished, yet
that under all the attending facts and
circumstances that the punishment of
death is too severe a punishment for his
crime, as the evidence shows that he act-
ed while in a drunken condition without
motive, unconscious of what he was do-
ing and without premeditation or delibe-
ration. And we believe that the ends of
ustice would be better accomplished by
the exercise of that high executive func-
tion, commutation to the penitentiary for
life instead of the execution of the death
penalty.
