SUFFERED DEATH ON THE GIBBET.

Joe Wright Hanged for the Murder of
William Newcomb.

STORY OF THE MURDER.

Attwenty-three minutes tonine o’clock
Friday morning,Joseph Wright forfeited
his life on the scaffold for the murder of
Wm. Newcomb. At the end of eleven
minutes the physicians present—Drs. J.

A. Catlin and H. L. Dodd—declared that
the heart had ceased to beat, the neck
being broken by the fall. There was ab-
solutely no disorder. About one hun-
dred and twenty-five curious white and
colored people who crowded round the
jail yard made no effort to tear boards
from the fence. The condemned man’s
nerve forsook him at no time, and he ad-
vanced to the scaffold with firm step and
without a waver of the voice as he bade
good-bye.

Wright was furnished a nicely-pre-
pared supper by Mrs. W. J. Vannort,
which he greatly enjoyed at six o’clock.
He went to sleep at ten o’clock and
scarcely turned on his cot until three
o’clock, when he awoke of his own ac-
cord and began to pray aloud in his cell.
The prisoners in the jail commenced to
sing hymns, in which the condemned
man entered with great earnestness. He
told the representative of the TRAN-
SRRIPT that he expected to goto heaven.
Several prisoners came down from the
upper corridor between seven and eight
o’clock and said good-bye. At half-past
eight o’clock Deputy Sheriff Charles L.
Gill opened the cell door and notified the
prisoner to prepare.

Wright said: “1 am ready to go.”

Rev. D. A.Ridout,who had administered
to his spiritual necessities, besought him
to “ trust in the Lord,” when Wright re-
sponded with feeling and evident sin-
cerity, ** I am trusting in the Lord.” At
6.45 he ate heartily of a breakfast con-
sisting of beefsteak, hot rolls, butter and
coffee. He approached the steps of the
gallows with firm step, but Deputy Gill
took hold of his arm as he ascended. The
preacher read a fervent prayer as the
last details were being completed.
When asked if he had anything to say,
he replied that he had not, asking, how-
ever, to see Sheriff Roe. He bade fare-
well to Deputy Gill and the death watch,
Messrs. Connelly and Storke, thanking
them for their kKindness during his im-
prisonment.

His spiritual advisor, Rev.D.A.Ridout,
offered the following prayer : “O, Lord,
our Heavenly Father, into Thy presence
we come this morning. We come, our
Father, to plead with Thee in behalf of
him who stands upon the verge of eter-
nity. We ask Thee to save him now. We
thank Thee, O Lord, that he realizes that
the blood of Jesus cleanses from all sin.
To his soul has that blood been applied,
and he now expresses the desire of the
Christian of living with Thee always.
We thank Thee that Thou in Thy infi-
nite wisdom and goodness has vouch-
safed to him pardon for the crime for
which he now must die, and also for the
peace given to his soul. And into Tby
hands do we commend his soul. May he
find rest and peace in heaven, and may
Thy blessings be bestowed upon all man-
kind for Thy Son’s sake. Amen.”

Just as the cap was being placed over
his head a slight quiver of the voice was
noticed as he uttered his last words on
earth: “I am trusting in the Lord.”” The
signal was given, and Sheriff Roe, stand-
ing somewhat below the floor of the scaf-
fold, pushed the lever and the trap-door
fell.

No provision having been made for
the final disposition of the body by
Wright’s parents or friends, the remains
were taken fto the almshouse to be
buried.

The hanging was private in every re-
spect. Ouly the minister, Deputy Gill,
representatives of the press and the two
death-watch were on the scaffold A
few others were admitted to the jail en-
closure by special permits from the
sheriff. ’
During Wright’s imprisonment he oc-
cupied the cell from which Tom Thomp-
son was hung in 1892,and Friz Comegys,
one of the boy murderers of Dr.J.Heighe
Hill, was executed in 1894.

HISTORY OF THE CRIME.
Joseph Wright, the condemned man,
was about twenty-one years of age, Ina
drunken brawl, at the ‘ Big Woods,’ a
negro village near Lynch’s Station, on
the night of November 4, 1897, he shot
and instantly killed William Newcomb.
He was tried at the April term of court
for Kent county in 1898. The jury hung,
standing eleven to one for murder in the
first degree. The jury was discharged
by the court, and upon motion of the
State, the case was moved to Talbot
county and tried at the May term, 1898,
by a jury, which brought in a verdict of
murder in the first degree; whereupon
the case was appealed upon an
exception on the evidence noted by
Wright’s couusel, Messrs. Richard D.
Hynson and Harrison W. Vickers.
The printed evidence as sentto the
Governor, showed that Wright is a
young negro farm-hand; that he came.
to Kent county from Cecil county some
years ago; that he was a good hand on
the farm, and labored faithfully for the
persons who employed him in the neigh-
borhood; that he was on friendly terms
with his victim, William Newcomb, who
was a respectable and aged negro; that
Newcomb had been very kind to Wright.
He had boarded with Newcomb a year
before the homicide, and owed Newcomb
several dollars for board. He had told
Wright that he could pay the money
when it suited him to do so. No evi-
dence was produced to show a previous
quarrel, or a manifestation of ill-will
from one to the other; that the parties
lived close to each other, and met at the
store almost every night; that Newcomb
was a peaceful old man and good citizen,
and lived alone.
The homicide took place at the store
of William Simmons, 4 man of their own
color, Onthe day of the homicide Wright
had worked in the cornfield, and at the
close of the day went to his abode. Late
in the evening he met two friends at the
store of William Simmons, one of whom
(Anderson) suggested that they go to
Kennedyville to get some whiskey, as he.
had one dollar and a half to spend.
Wright, Hackett and Anderson went to
Kennedyyille and secured the whiskey,
a quart and a half pint, and drank it be-
fore reaching Simmons’ store. Hackett
was drunk and unconscious. Wright
and Anderson were also drunk. In leay-
ing the store Anderson fell over the feet
of Newcomb, and Wright without any
apparent reason, started a quarrel with
Newcomb about his treatment of Ander
son, and without motive or premedita-
tion fired the fatal shot in a drunken
frenzy.
