remedied, as the gaps between them not
only afford lodgments for dust and dirt,
but are ruinous to any carpet.

If the cracks are only small, they can
easily be filled in with putty, which,
when hard, can be painted over, but for
large cracks strips of wood and glue
should be used and planed quite smooth.
Parquet flooring, if worn shabby,
should be rubbed with a cloth dipped 1in
French polish, which has the effect of
hardening the surface. Should it simply
require cleaning all that is necessary 1s

All paint work should be cleaned with
soap and water in which there is a lit-
tle cloudy ammonia and finished with a
sponge and clean cold water, but not
touched with a cloth.

Paper hangings demand very careful
treatment, and it is often wise to do
nothing more than dust them down
with a soft duster, unless it is absolute-
ly necessary -to clean them, in which
case nothing is better for the purpose
than a piece of stale bread, applied
with a circular movement. Flock pa-
pers ought enly to be dusted with a soft
brush.

Brass fenders and fire irons should be
rubbed with a little sweet oil, and then
with finely powdered rotten stone and
polished well with a leather. A very
