IN THE APIARY.

ihe Best ’lan For Saving Queenless
Colonies,

More colcnies than usnal will be found
without queens this spring. This is true
On account of the fact that bees have
guffered badly the present winter owing
Yo the extreme cold weather, and all
colonies that have been left out on their
summer stands unprotected are winter
killed down very weak, if they have at
all survived. A corresponding loss of
queens will also be found, and all colo-
nies that have sustained this loss will,
in a short time, become extinct if some
attention is not given them.

Queenless colonies may now scarcely
be considered worth the attention to
save them if we canuot secure queens
for them, but it is not this; if these
hives are allowed to remain in this con-
dition robbers will soon find them and
a greater destruction will occur. These
hives doubtless contain more or less
honey, and the bees that are in them
will be a great help to other colonies if
they are united with them. This is the
proper thing to do with all those queen-
less colonies now, and this should be
one on the first warm day that presents
{tself. All the unoccunpied combs and
hives should be taken up and placed
away where they are safe and where the
bees will not find them.

All combs in hives in which the
bees have died should be stored away
carefully, for they are very valuable to
again build up colonies on. A good set
of combs is fuily half the value of a col-
ony, and by its help we can soon again
replace our loss. These combs may be
cleaned of dead bees and dirt only as
far as we can do =0 by lightly brushing
the same from them, but we cannot un-
dertake to clean them thoroughly, re-
moving dead bees that have crawled in-
to the cells and died there, without in-
juring the combs. But just put them
away in this condition and when they
are given to the bees they will readily
clean them and remove all dead bees
from the cells.

A. H. Duff concludes the foregoing
advice, given in the Kansas Farmer,
with the statement that it is rather
difficult to procure queen bees very early
in spring. Southern beekeepers usually
have them a month or more before we
can rear them in the north, so that by
sending south for them we can supply
many of our queenless stocks in time
to save them. Not unless such colonies
are very strong in bees will it pay to
gecure queens for them. When they are
weak, 1t 18 ~best to unite them with
others.
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Earliest Wax Bean In Cultivation.

The most striking claim made for the
comparatively new Valentine wax bean
by one seedsman is that ‘‘it is first in
earliness, firet in productiveness and
first in quality; a perfect Valentine
bean with wax pods.”” Another confirms
this with the description, ‘‘A new

round podded wax sort and the earliest |

wax bean in cultivation.”
Henderson, in illustrating it, says:
Up to now there has been no variety

of such prominence among wax beans
that could compare with that of the
Valentine among green beans,. We now
have an excellent wax podded variety
possessing 1n a remariable degree the
excellent features of this sort. It is
very early for a wax bean. A planting
made on June 12 gaveus a fair picking
by July 28—46 days. Its value as a
shipper remains to be proved, but it is
certainly very tender and almost with-
out string. In fact, the pod is free from
any toughness whatever, but isremark-
ably solid throughcut.

Hardy Biackberries,

Blackberries: found most hardy at the
Ohio station are Early King, Snyder,
El Dorado and Axncient Briton. Early
King i1s the earliest of any hardy kind,
being nearly egual to the Snyder in
hardiness and about two weeks earlier.
El Dorado 1s the largest of the hardy
sorts and the best in quality, while the
Snyder seems still to hold first place as
to productiveness. Erie and Ohmer are
excellent varieties, but not perfectly
hardy. Rathburn is promising, although
it has not been fully tested as to hardi-
ness.

News and Notes,

plums will find in bulletin No. 67 of
the Vermont station descriptive and
historical notes on 50 varieties, with
many illustrations and other valuable
information.

CREAMERY ASSOCIATIONS.

FFacts and Figures te Be Considered
Before Starting.

Professor Haywood of the Pennsyl-
vania experiment station writes that
he has received a number of inquiries
of late in regard to the methods em-
ployed by ‘‘creamery promoters’ in es-
tablishing creameries. From the repu-
tation that these promoters in general
bear 1t would seem wise to give them a
wide berth. It is their business to build
and equip a creamery and get their
money for 1t, regardless of the subse-
quent success of the enterprise. To do
this they misrepresent the amcunt of
milk that can be expected from a given
number of cows and the average price
that can be obtained for the butter, and
they usually charge much more for
erecting and equipping the plant than
it would cost the creamery association
if purchased at market rates. By mis-
representing the profits to be derived
from the creamery business creamery
promoters - have induced thousands of
farmers to pay for expensive creamery
plants which are now standing idle and
not only yield nothing on the invest-
ment, but are constantly deteriorating
in value.

In order for a creamery association to
be successful it is mnecessary above all
things to have the milk from 300 to 500
cows guaranteed to the creamery for
nine or ten months in the year. A
creamery to handle this amount of milk
can be built and equipped for from $1,-
800 to $2,200. The price usnally asked
by promoters is from $2,700 to $4,000.

If it is desired to build a creamery in
a community, an informal meeting of
those interested should be called. Then
if a sufficient number of cows can be
gunaranteed an effort should be made to
get the manager of a successful cream-
ery to come and thoroughly explain the
advantages and disadvantages of a
creamery and give his suggestions as to
building and equipping a plant. A
committee ghould likewise be appointed
to visit one or more well managed
creameries. The creamery promoter
should be kept away from these meet-
ings. By appointing suitable commit-
tees to carry out the plans adopted by
the stockholders a creamery can be built
and equipped at a comparatively small
cost and 1ts success be assured from the
start.

Virtues of Buttermill,

The growing practice of utilizing the
waste products of all manufactures has
brounght out the fact that buttermilk
possesses many unsuspected qualities.
A medical paper says its reputation as
an agent of supervior digestibility has
become firmly established. If is, indeed,
a true milk peptone—that is, milk al-
ready partially digested, the coagula-
tion of the coagulated portion being
loose and flaky and not of that firm,
indigestible nature which is the result
of the action of the gastric juice npon
sweet cows’ milk. It is of great value
in the treatment of typhoid fever, and,
being a decided laxative, it may be
turned to advantage iun the treatment of
habitual constipation. It is no less val-
uable in kidney troubleg, from its din-
retic qualities. It is in great request
for the treatment of diabetes, either
alone or alternately with skimmilk, and
in cases of gastric ulcer and cancer of
the stomach it can often be retained
when no other food can. Chemical
analysis shows that in its nature it
greatly resembles koumiss, with the ex-
ception of which it is the most grateful,
refreshing and digestible of the prod-
ucts of milk.

Value of Separators.

A writer in The Canadian Farmer’s
Advocate says: ‘“Where milk is skim-
med with a separator at home and
cream sent to the Dbutter factory the
cost of manufacture wonld be reduced
one-half or more. Besides, it would do
away to a great extent with tampering
with milk. I am convinced that a man
with a herd of 25 cows cannot afford to
do without a separator for two reasons:
(a) Alarge amount of time is wasted in
hauling whole milk to the skimming
station and skimmilk from it; (b) the
skimmilk is often sour - and not so good
for calves and hogs, especially in warm
weather. A separator for from 30 to 50
cows and a one horse tread power can
be got for about $200. A separator can
be run by a horse or bull, or any ani-
mal having the proper weight, and the
running expenses are almost nothing.”’

Cows For the Klondike.

A man in Tacoma is preparing to
leave soon for Dawson and will take
125 cows with him. He will take a =led
for each cow and make them haul
enough provisions for the trip. He al-
ready has about a third of his herd and
18 busy breaking them to work in har-
ness. He expects to get away in a few
weeks. He is positive it will be a pay-
ing venture, as fresh wmilk is a little
known article in the Yukon. He has
had no trouble so far in breaking his
cattle and talks as though it will be
no extraordinary sight to see 125 cows
wending their way along the mountain
trails drawing sleds laden with hay and
grain. He will take them down -the
Yukon in boats and expects to be at the
lakes as soon as the ice breaks. He has
been over the ground and feels confident
of snceess.

Chureh Tasation,.

Houses of worship should remain
