CONSOLIDATES WITH THE
] SASSAFRAS RIVER LINE.

Transfer Made on Monday.

——

Negotiations which have been pending
for seyeral weeks between President W.
C. Eliason, of the Tolchester Steamboat
Company, and Capt. Andrew Woodall,
Mr. Henry Clark and Capt. William Cun-
diff, owners of the Sassafras Steamboat
Company, were concluded on Saturday,
and on Monday the Sassafras River
Steamboat Company was transferred to
the Tolchester Steamboat Company;
which consolidated with the Sassafras
line. The transfer of the property was
made and the steamers Sassafras and the
Trumpeter will sail under the Tolchester
flag.

The consolidation of the two compan-
ies was brought about by Captain Cun-

diff and President W. C. Eliason, and

will result in a great saving to beth con-

cerns. Heretofore the steamers of the

Sassafras Steamboat Company plied be-

tween Baltimore and points on the Sas-

safras river. The Tolchester Steamboat

Company also ran a steamer up the bay

and at several points along the route the

two lines were in competition, and as it

18 said the route can as well be supplied

with one company it was determined

that by consolidating as good a service

would be given at a great saving. 'These

considerations, coupled with the desire

for an additional steamer to accommo-

date the excursions for Tolchester; in-

duced President Eliason to enter into
the deal.

The steamer Sassafras will at once un-
dergo some alterations in her deck room
and will, when completed, make a fine
excursion steamer. This class of busi-
ness will be under the management of
Captain Eliason, and all the freight bus-
iness will be directed by Captain Cundiff.
Along with the transfer of the steam-
ers of the Sassafras line will go a large
number of valuable wharves, which are
now controlled by the Sassafras line.
The consolidated company will still use
the Sassafras pier, No. 6 Light street.
The basis on which the agreement was
reached is said to be that the Tolchester
company will increase its capital stock
from $2€0,000 to $250,000, and the new
stock given to the representatives of the
Sassafras Steamboat Company, which
will be accepted as part payment for
their property. The Tolchester Steam-
boat Company will, at its next meeting,
increase the bvard of directors by placing
Captains Woodall and Cundiff and Mr.
Clark on the board.

By theaddition of the steamers Sassafras
and Trumpeter, the Tolchester Steam-
boat Company will have a fine fleet, em-
bracing the Louise, Emma Giles, Susque
hanna, Sassafras and Trumpeter. All of
the steamers are in daily use.

The people along the Sassafras river
will be brought much closer to Baltimore,
as by a new schedule they will be given
much longer time to transact business in
Baltimore than they have heretofore had.

Captain Eliason, who was asked about
the consolidation, said: ‘It is true, and
while we will manage the affairs of the
Sassafras company we propose to give
to the people along the route first-class
accommodation, and feel sure that we will
receive the full patronage. We had to
have a new steamer to help us out on our
xcursion business, and the Sassafras
ust fills the bill.”
