The Jillard
was bound from the Sassafras river to
Baltimore with a cargo of 2,500 bushels
of grain. The disabled vessel was towed
into Baltimore where she is undergoing
‘repairs.

Faith in the ‘“ Luscious Peach.”
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That the cantaloupe is about to rob
the peach of its former glory in the
“ mountain peach belt,”'may be judged
by the following from the Hagerstown
Mail. The Mail says :

“ That the cantaloupe is fast supplant-
ing the peach is evidenced by the fact
that many fruit growers in Boonsboro
and Keedysville districts are transform-
ing their orchards into melon patches.
It is stated that 250 acres of land in these
districts will be devoted to raising mel-
ons this year.

« The cause for the change from peach-
es to melons is due principally to the
failure in the peach crop this year and
for other reasons. Seasons come and go
with favorable and unfavorable results,
and very often the fruit growers either
come out at the end of the seasen about
even or a loser on peaches. In view of

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the Protestant Episcopal Church in the
Diocese of Easton assembled for divine
worship in Christ Church, Easton, Tues-
day morning.

Morning prayer by Rev. Alvin J. Van-
derbogart, of Salisbury, who also read
the lessons for the day. Rev. Leonidas
B. Balwin, of Easton, was epistolar, and
Rev. James A. Mitchell, ot Centreville,
was gospeller. The sermon was preached
by Rev. Algernon Batte, of Queenstown,
who took as his text the eighteenth verse
of the second chapter of St. Paul’s Epistle
to the Ephesians: ¢ For Through Him
we both have access by one spirit unto
the Father,”

The Holy Communion was celebrated
by Right Reverend William F. Adams,
Bishop of the Diocese, who was assisted
by the rector of St. Peter’s parish, Rev.
Mr. Baldwin, and Rev. Mr. Mitchell.
Immediately after divine service the
convention was called to order by the
Bishop, and the secretary of the last con-
vention, Rev. Edward R. Rich, dean of
Trinity Cathedral, called the roll of the
clergy and the lay delegates.

On motion of 8. E. Whitman, of Eas-
ton, Mr. Rich was unanimously elected
secretary. The Bishop then appointed as
the committee on rights of clergymen to
seats in the convention—Rev. Edward
Benedict, of Princess Anne, Rev. Chris-
topher T. Denroche, of Fairlee, Kent
county, and Rev. George 8. Fitzhugh, of
Denton ;: and as-the committee on elec-
tions—Dr. R. C.Mackall,of Cecil county,
C. C. Lloyd, of Pocomoke City, and J. L.
Goldsborough, of Wye parish.

Tuesday afternoon Secretary Rich ap-
pointed Rev. Franklin B. Adkins, of

Rev. F. B. Adkins in a feeling manner
called attention to the fact that the grave
of Rev. Dr. Edward J. BStearns In
Spring Hill Cemetery is unmarked, and
his resolution was passed authorizing the
chair to appoint a special committee to
solicit subscriptions for a monument
thereon. Rev. Mr. Adkins, Rev. W. Y.
Beaven and Wm. H. Adkins, of Easton,
were appointed the committee.

Rev. E. R. Rich, on behalf of the Home
for the Friendless,extended an invitation
to the convention to visit and inspect the
management of that institution, and the
convention adjourned for the day.
Tuesday night the Bishop read his ad-
dress. At the beginning he paid a tender,
eloquent tribute to the late presiding
Bishop of the church. Coming down to
his own Diocese, he said it has but one
yacant parish at present, Coventry; ‘‘but
more than half the parishes of the Dio-
cese,” he said, ‘‘are on the missionary
boards, and instead of an emulous com-
petition as to which shall get off first and
stay off longer, it seems to be all the
other way.”

The general condition of the Diocese
is good, the Bishop continued. *“The
clergy are doing good work and their
people are supporting them in their ef-
forts. For the most part their (the cler-
gy’s) only discouragement is removal of
their young people, who marry and go
off, and go off to marry.” Three new
branches of the Woman's Auxiliary
were added during the year.

In speaking of the necessity of dili-
gence on the part of the ministry to keep
a continued interest in the church and
awaken an interest where there seems to
be none, the Bishop said they should not
resort to mere human devices and ques-
tionable methods of advancing the
church. * Let it not be ours to forsake
the old landmarks for the cozening en-
ticements of a so-called ‘applied Christi-
anity, which seems to embrace within

INJURING TOMATO PLANTS.

&

Prof. Johnson Writes Regarding a
Beetle Injurious to Tomato Plants
—A Timely Warning.

———

Because of the extensive tomato inter-
ests of Kent county, the following self-
explanatory correspondence between
State Entomologist W. G. Johnson and
Dr. F. P. Phelps, of Dorchester county,
s given. Forewarned is forearmed, and
as this dangerous insect has struck
Kent’s tomato patches, growers will
know how to combat them. Dr. Phelps
wrote :

«« There is a small striped beetle that
s destroying our tomato fields and we
want help, and want it bad and quick. 1
send specimens of the insects for your
examination. They have eaten upnearly
40 acres for me. I had sprayed the plants
everal times with Bordeaux mixture in
the seed bed, and have since sprayed
with kerosene emulsion; but can see
10 benefit. How long do the devils live?
Is there any use of fighting them ? They
ook like the striped beetle (so® destruc-
tive to cucumbers and melons) but are
smaller. The field was in clover, and
411 the clover or ripple is full of them.
Whilst I am writing, one of my neigh-
bors has just come over to ask me for

help. Itold him I was writing you and
would let him know as soon as I heard.”

Prof. Johnson’'s reply was as follows:

“« The insects responsible for this in-
jury are commonly called flea beetles.
This particular one could be called the
striped flea beetle. Its scientific name is
Systena Teneati. It is a small creature
about an eighth of an inch long, with
two stripes down its back. When dis-
turbed it jumps like a flea, heuce its
name. It is a chewer, and, theretore,
can be destroyed by using Paris green,
sprayed or put upon the plantsin the dry
form. When spraying with Bordeaux
mixture, which is a remedy for blight,
always use Paris green with it. One-
quarter of a pound of the poisonin every
40 gallons of the solution. It must then
be kept well stirred and put on with a
good spray pump. It can also be used
dry. For every pound of Paris green use
100 pounds of land plaster, flour or air-
slacked lime. Thisshould be thoroughly
mixed, and dusted over the plants, early
in the morning or late in the evening
when the dew is on. |

« The kerosene emulsion will have lit-
tle or no effect upon these beeties, as
they are covered with a hard shell and
are exceedingly hard to Kkill with any
contact spray. The Paris green is the
most practicable remedy now known for
this group of insectsa As I said above,
always use Paris green in Bordeaux mix-
are. whether you see any insects or not,
'ou can never tell ( as most cases show )
when they will appear, until after it is
too late.

« T have detailed my assistant to make
o careful examination of this outbreak
at once and report to me. This is the
second outbreak of this species reported
this season. Some weeks ago it was dis-
covered doing serious damage to young
Kiefer pear trees in an Kastern Shore
ounty. The pest has a large range of
ood plants, including many weeds,
srasses, trees and shrubs.

« Hope your farmers will keep in touch
with this office in matters of this kind.”
