Suammer—Veils, Collars, Ete.

Quite apart from the deepcr and more
gerious meaning of mourning, it is often
merely a display of fashion which, how-
ever, is useful in giving a silent ex-
planation of the new attitude toward
life, if nothing more, as the New York
oun remarks in preface to a useful re-
eume of latest styles in this direction,
from which the following is gleaned;

QUT OF DOOR LIVING.

The Delights of Tea In the Garden
and Al Fresco Entertninments,

We are apprised by the messenger
of fashion that al fresco luncheons
are to be in vogne. The news is agree-
able and seasonable too. Now that the
frost and snow are gcne, and #ee ten-
der green things, above in the bramches
and beneath our feet, have appeared,
we can appreciate the delights of open
air life.

Americans do not begin to live out
doors to the extent they should nor as
do their sturdy neighbors across the sea.
The Italians and Spaniards adore the
sunshine. They lounge on their bal-
conies and piazzas. The French and
(Germans eat and drink in the cafes and
restaurant gardens with amazing con-
tent. The English are proverbial in
their love of fresh air. They always
take afternoon tea in the garden, from
early spring till late fall, says the Bos-
ton Cooking School Magazine, which
also gives some hints for managing this
pleasant institution in our own homes,
as follows:

Here, in America, we have at least
%md weather from May to October.

ur summers atre vef'y hot; but, if we
Heek the shelter of a veranda or broad
kpreading tree, we can be cool and com-
fortable. It is hardly possible now for
large hotels to have their dining tables
cutdoors or in a sun parlor, as abroad,
but every private family could make
the change to garden or porch, with
wonderful benefit and little trouble.
We are a very self conscious people.
Curiosity is rife among the uninitiated,
and we fear the stares of strangers; sc
blinds and awnings, as well as growing
vines, can shield our innovation, at
least till others take up the idea and
the public get nsed to it. What is more
charming than the fragrance of honey-
suckle or climbing roses, with morning
glories in the center of the board, smil-
ing a greeting as we come down half
awake?

Supposing a young housekeeper, liv-
ing in the country or suburbs, wishes
to entertain a congenial party, either
of ladies or ladies accompanied by gen-
tlemen, there will be novelty in an open
d4ir luncheon. Dinners are suitable for
cold weather, but something light and
dainty is better for summier. Ladies
will take more readily to fthe idea.
Though men glory in campihg parties
and gunning experiences, they might
jest at the enterprise of the little host-
ess, yvet, manlike, really enjoy what she
has provided.

The party can number six or eight,
or even ten, but no more. Thereis free-
dom in the plan that forbids too many
people, and those who bore are unsuit-
able. Supposing the time be May or
early June, the ladies in light and airy
spring gowns, the men (possibly )y in bi-
cycle snits—remember, it is informal,
and pleasure is to be the motive of it
all.

After lunch there can be tennis, cro-
quet, cards or a walk to see the beau-
ties of the little town. The table should
be spread with a cloth having an open-
work border, the design fruit or flow-
ers.

COMBINED CHURNS.

boints In Faveor of the New Fashion-
o1 Machine,

The Creamery Journal says that nc
bther maciuine designed for creamery
work has bhad to enconnter so much op-
position as the combined churn. That

(1t has gained a standing in the face of

so datermined and so long continued
opposition is evidence of intrinsic merit.
Part of this opposition is due to mis-
conception of facts, part to prejudice,
part to education and part to personal
preference for methods not possible with
the combined churn.

With the box churn and table worker
the butter 18 constantly before the eye
in working, and there is a chance for
expert work by an expert butter maker.
In the combined churn it is automatic-
al, mechanical and the finer instincts of
the butter maker are not so much called
into exercise. On the table worker the
butter shows for iteelf to the trained
eye when it reaches the finishing point.
Besides this, the salting is not done
by guesswork, but by runle, and the
operator knows to a certainty whether
the prescribed quantity of salt is added.

Weighing the butter and the salt and
working on a table worker will not in-
sure a uniform quantity of salt in the
finished butter. This has been proved
by analysis of the butter. Part of the
salt is always worked out and part al-
ways stays in the butter, and the pro-
portion remaining is not constant. It
depends upon the temperature of the

butter, the temperature of churning,

the size of the butter granules, the con-
dition of the salt, etc. Some days the
unworked butter will contain much
more moisture than the butter from
other churnings, and, althotgh the but-
ter maker may weigh exactly and use
the same rate of salting every day, the
finished butter will vary in amount of
salt.

Mistakes in salting are fcund in table
worked butter the same as in butter
from the combined churn. If thesalt is
added according to the amount of milk
separated as good success can be se-

cured as when the butter is weighed

and the salt added Ly weight of butter.
In both cases, when the fresh butter is
dry, less salt shounld be added than
when it comes moister.

The combined churn has merits which
commend it highly. It saves work. 1t
saves exposure to the air. Itsavestime,
It will do good work where a table
worker cannot. If the temperature is
under perfect control and there is plenty
of help furnished, the table worker fills
the kil in the hands of an expert, but
since time and labor are important mat-
ters in the creamery and a machine
which saves them and also protects the
butter from exposure can be obtained
the combined churn is steadily gaining
friends.

Legal Regulation of Milk.

Some stringent regulations concern-
ing milk have lately been made by the
Boston board of health. 1t is required
that no milk shall be scld or distributed
in that city unless the cows from which
1t 18 derived have within one year been
examined by a competent officer and
found to be free from diseases danger-
ous to public health, though this does
not apply to milk from cows not tested
with tuberculin. Milk kept for sale in
any store, market, shop, restaurant,
bakery or other establishment shall al-
ways be kept in a covered cooler, box
or refrigerator, properly drained and
cared for, and while therein shall be
kept tightly closed and only in such lo-
cation and wunder such conditions as
shall be approved by the board of health;
further, all cans, bottles or other vessels
of any sort used in the retail trade are
to be cleaned or sterilized before being
again used for the same purpose, and
no person shall be allowed to use in any
way a milk vessel for any other sub-
stance than milk. All apparatus and
utensils must be washed with boiling
water or sterilized by steam.
