cate the public mind to their peculiar
methods tbrough its columns. The
¢“ party organ” is out of date, a back
number which the people should never
allow to become resurrected.

Washington College.

ANOTHER SERMON.

“Be thou strong therefore, and show
thyself a man,” I Kings, 11 chapter, IT
verse, was the text, and * Manly
Strength,” the crystalized theme of the
fine sermon preached by Rev. Thomas O.
Crouse, of Baltimore, before the Stu-
dent’s Christian Association in Christ
Methodist Protestant Church on Sunday
evening. This fine production we are
also unwilling to spoil by either
scissoring or giving disconnected quota-
tions. Mr.Crouse as a young man came
to Kent and opened his brilliant career
of usefulness and power, and later won
his bride from the sacred precincts of a
Chestertown home. Under these circum-
stances he but came to his own, and the
environment gave strength and beauty to
the effort which was declared, by those
in a position to judge, to haye been one
of the most brilliant of his life. In re-
sponse to the earnest request of the
editors of the TRANSCRIPT, the manu-
seript was placed in their hands and will
be given next week in full. Mr. Crouse
is one of the *young men eloquent’” of
the Methodist Protestant Church; pos-
sesses an extremely pleasant voice and
an attractive personality. As was done
in the morning at the close of the bacca-
laureate sermon, when all of the students
and members of the faculty remained
after the service to meet the speaker of
the occasion, all remained and were per-
sonally presented to Mr. Crouse.

ADDRESS TO MT. VERNONS.

The Mt. Vernon Literary Society was
most fortunate in its selection of a
speaker at its anniversary exercises on
Monday evening. Rev. 3. J. Morgan,
pastor of the Protestant Episcopal
Church at Crisfield, and dean of the
Southern Convocation, was the orator of
the occasion, and seldom, indeed, has it
been the privilege of the people of Ches-
tertown to listen to such an able effort.
The speaker chose as his theme, “Amer-
ican Citizenship.” He took the ground
that our country,together with England,
seemed to be divinely ordained to work
out the civilization of the globe; the
states of BEurope and Asia, he argued,had
seen their day, and it remained for the
young ‘ giant of the west” to go for-
ward and accomplish the great scheme ot
Him who 1ules us all. To de this, of
course, every American citizen should be
alive to the importance of good staies-
manship ; that the hopes of the country
depended upon its youth, and in most
eloquent terms did he counsel vigilance
against the evils that beset them. Trusts,
practical depravity, strong drink, mam-
mno, were, he said, the many-headed
hydra, which is raising its head and
threatening the welfare of our land ; and
it behooves the youth of America to wage
eternal warfare against the demon. The
speaker at times soared to flights of ora-
tory that brought him most liberal ap-
plause. His command of words, his
rounded, most melodious periods, his
finished oratory have seldom, it ever,
been equaled in Stam’s Hall, and if his
physique had been such as to produce a
stronger voice, it is safe to say the ver-
dict of the audience would have been
that the like had never been heard here
before. Kev. Mr. Morgan will long be
remembered, and will be heartily wel-
comed should he ever decide to favor
Chestertown with another visit.

THE SPRINKLER.

No quality in public officials is more
worthy of admiration than careful con-
servatism, yet, like many other good
qualities, it may be carried to such eXx-
cess as to make it a defect. The town
commissioners have no doubt many ques-
tions to consider before granting the de-
mand for a street sprinkler. I suppose
the greatest of these questions is the ex-
pense. This has been found to be com-
paratively little. The benefit to be de-
rived from the sprinkler far outweighs
the small item of expense. The burden
of taxation certainly ought to be kept
down, but it would be so little increased
if any at all, that no one could justly find
fault. In fact, I have learned from good
authority that three-quarters of thetaxes
paid are represented by the friends of
this movement. When one considers the
benefit to the hea'th of the community,
the addition to the comfort and attrac-
tiveness of the town, the saving of furni-
ture at present worn out by clouds of
dust from the streets through windows
necessarily open in warm weather, the
saving of worry and anxiety to the tidy
housewife, a cent or two on the tax rate
seems small in comparison. One would
think, in view of all these considerations,
that without sacrificing commendable
conservatism the town authorities could
see their way to accept and run the
sprinkler.
