A LIVELY OLD SHARK

HE MADE RAPID TIME FROM MONTE-
VIDEO TO PERNAMBUCO.

The Feat Sounds Inceredible, but the
Orator at the Liars’ Club Told a
Circomstantial Story and Display-
ed a Souvenir of the Event,.

“‘The speed attained by south Atlan-
tic sharks in their efforts to arrive at
desired points within the least possible
space of time,’’ said No. 18, who used
to be in the navy and is now a clerk in
the navy department, addressing the
last meeting of the Washington Liars’
club, ‘“has long been a subject of scien-
tific investigation.

They know that the equa-
torial line is a trocha of water that's a
heap too hct for their constitutions and
that they can’t stand monkeying around
in the water on that line too long, and
so they just hop over it, licketty cut, so
fast that you can’t see their fins for
duost. '

““I remember once, when I was on
the old Ticonderoga, a thing happened
that gave us a line on the speed of
sharks*when they take it into their
heads to get speedy. We got into the
port of Montevideo one morning at 10
o’clock. It was on a Monday, April 12.
Montevideo harbor is full of sharks, and
the men forward got to fishing over the
side for them in order to get their spines
to make walking sticks of them. One
huge man eater was landed after great
difficulty with the combined strength of
the whole watch on deck, and he had to
be clubbed with belaying pins and cap-
gstan bars for an hour before he gave up
and cashed in. ,

“Well, we cut him open, and, gentle-
men, what do you suppose we found
ingide of him? Why, as fine a gold
watch and chain as you ever saw in
your lifel Not an ordinary minute and
second hand watch, but one of those
watches that give the date, the day of
the week, the phases of the moon and
the whole thing. Well, sirs, you can
imagine our astonishment when we
snapped the case of this watch open
and found that 1t had stopped at exact-
ly 4 p. m., April 11, the day before we
got into Montevideo.

The mate exactly de-
scribed the watch that we had taken
out of the shark’s stomach in Monte-

*‘Now, all that anybody who dcubts
this has got to do in order to find ount
how many thousand miles Pernambuco
is from Montevideo is to measure the
scale on the atlas of South America.
That shark only hit the high places in
jumping from Pernambuco to Monte-
video, and if there’'s any doubter of this
narration here present, why, here’s the
shark’s spine,’’ and No. 18 of the Liars'’
club held up a 25 cent malacca stick.

The quarterly medal was bestowed
npon No. 18 by unanimous vote.—
Washington Star.

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MANLY STRENGTH.

The Fine Sermon Preached Before
the Students’ Christian Asso-
ciation of Washington

College, Sunday,
June 18th.

" Be thou strong therefore, and show thy-
self a man.”—T Kings, IT chapter; IT verse.

We commonly attach an especial and
tender interest to the last words of dying
men. We listen with peculiar attention
to those lips which are soon to be sealed
in death, and remember with mournful
pleasure, the last accents of that tongue
which is to speak to us, no more. It is
related that when the celebrated Roman
moralist, Seneca, was being bled to death
by the order of the tyrant Nero, his sor-

Spencer Roane, who was considered the,

rowing and admiring disciples gathered
around him,each provided with a writing-
tablet, that his lust utterances might be
caught and recorded. The Sacred Scrip-
tures give their sanction to that feeling
which would bhallow the last words of
dying men. Weshall find that the dying
admonitions, prophecies or exultations
of Abraham, Jacob and Joseph, are given
record in the Old Testament; and those
of Simeon, Stephen, Paul, and above all,
of our Lord, are preserved in the New.

The interest of the counsel of our text
is enhanced by the circumstances under
which it was first uttered.

These were among the last words of a
royal father to his son and successor
upon the throne. King David’s eventful
life was drawingto a close. The honors
and responsibilities of the crown were to
be transferred to Solomon. The father
knowing the momentous trusts with
which his son would be charged, seeksto
arouse the 1aanly resolution of the youth
by a few words of final counsel. These
last words as given in this chapter, are
well worth our attention” and study, as
they were certainly worthy of the atten-
tion and obedience of the young man
who was on the steps of the throne his
father had made so illustrious. The
exhortation called for a wise, valorous,
virtuous manhood,and above all, loyalty
of heart to God. And it is an historical
fact that the kingdom of Solomon pros-
pered as long as he was faithful to the
God of his father. His apostasy spwed
the seeds of decay. If Solomon, in his
old age had remembered and followed
the counsel of his dying father, the bright
promises of his early life would not have
suffered such a dismal eclipse as they
did, and he would not have bequeathed
to his son a tottering throne. |

Young gentlemen, whom I make bold
to address to-night in the language of
brotherly, practical counsel, you are no

in which young Solomon was, but you do
stand at the threshold of most solemn
responsibilities, and on the vantage
ground-of grand opportunities; and it is
the part of wisdom to heed every friendly
voice that may direct, stimulate and en-
courage you to prepare for the first and
utilize the second.

As your friend, I have not only the
right to address you, but I should be
recreant to my trust, if I did not,
bring  before you truths es-
pecially adapted to your needs and cir-
cumstances as young men. But I claim
the right to address you on the ground
of brotherhood; neither so young on
the one hand as to be wholly destitute of
that knowledge which comes from ex-
perience, nor so old as to be out of touch
and sympathy with your youthful life. T
would like to look each youth and young
man 1n this audience in the face, and
grasp the hand of each as I utter a few
words of brotherly counsel. A celebrated
professor in one of the German univer-
sities once remarked, “ Whenever I ap-
pear before my pupils, I feel inclined to
make them a respectful bow.” On being
asked the reason for this, he replied,
‘““Because I see before me the men of the
future, the hope of the country and the
State.” Animated by like feelings, I con-
fess to aspecial interest in and solicitude
for such a seryice and sermon as this.

Turning now to our text: it is an ex-
hortation to strength and the manifesta-
tion of true manliness.
tell you that it is moral strength to which
David exhorts his son and which is to
be the burden of my counsels tonight.

I would not seem to undervalue or de-

young men. Perhaps because we are
likely to admire our opposites, I must
confess to a high admiration of a rebust,
well-developed, strong physical frame.
If you possess such a. good heritage,
cherish it. Do not by harmful indulg-
ences and reckless exposures destroy the
splendid gift of God. Attend to physical
culture. Respect the laws of health,and
make the kody the well-tempered in-
strument of the soul within it. Itis easy
indeed to recall illustrations of the
triumph of a strong mind and will over
a feeble body. Some of the intellectual
and moral giants of the world have been

theless the general rule prevails; health
and vigor of body are essential factors
in the work and warfare of human life,
and it is something worse than folly for
the young man to damage his heart in
youth by immoderate athletics, tobacco
chewing, cigarette smoking, late hours,
dissipation and a general fast life. The
almost certain issue is years of weak-
ness, disappointed ambitiong, hopeless
inefficiency, a burnt-out life, a prema-
ture grave. Believe me, brothers! Poor
Richard was right, “1f you will not
hear reason, she’ll surely
knuckles.”” Nature seldom presents her
bill on the day you violate her laws. But
if you overdraw your account at her
bank, and give her a mortgage on your
body, be sure she will collect her bhill
though it means on absulute foreclosure

and bankruptcy.

But moral strength is that toward
which I would by God’s blessing incite
you tonight.

attain any considerable success in any-
thing. 8aid one, who, while no genius,
or iq-l;ellectual leader, was an earnest,
straigh't.-furward, resolute man,who con-
ducted a vast business that felt his in-
fluence through every fibre; who at a
comparatively early age entered the
English Parliment and became a power-
fu} tactor there: *‘The longer I live the
more I am certain that the great differ-
ence between men, between the feehle
and the powerful, the great and the in-
significant, is energy—invincible deter-
mination—a purpose ence fixed and then
death or victory! That quality will do
anything that can be done in this world :
and no talents, no circumstances, no op-
portunities, will make a two-legged
creature a man without it.” There are
thousands of men who have failed in life,
not because they were yicious, not ke-
cause they were not clever in many re-
spects, having perhaps more than
average ability, but because they were
changing their purposes continually and
running from one thing to another with
an unsteadiness that gained for them the
name, “ A Jack of all trades, but Master
of none.” It is estimated by scientists
that there is enough of energy in less
that fifty acres of sunshine to run all the
machinery in the world. But how to
concentrate it ; that isthe problem. The
sun blazes out upon the earth the whole
day long, and sets nothing afire. But
let his rays be focused by a lens and
concentrated on a single point, and there

is scarcely a substance that can resist his
burning power.

* Life is an arrow—therefore you must know
What mark to aim at, how to use the bow—
Then draw it to the head and let it 0.
Young gentlemen, if you would shew
yourselves men, early fix upon your aim
in life, pursue it with all your might, al-
lowing yourselves to be turned neither
to the right nor left.
** Give me a man who says,
‘I will do somethingwell, it
And make the fleeting days
A story of labor tell.”

Though the aim he has be small,
It is better than none at all :

With something to do the whole year
through,

He will net stumble or fall.
** But Satan weaves a snare

For the feet of those who stray,
With never a thought or care
Where the path may lead away.
The man who has no aim,
Not only leaves no name,
When this life is done, but, ten to one
He leaves a record of shame."

Second, be sirong in self-reliance. It is
an oft-repeated but well-tried maxim that
‘‘ Heaven helps those who help them-
selves.” The habit of depending upon
others or of waiting for the help of others,
is essentially uamanly. It enfeebles
one’s own powers and paralyzes one’s
own energy. It is a fact illustrated by
our common, every-day observation, that
the men who have been in the beginning
of their careers, thrown overboard and
made to rely upon their own powers in
determining the question whether they
will sink or swim, have been the men
who have most successfully battled with
the waves and reached a desired haven.
On the contrary, those who have been
cradled upon the lap of fortune and
reared in luxury, with wealthand paimns
in abundance, have not, with rare excep-
tions, distinguished themselves except it

| be asidlers,snobs,dudes and spendthrifts.

““No chance’ is often the best chance
for a youth.

Said the wise Benj. Franklin, himself
an illustrious example of triumph over
seeming disadyantages: ‘“To be thrown
upon one’s own resources is to be castin
the very lap of fortune; forour faculties
then undergo a development and display
an energy of which they were otherwise
unsusceptible.,” Of course in insisting
upon the virtue of self-reliance I do not
forget that there is no such thing as ab-
solute independence. There is a degree

from his fellows. In the journey of life
from infancy to old age, there is much
we owe to the good offices of others.
Self-reliance pushed to the point of self-
conceit, where we despise the counsel of
others or refuse their sympathy if offered,
is not a virtue to be commended, but a
folly or something worse to be shunned.

By self-reliance, we mean a disposition
of mindthat depends not upon the efforts
of others, that does not expect some one
else to carry our burdens and fight our
battles, but relies upon the faithful use
of the powers with which our Creator
has endowed us, and the wise economy
of the opportunities Providence allows
us.

In some parts of the world the natives
carry travellers in chairs strapped upon
their backs, over the steep mountains.
You will make a sad mistake, my young
friends, if you expect in your life's
journey to find some one to do this same
office for you when you come to the
steep and rough places in your path.
You will soon find that others are too
much tasked in their own climbing to
allow you to bang on to the skirts of their
coat. The fact is that the man whe

| would achieve any worthy end, must rely

upon himself and not upon others.

*“In battle or business, whatever the game,
In law or in love, it's ever the same ;

In the struggle for power or scramble for pelf,
Let this be your motto, * Rely on yourself '.”

Third, Be strong in self-conirol. By
self-control we mean a masterly com-
mand of one’s powers, feelings, passions
and will. It has been well said, *“ The
greatest slave is not he who is ruled by a
despot, great though that eyil be, but he
who is enslaved by his own passions and
vices.” And the voice of inspiration
cries, ““ He that ruleth his spirit is better
than he that taketh a city.”” Young man-
hood is pre-eminently the period of
strong passions and appetites. They
come out then into their first license, and
some of them into their first conscious-
ness, and like everything else in nature,
they work strongest when first devel-
oped. They are rampant and importunate.

strength. What do you need to make | They are large and imperious in their

demands. To yield to them and suffer
them to hold sovereign sway is to take a
lightning express toward destruction of
both body and soul.

Our passions are not in themselves,
mark you, evil or unholy. They are
merely the instruments which we may
use for a good or a bad purpose. Men
possessed of all the passions which fire
the bosom of the most weak and sinful,
have so held them under control of rea-
son and piety as to make their lives sub-
lime. Men of high purpose and firm
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resolve, of heroic valor and noble daring,
have been men of strong feeling; but
they have been men of strong self
control. They have known how to use
the curb and the rein, and they have
made their feelings their servants,
Bishop Fallows, of Chicago, sometime
ago wrote in one of the religious jour-
nals: I knew a man who had won the
highest judicial position as chief justice
of a great State, who often writhed in
the agonies of delirium tremens. T knew
another who followed him on the bench,
who was so violent in his temper that he
made his home a veritable hel!, and
drove all his family away from him. I
knew a very Napoleon of finance, with a

whothrough ungoverned passions w reck-
ed his own fortune of more than a million
of dollars, as well as the fortunes of
others, and now as a moral and mental
paralytic, brokenly lives on. I knew
nnother, who led his regiment thro’ the
bloodiest conflicts of the civil war, re-
ceiving special mention for his bravery,
who came to me begging ten cents for
something to eat, but in reality for some-
thing to drink.”

Wi hout self-control, good-bye to
strength, and peace, and true success in
life., The man who is not master of him-
self will not be for Jong master of apy-
thing else or of anybody else.

Fourth, be strong in courage.
mere animal courage. That
does not necessarily enter into the
character of an ideal man. A great
athlete may be but a brute; and though
he may have that kind of courage which
enables him to stand for hours in the
prize ring taking such punishment as
only a trained boxer can give, he may be
wholly destitute of that quality we are
insisting upon here. Moral courage is
the noblest trait of true manliness. 1T
suppose there scarcely a youth in
the land who has not secretly wished
that he might some day emulate a
Dewey, or a Hobson. The opportunity
for such displays of manly courage may
never come to you. But the quality I
am speaking of is not something which
is only called into pl*y on battle-fields
or battle-ships, and in times of great
physical danger. The daily life cf every
one of us teems with occasions which
will try the temper of our courage.
With falsehood and wrong in a thousand
forms lying all around us, we will over
and again be put to the most searching
and fiery test. Everyone of us has to
wage single-handed a life-long fight
against a host of foes, and the proof of
our courage is our loyalty to truth and
righteousness. When a man i8 called to
stand by what approves itself to his own
censcience, and to contend for it against
all discouragement and opposition—this
is the last and abiding test of courage
and manliness.

A gentleman who died not long ago,

full of years and full of honor, when
asked as to the secret of his success in
life, assigned as the first reason the fact
that he wasable to say ““ No’’ at the pro-
per time. Landing at Savannah, Ga., as
an English emmigrant at an early age
he was welcomed by six young English-
men, and asked, by way of hospitality,to
take something to drink. He said, “Yes,
if lam allowedio choose my own drink;”’
and amid their sherry-cobblers and mint-
juleps he chose lemonade. This course
he pursued, in spite of their jeers and
taunts, living to see five of the youneg
men fill drunkard’s graves.
Fifth and lastly, be strong tn fuith—ie-
ligious faith. It is sometimes the case
that voung men sneer at religion as
weakness—good enough for women and
children and old men, but not suited to
the age and circumstances of young,
buoyant, vigorous manhood. Spurn
from you, young gentlemen, all such
suggestions that have their birth in the
brain of foolish, wicked men. I want to
lay on your heart and conscience this
truth: the only thing that can give
strength and glory to your life is a well-
grounded religious faith and a consistent
religious practice. Without fixed re-
ligious principles you are but a poor
waif on the winds of temptation, driven
to whatever abyss of destruction they
may hurry you.
