A ROPE OF WORMS.

The Curiouns Procession That May De
Seen In Norway Forestis.

In the deep pine forests of Norway
the woodecutters sometimes find a ser-
pentine object nearly 50 feet long
crawling slowly over the ground. If
they did not know that it was made
up of millions of liftle worms, they
might be frightened Dby its peculiar
appearance. These worms, called the
sciara, gather during July and August
in large numbers pireparatory to mi-
grating in search of food or for change
of condition. When setting out on
this journey, they stick themselves
together and form a huge serpentlike
mass, often reaching a length of be-
between-40 and 50 feet and several
inches in thickness.

As the sciara is only on an averaze
about three thirty-seconds of an inch
in length and barely wider than a fine
needle, the number required to com-

pose a line of fthe size above men-
tioned is enormous. Their pace 18

very slow, and upon meeting an ob-
stacle, such as a stick or stone, they
will either writhe over or around it,
sometimes breaking into two bodies
for this purpose.

M. Guerin-Meneville, a celebrated
I"rench naturalist, says that if the rear
portion of this wondertul snakelike
procession be Dbrought into contact
with the front part and a sort ot circle
formed the insects will keep moving
round and round in that circle for
hours and hours without apparently
noticing that they. are not getung on
in their journey. If the procession
be broken in two, the portions will re-
unite in a short time.

The Norwegian peasants, when they
o

meet one of these trains, will lay some
article of their clothing, such as a belt
or handkerchief, on the ground in
front of it. If the procession passes
over it, it is regarded as a good sign;
but if it makes a way round, the re-
verse is believed.—Chicago Record.

Origin of Quarantiine.

In the fourteenth century one-fourth
of the population of Europe are com-
puted to bave died of the bubonic
plague, introduced from the east. The
first measures to check its spread were
adopted by the city of Venice, which
appointed in 1348 three gunardians of
the public health. In 1403 Venice es-
tablished a lazaret, or contagious dis-
ease hospital, on a small island adjoin-
ing the city.
