BURNING OF GEORGETOWN
AND FREDERICKTOWN.

A Rare Old War Record Found in the
War Department, Wash-
ington, D. C.

T

Saturday, May 6th, was the anniver-
sary of one of the most thrilling and in-
teresting events in the history of Kent
county.

Kent claims the distinction of being
the oldest organized government in the
State of Maryland. It is certainly the
most interesting of the tier of counties
forming the Eastern Shore of the State
lying east of the Chesapeake bay. She
was represented in the Legislative As-
sembly of Virginia by Captain Nicholas
Martin several years before the settle-
ment at St. Mary’s and before the grant
of Maryland by Charles I to Lord Balti-
more. In view of thede facts her an-
cient records have a peculiar - interest.
These early records, however, which
contain the only memorials of an inter-
esting past are now time-worn, moulder-
ing and fast falling to decay. In only a
few more years and they will have be-
come 1llegible and lost forever.

Two of the most interesting towns
within the ancient domain of Kent are
Georgetown, and Fredericktown, her
twin sister across the Sassafras river in
Cecil county, which was carved from
Kent in 1674. 'The villages are quaint in
appearance, and an atmosphere of
dreamy quiet hangs over the wooded
bluffs which surround them.

The mellow haze of Indian summer
gives perpetual beauty to the river,
and the lazy skiffs of fishermen creeping
among the decaying piers complete a
picture of unusual attractiveness and
even beauty. The present comfortable
homes of the towns, stand on the exact
spots occupied a century ago by more
pretentious residences. The casual visi-

lages had ever figured in the making of
American history.

In 1813 the streets of Georgetown and
Fredericktown resounded with the
tramp of British soldiery and received a
baptism of fire.

About a mile below, the old breast
works at Pearce’s Point show where the
citizen militia made a vigorous defense
to the British soldiers as they rowed up
the river, haying anchored their ships in
the Chesapeake off the mouth of the Sas-
safras. Of the growth and history of
the villages prior to the visitation of

that every building was burned save one
or two by the Briton is the only mention
which the historians have paused long
enough to write,

book entitled ‘ War,” published by the
government in 1814, is the only known
record. Possibly not a dozen personsin
Kent and Cecil counties have ever heard
of the facts which the old Washington
volume contains, _

The following is one of the depositions
copied from a number of others, and
gives the name of the owner and the
value of each piece of property de-
stroyed by the British soldiers. The fa-
miliar story of *‘ Beautiful Kitty Knight”
has become indissolubly connected with
the history of the section in which the
stirring events occurred, and in which
she stood distinctively a heroine and idol
of her people. The deposition is as fol-
lows :

“The deposition of Captain John
Allen, of Fredericktown, Cecil county,
Md., age about fifty-one years, being duly
sworn, deposeth and saith that on the
morning of the sixth of May last, when
the British forces landed on the beach of
Fredericktown and marched up the
streets, they fell in with this deponent at
his brother, James Allen’s house. The
troops were headed by the commanding
officer (Admiral Cockburn, as this
deponent was informed by one of the
men) and observed—‘who the damnation
are these that kept such a firing upon us,
are they regulars?” This deponent an-
swered, ‘no; they were mi'itia.” He thep
asked where they were gone? and was
told he did not know. He then asked
where are all of the men of thetown, and
was informed they were moved out; he
said that he had sent word c¢o the shore
that if he was not fired upon, he would
not destroy any property, and turned
around and observed to a black boy stand- |
ing by, you black son,etc., was one of the
persons I sent word by, which the boy
denied. He then ordered the men to go
on and burn and destroy, which they
executed with fidelity. This deponent

then begged the admiral to spare his

house (meaning the house of James
Allen) as his brother’s wife was confined
up stairs in a very delicate condition,
with an infant only two days old. He
then ordered her to be cleared out; Mrs.
McDonnah ran out clapping her hands
and begging for God’s sake to spare her
child, for if she was removed her life
would be lost. He then ordered them to
apare this house. He then marched off
after the men that had gone for some
little time, and shortly after returned on
horse-back. This deponent then requested
the Admiral to spare him one house that
heimight collect his family together in,
after it had pleased Providence to re-

then directed this deponent to get him
some fowls, who informed him he had
none; he damned him and asked him if
he could not get them and was told “no.”
Immediately afterwards a fire was made
in the store house and consumed. While
George and Fredericktown were in
flames, the AJmiral, in the presence of
this deponent, observed to his officers:

no reply was made, and he ordered all
hands on board the boats. That this
deponent saw the British two and a half
miles off, coming up, and saw no flag of
truce or anything like it. That this
deponent is of the opinivon the defense
made by Col. Veasey and the men under
his command was such as to entitle them
to much credit, and justified by every
circnmstance within his knowledge,
though himseif and brother are sufferers
to nearly one-half the property in Fred-
ericktown.” JOHN ALLEN.

The two red brick houses which es-
caped the torch in Georgetown, still
stand side by side near the public road,
and are two of the most substantial
homes in the little town,and are the only
historic landmarks left of the original
town.

In one of them lived a
young woman reputed not less for her
almost incomparable beauty than for her
matchless repartee, and an indifference
to fear amounting almest to audacity.

Tall and graceful, with hair dressed high
on her head in colonial style, she is
represented as queenly in appearance.
She attended one of the great State balls
in Philadelphia during a session of the
Continental Congress in that city and
danced with General Washington.

When the Kent county towns were
being fired, so the story goes, the Knight
home was fired also, when the dauntless

girl brushed the soldier aside, and scat- |

tering the fire brands put them out.
This she repeated several times, until the
young British officer in command of the
men, struck by heg daring and pluck,
said that so brave a bird was worthy of
its nest, and ordered that the house be
left. Another story hasit that the young
officer said that so brave and beautiful a
girl would be a fit bride for a British
officer and asked that if he spare the
home might he come back and claim her,
and was given an affirmative reply. Of
course, Kitty Knight with her vigorous
Americanism, had no idea of ever wed-
ding the red-coat Britisher, and she never
did.

Depressions supposed to mark the wine
cellars and foundations of the comfort-
able homes of the well-to-do citizens of
colonial days may still be seen dotting
the = hill-sides sloping down to the
Sassafras.

TTHE CARROLL ESTATE_
DOUGHOREGAN MANOR.

The Historic Home of Charles Lee
Carroll of Carrollton.

e

‘Maryland numbers among it histori-
cal places this home of the Carroll family.
Located in a fertile, salubrious portion
of our State, six miles distant from Elli-
cott City, in Howard county, every na-
tive of our good old *“ bay State ’ should
feel a pleasant pride in the beauty and
fine cultivation of this colonial estate,
still in possession of the lineal descend-
ants of the first colonist.

The present proprietor shows his
friends, with justifiable satisfaction, the
origival parchment grant, given tc his
worthy colonist ancestor, by Lord Balti-

' more, still bearing its large, round, State

seal, embellished with mystic symbols, in
bas relief.

These old deeds of parchment have,
somewhere on the margin, the autograph
of the ‘“ Keeper of the seal’; in this in-
stance, upon the Carroll grant, made in
1680, is the name of *‘Charles Darnall.”

The original tract of land was 10,000
acres in .extent, which was soon aué;-
mented by 5,000 additional, making the
whole several miles in extent.

The road from 'Ellicott City to the
Manor, gives one rather a pleasant sur-
prise, as the topography of the immediate
neighborhood about Ellicott City is so
broken with deep ravines and steep hills,
the visitor naturally expects to enzounter
a wilder country than is the case, in pro-
ceeding towards the Manor. There are
frequent hills on the road, and the sur-
rounding fields are beautifully undulat-
ing in every direction, but a good turn-
pike makes driving pleasant, and the
landscape delights the eye.

Arriving at the entrance to Dough-
oregan Manor, marked by a simple gen-
teel gate-way and the pretty grey stone
Porter’s Lodge, the well-kept road and
fine forest trees, at once remind one of an
English gentleman’s private park. In
our comparatively new country the
smooth, hard roads of the old world are
not so common as in our Mother Country
across the broad Atlantic; but when we
do see such, as are at Doughoregan
Manor, this fine condition at once reveals
the secret of constant care and labor.

All the long distance from the outer
gate to the mansion there is the same
beautiful order and pleasing landscape.

The house is a veritable ‘‘ Manor?”
with a frontage of several hundred feet,
the family chapel at one end and a rec-
reation building at the other, while
suites of pleasant rooms and passage
ways make a comtinuous link between
these two end buildings. Everything is
in good taste and harmonious; from the
front portico with its pillars and flat
roof with a low railing around it, one
looks upon a scene of smiling beauty in
every direction across the spacious lawn,
and far beyond. Some distance frcm
the mansion, peeping through a cluster
of trees, one can just see a group of
modest cottages where dwell the workers
upon the estate, cultivating the soil and
keeping every thing in nice order.

Inside this hospitable, Maryland
colonial home, the rooms are all furnished
comfortably and prettily in a style that
suits the house. The wall paper and
furniture correspond in color tints so
that one reom is called ‘ the red room,”

another * the blue room,” another * the
pink room ” and so on. The square hall

where one first enters, is like a room
with doors on every side leading to
suites of rooms, and to the front and
rear, making a pretty picture as the
vista opens to the gaze.

At this season yases of lovely flowers
are kept on numerous tables and in odd
corners, adding their fragrance to the
general beauty. There are handsome
family portraits of seven generations on
the walls of the drawing and dining
rooms, and here and there are valuable
pieces of antique furnitu&e, and on the
beautiful old sideboard heirlooms in rare
silver and cut-glass.

It is delightful to know that this love-
ly, colonial,Maryland home, still shelters
the direct descendants of the patriot
“Charles Carroll” who signed the
Declaration of Independence so boldly,
and so warmly sided with his fellow
countrymen, struggling = for  their
country’s freedom.

In the simple, but beautiful chapel,
every thing speaks of the loving care of
the family. The altar of pure white
Italian marble finely carved, and appro
priately draped with thin gold embroid-
ered muslin, is a model of neatness, with
its shining silyer candlesticks and usual
adornment of lace and flowers. Above
the altar is a fine large painting of the
Sviour healing the sick and the afflicted,
gurrounded by a multitude of the waiting
suppliants praying for relief. On one
of the side walls is another splendid
picture of ‘ The "Annunciation” with
groups of cherubs proclaiming to the
listening Virgin—(life size in the centre)
the glad tidings of the high honor
about to be conferred upon her. But
what makes the chief historical interest,
is the fact that in the vault under the
rear door, rest the mortal remains of the
revolutionary statesman and patriot,
“Charles Carroll of Carrollton.” Within
the church, between the chancel and the
door, is a handsome white marble me-
morial tablet to “the signer” as he is
designated in distinction from his prede-
cessors and numerous successors of the
same name. The design is simple but
appropriate. Upon a square surface, is

the name with dates of birth and death,
and additional carving surrounded by a
chiseled wreath of oak leavesand laurel.
Higher up, above a simple decoration, is
carved a half-opened scroll with a quill
pen across, representing the Declaration
of Independence, and the pen with
which he signed that famous writing,
while still higher, is a carved cross, the
symbol of his Christian faith. On both
sides of the central square, containing
the inscription, are long inverted
torches, which emblems of sorrow are
always carried at Roman Catholic fun-
erals, as was explained to me on account
of my Protestant ignorance.

I have thus described Doughoregan
Manor because it is such a fine old place,
in which every Marylander should feel
an interest and laudable pride as once
the home of ‘“ Charles Carroll.”

A DAY IN THE WOODS.

How to Prepare for a Pleasant Sum-
mer Quting

—

In preparing for a day in the woods it
1s necessary to make a very liberal al-
lowance, for the appetites of the adult
members of the family, as well as of the
children, seem to grow to a prodigious
size when far away from all places
where it 18 possible to renew supplies.
Therefore, see to it that there is a most
generous supply of good, wholesome
food. Ham, tongue and nut sandwiches
galore, crackers, hard-boiled eggs, plain
ake, such as cup, sponge and gingeT
cakes, and cookies. Veal loaf and jellied
chicken are admirable for picnic fare.
For the benefit of the young folks quiet-
ly slip into the baskets a pound or two
of cut sugar. This is wholesome, nour-
ishing and very inexpensive, and is
eagerly enjoyed by all.

The older members of the family will
be much gratified if an anexpected cup
of good, strong coffee is placed before
them at the noonday meal. For this
purpose take with you a coffee pot and a
liberal Eul}frly of finely-ground coffee,
and the children will gladly supply you
with sticks and stones with, which to
build a fire-place and fire.

You will find it very much les trouble
to pack all supplies in boxes which may
be left in the woods when empty than to
be troubled with the constant care of a
basket. Instead of taking heavy plates
and tumblers, purchase a supply of
wooden platters, such as are used in con-

cups, Instead of a table cleth take a
dosen or more sheets of white paper,
which may be left with the plates and
boxes when the day is done.

The juice of lemons put into a tightly
corked bottle will save carrying the lem-
ons with their additional weight, and so,
in many ways, a little forethought will
lessen your burden by many pounds.

It is well to save one’s self as much as
possible, for a day in the woods, withthe
necessary preparations,is apt to tire one,
especially the mother, upon whom falls
the greater part of the labor of prepara-
tion and care.

The story is filled with
lights and shadows, with the tragic and
grotesque. While the woman knits,
while the heads fall, Jerry Cruncher
gnaws his rusty nails and his poor wife
“flops’” against his business, and prim
Miss Pross, who in the desperation and
terror of love held Mme. Defarge in her
arms and who in the flash and crash
found that her burden was dead, is drawn
by the hand of a master. And what
shall I say of Sydney Carton? Of his
last walk ? - Of his last ride, holding the
poor girl by the hand? Is there a more
wonderful character in all the realm of
fiction? Sydney Carton, the perfect
lover, going to his death for the love of
one who loves another. To me the
three greatest novels are ‘ The Tale of
Two Cities,” by lrsickens; * Les Miser-
ables,” by Hugo, and ‘Ariadne,” by Ouida.
