WILLIAM AHERN ASSAULTED.

Brother of John P. Ahern Murderously
Attacked by Negroes.

-

William Aliern, operator at the Ginns’
Block, two miles south of Townsend
station on the Delaware railroad, was
murderously assaulted Monday morning
between 2 and 3 o’clock by two colored
men., He was rendered unconscious, and
$25, his watch and his coat were stolen.
Before losing consciousness he set the sig-
nals 8o as to stop all approaching trains,
so as to guard against collisions. The
injured man is a brother of Mr. John P.
Ahern, one of the most prominent busi-
ness men of Millington.

The injuries to Mr. Ahern consist of a
cut on each side of his head and a badly
bruised jaw. The weapon with which
the assault was committed was a piece of
stone which was afterward found in the
office, covered with blood and hair.

The first known of the affair was when
an extra southbound freight train leav-
ing Wilmington at 2 o’clock Monday
morning, in charge of Conductor James
M. Driscoll and Engineer Jamison, ar-
rived at the block and found the signals
set against the train. The engineer blew
for thé switch several times, and fearing
that the operator had fallen asleep left
the engine and hastened to the station,
where he was horrified to find the ope-

rator lying on the floor in a pool of

blood, with the blood oozing from sev-
eral cuts on his head and face. He called
to the crew and some of the men re-
sponded, while others went to theswitch
and unlocked it until the train- was safe
on the siding. Then all did what they
could to bring the man to consciousness.

When Ahern revived he telegraphed
the news to Middletown and said that the
perpetrators of the crime were colored
men. The alarm was soon sounded and
at Townsend it was learned thattwo col-
ored men had left the track and taken to
the road leading toward Summit Bridge.

A farmer named James Downs, who
had been to Middletown with milk, and
there learned of the affair, was plowing
in his field and seeing two coiored men
¢o by, unbitched his horse and gave
chase, firing at the men. One of the
men fell and claimed that he had been
shot., Then he closed up on both and
took the suspects to Middletown.

The men refused to talk after their
arrest but finally said that their names
were William Austin and Samuel Car-
penter. On their persons were found
about $26, which is but a dollar more
than the amount taken from the opera-
tor. The men were placed in the lock-
up and afterwards given a preliminary
hearing, at which they stated that their
names were James Young and Chester
Rasin, and their homes at Uniontown,
Md. They were held without bail to
answer the charge of attempted murder,
until Mr. Ahern may be able to appear
against them.

The operator was taken to Middle-
town, where he was attended by Dr. R.
B. McKee, wh@stated that the wounds
were of a serious nature. Mrs. Abern
was nearly prostrated when her husband
was brought home. |

The negroes are the same who Mon-
day went to the store of William Car-
nagy, at Kirkwood, and demanded that
they be supplied with something to eat.
When remonstrated with they threat-
ened to “ cut the heart out” of the clerk
at the store if he would come outside.
He then produced a gun and the men
ran,

The men are thought to have been the
same who attempted to enter the station

at Middletown late Sunday night, but |

who were frightened off.

While the men were at the station at
Middletown, awaiting transportation to
New Castle jail, they sang songs and
otherwise entertained the curious crowd
that collected to get a view of them.
