Samuel Turbutt’'s Will.—In its an-
swer filed Saturday in the circuit court,
the Baltimore Humane Impartial Society
and Aged Women's and Aged Men’s
Home, resists the attack made upon the
will of the late Samuel Turbitt by his
cousins. The will left to the society the
residue of Mr. Turbitt’s estate. Mr.Tur-
bitt, who was a4 widower, without chil-
dren, died September 21, 1898. The an-
swer asserts that the will is valid. It be-
queaths, the answer states, Mr. Turbitt’s
property to the society upon the condi-
tion that one aged man or one aged wo-
m=0 should be admitted to the home
every year for every $400 income re-
ceived. This is declared to be a most ex-
cellent provision and in nowise contrary
to the law prohibiting the creation of
estates in perpetuity. The answer also
states that Mr. Turbutt made his will
after carefully inquiring into the meth-
ods of the society. In 1879 he said his
estate was value at about $50.000.

Basket Makers on Strike.—The brace
basket makers at the large basket and ber-
ry cup plant of Crane & Trenchard Bros,
went out on a strike on Thursday. The
boys demanded $1.25 per handred, clam-
ing that they cauld not make wages at
$1.00, the price paid. Messrs. Crane &
Trenchard met the demand to the extent
of $1.20, but the strikers were obstinate,
and are still not at work. Mr. Crane
stated yesterday that they were paying
much better wages than other makers of
brace baskets in this territory, and ex-
hibited a number of queries of men anx-
come down from different sec-
tions of Delaware and other places and
go to work at once. He said that while
the baskets were heavier and have two
more staves, the boys can make good
money at the offer made them. “Really,

He was struck by one of the wheels and
from his back to the extremity of his
toes of one foot he was painfully
bruised and blackened. The clothing
was torn from one leg and the foot bad-
ly mashed.

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DEATH BY LIGHTNING.

Earle D. Simpers Killed by a Fatal
Bolt—Other Work of the
Deadly Current.

e

A shadow of gloom was spread over
the entire community on Saturday after-
noon, by the sad and untimely death of
Earle D. Simpers. The character of the
young man and the circumstances sur-
rounding his death give to the occur-
rence a peculiar impressiveness. Dark
clouds had hung to the west and north-
west for more than an hour, but the
thunder gave evidence that not even a
rain shower was threateningly near. At
Chestertown the sun shone out clear and
unobstructed.

Earle D. Simpers, Edward W. Jones
and several companions were bathing in
Chester river. Their boat was tied to a
stake on the Queen Anne shore, but as
soon as the distant thunder was heard
the young men came over to the wharf
of the Chester River Company to avoid
unnecessary danger. Mr. Jones was in
the water about fifty feet from the pile
to the top of which Mr. S8impers had
climbed preparatory to a dive. The top
of the pile was fully twelve feet above
the surface of the water, and as the tide
was low Mr. Jones suggested to Mr. Sim-
pers that he had better not dive. Simon
Westcott, who was standing near the
pile on which the unfortunate bather
stood, states that he had started to get
down from the pile to the wharf, but his
bathing suit caught, and he was unfas-
tening it when the fatal bolt came. Mr.
Jones was in the water and did not see
his companion stricken.

Mr. George Dillhofer,who was hauling
grain to the Chester river granary, was
standing holding his four horses with-
in twenty feet of the pile on which tlfe
young man stood and saw him fall dead
to the wharf. Though so near, Mr. Dill-
hofer, while of course greatly shocked
by the occurrence, was in no way affect-
ed by the deadly bolt. Mr.Jones was
the first to reach the dead boy,and states
that the only evidences of life wasa gasp
and quiver of the lips. Mr. James Dun-
bracco, who was there within a few min-
utes after the bolt struck, says that sev-
eral movements of the lips were the only
signs of life when he reached the body.

The body fell on the wharf with the
feet hanging oyer the water. A number
of workmen on the Numsen cannery saw
the accident' and hastened to the spot
and were .assisting Mr. Dunbracco .in
lifting the body, when a second terrific
bolt came, which slightly affected each
and every one of them. Drs. Joseph A.
Catlin and C. W. Whaland soon reachecd
the scene and declared that death had
been instantaneous. The movement of
the lips and eyes, they say, was only
muscular,

The face of the unfortunate boy was
discolored, and the fatal current left a
blackened path as it passed diagonally
across the body and down one leg. The
upper portion of the new bathing suit
was torn from the shoulder to below the
waist, and was burned by the intense
heat. Edward Jones hurried up and
broke the sad news to the stricken father
and brothers. Upon Col. Wm. J. Van-
nort fell the sad duty of telling the soon-
to-be-grief-stricken mother of her irre-
parable loss.

The bolt evidently struck the unfortu-
nate boy, then passed down, splintering
the pile on which be stood, then jumped
to another pile about six inches distant
from the first, and after splintering a
piece from the heavy girder of the wharf
expended its force in the water.

Funeral services were held at three
o’clock on Monday, at the home of his
parents, on Queen street, Rev. J. M.
Gill, assisted by Dr. 8. C. Roberts and
Revs. Makoskey and Sunfield, A great
many persons attended.. The white
casket was literally covered with beauti-
ful flowers. A broken column of white
carnations was sent by the Methodist
Protestant Sunday School ; Mrs. Bowers
and Mrs. Twilley, wreaths and a cross;
Mr. Avis Vannort and Miss Clare Van-
nort and many others sent beautiful
flowers and floral emblems.

Miss Clara Usilton, Mrs. Mamie Dodd,
Miss Marion Lusby and Messrs. Thomas
D. Bowers and James Shuster sang the
following beautiful selections during the
services: ‘‘Some Time We'll Under-
stand,” ** Safe in the Arms of Jesus,”
and ** Thy Will, Not Mine, Be Doune.”

The bearers were: Morris Hoffman,
W. B. Usilton, Jr., George Perkins, Ru-
dolf Stam, George Vickers and Edward
W. Jones.

The unfortunate youth was the young-
est of the four sons of Mr.and Mrs. John
H. Simpers, and was one of the most pop-
ular young men in Chestertown. He
was seventeen years and eight months
old on Monday, the day on which he was
laid to rest in Chester cemetery,

Always courteous and bright, no boy
in Chestertown was more highly
esteemed. Generous and considerate, he
was a conspicuous example for his asso-
ciates to follow. His natural tasies were
refined and gentlemanly. In the work
of the Christ Methodist Protestant
Church and the Sunday school, he was
earnest and ever faithful.

Among his classmates at Washington
College he was popular to an unusual de-
gree. An accomplished musician, the
Jagt act in the home which he loved so
well was to play that beautiful piece,
“ Hands Across the Sea.” He was at the
piano playing the piece only recently
brought him by his mother, when his as-
sociate called for him to go on the fatal
excursion. Joyous and bright, he left
the home to be brought back a corpse.

It would be difficult to say too much of
the many good qualities of the unfortu-
nate boy whose promise of an honorable
and bright manhood was so suddenly
blighted.

He was to have visited his school
friend, Mr. Tull, on yesterday morning.

FREAKS OF THE LIGHTNING.
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Mr. Clendaniel’s House Struck—

Shocks in Chestertown.

The two terrific bolts of lightning at
3 o'clock on Saturday afternoon, fell
literally from a clear sky. The sun was
shining brightly at the time and no ap-
prehensions of danger were felt. The
bolt which fell with such fatal effects at
the Chester river wharf, was also felt by
Mrs. W. Frank Hines, Miss Cora Emory
and Mr. Harrison Vickers.

The ladies were sitting on the back
porch' of the residence of Dr. W. Frank
Hines when the bolt struck, and Mrs.
Hines was so much affected as to beren-
dered speechless for several minutes.

. Tn about a minute and a half a second
bolt came which took possession of the
lower section of town, and cut mad
capers. Taking possession of the elec-
tric light wires at or near the corner of
High and Queen streets, its circuit was
extended and startling. The current fol-
lowed the wire to the store of Mr. D.
Arthur Bacchus, where the porcelaine
protectors were shattered and scattered
over the pavement. The porcelaine pro-
tectors in the Chester River Company'’s
office at the wharf were shattered, and
the carbon in one of the bulbs broken.
In the office of Mr. James G. Beck the
electric light bulbs were a mass of fire. |
Mr. Beck, who had just mov@d to anoth-
er part of the office, felt the shock in
both arms, and for several hours his arms
felt as though pricked by pins. The con-
verter on the corner of High and Cross
streets was burned out. Mr. Harry Rick-
ey, a law student in the office of Wm. M.
Slay, Esq., was at his desk at thetime
and felt the shock in both arms. A flash
passed in the front door of the office of
Hope H. Barroll, Esq., passed directly
between Mr. Barroll and Charles E. Per-
kins, Esq., then with a zizzag movement
shot out the back door. A flash passed
entirely through the store of Mr. R.Ber-
ger, escaping by the back door. The
wires at the Brick House Club were also
rendered useless by the current.

AT MR. CLENDANIEL’S.

The experience at the home of Mr.
John H. Clendaniel, near Kennedyville,
is reported as having been most thrilling.
The residence, it is claimed, was struck
three different and distinct times. One
bolt passed down through a closet or
pantry in which were a number of glass
jars, and a can of about four pounds of
smokeless powder presented to Mr,
Clendaniel by his friend, Mr J. Leeds
Barroll. The bolt shattered the jars and
passed down beside the can of powder,
leaving it intact. Smokeless powder is
of greater strength than the ordinary
black powder, and had the can been ex-
ploded, Mr. Clendaniel’s home must of
necessity have been wrecked, and possi-
bly fatal results to some members of the
family followed. As it was, the current
expended itself with comparatively trif-
ling damage.

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THE UPPER CHESAPE AKE.

So soon as Psesutia Island looms
up smokily in the distance, the loyer of
sport with the hook and line commences
to recognize the buoys and objects on
shore by means of which are marked the
greatest perch fishing grounds of the
Chesapeake bay. The .swirling edldies
off Howell’'s Point, the sunken wrecks
toward the upper bay, and twenty other
places where the finest perch which ever
tightened a line are caught by the hun-
dreds each season, at once come in sight.
Here is truly the fisherman’s paradise.
Overlooking these thousands of acres of
ideal fishing grounds, sits picturesque,
beautiful Betterton. Her spacious hotels
open their doors upon the sandy beach,
while stretching away for many miles
inland is a country as fair and fertile as
the sun ever shone upon.

It would be difficult to find a more
charming spot for the restful passing of
the summer months. From the great
bluffs at the foot of which nestles this
pretty village, may be seen the Sassafras,
Klk, Bush and Susquehanna rivers empty-
ing their tribute of waters into the bay.
No more fascinating water scene can be
imagined than that which spreads out in
misty beauty from this point. Passing
the great fish sheds of Psesutia Island
the next object of interest is the Govern-
ment’s fish hatching station at the mouth
of the Susquebanna river. Here millions
of fish *“fry’ are hatched each sea-
son, the eggs being collected on the
spawning grounds of the bay and Sus-
quehannariver. Atthis point commences
the yast acres of wild celery beds on the
“Susquehanna flats” which give to the
Chesapeake bay canvass-backs, red-heads
and other .ducks, their incomparable
delicacy and richness of flavor. These
flats are literally covered with ducks
during the fall and winter months, and
thousands are killed each season. The
wild celery grows in the greatest profu-
sion and is already beginning to carpet
the shallow waters of the flats with a
soft, rich green.

It is between Havre de Grace and Port
Deposit that the greatest beauty of
scenery is found. On the Cecil county
shore rugged rocks rise sheer from the
water's edge and tower like crumbling
castles or grim fortifications as the
steamer passes. At thier base runs a rail-
road track giving a picturesque setting
to the picture. On the Harford county
side great rounded, wood-covered hills
roll away in the distance, while the upper
Susquebanna frets and dashes over rocks
and quaint little islands, making its way
to the bay and thence to the sea. It is
here that the sick and city-wearied may
get near to nature’s heart; and little
wonder that their enthusiasm over its
charms should over-cap the towering,
rock-ribbed hills which add so much to
the charms of this ideal trip.
