FRESH GOLD CROPS.

Localities Where the Precious Metal
Deéposits Ithelf Annually.

There are several localities where
gold may be said to grow every year
or, in other words, Where fresh depos-
its of the precious metal are to be
found annuilly.

One such district is in the Edmonton
country, in the Canadian northwest,
wheré, after the spring floods, from the
samé banks and “benches” of the Sas-

{ katchewan river there are taken every

year considerable quantities of gold by
a few diggers, who make their living
out of the business.

But the most conspicuous and inter-
esting case of this sort is to be seen
near Ichang, in the province of Hupeh,
in China. For many centuries past
éach year gold has been washed from
the banks of coarse gravel on both
sides of the river Han, and in the
midst of the auriferous district there
is an ancient town called Li-kiu-tien,
which means ‘“gold diggers’ inn.” Its
inhabitants subdivide the gold bearing
ground among themselves annually,
staking out their claims with parti-
tions. They pay no royalty and ap-
pear to earn no more than a bare sub-
sistence. But this may be doubted, as
John Chinaman is an adept at “layin
low and sayin nuffin.”

The annual river floods bring down
millions of tons of mud and sand from
the mountains, and this mud and sand,
whiech is charged with gold, both “fine”
and in flakes, is deposited to a depth
of six inches or more on the banks of
gravel. It is in the winter that the
zold is washed, and it is said that sev-
en men work about 20 tons of “pay
dirt” in a day.—Cincinnati Enquirer.

When to Stop Eggs and Millk.

“People over 50 would do well to
give up milk and eggs as a diet,” said
Dr. Henry M. Dearborne. “These are
the structure forming foods of animals
which mature in a short time, and
when taken in quantities by human
beings whose structures have already
formed they tend only to the harden-
ing and aging of the tissues.”

Dr. Dearborne said that he had seen
people who "were beginning to find
stair ¢limbing difficult and who were
losing their elasticity much benefited
by eliminating these articles from their
diet. “There has been a great increase
in the duration of life below the age of
50, statisties prove,” he said, “but be-
yond that period there has been no
improvement.” In his opinion, the per-
son over 50 should have as good a
chance to preserve life as the young
child just beginning its struggle with
existence.—~New York Timeg

Lifting a Hayrack Off and On,

A correspondent sends the lowa
Homestead a device for unloading and
putting on a hayrack, which has been
of great help to him: To make this
take two 2 by 6, 18 or 20 feet long.
Spike each to posts, as in the cut. The

shortest post or the top of 2 by 6 must |

be 8 feet 8 inches high or just high

enough to catch under the crosspieces
of the rack. The highest end must be
much higher. The post must be 5 or 6
feet high, owing to the height of stand-
ards on wagon or the height the rack
must be raised to clear standards. Spike
on some braces.

Set the posts so the team and wagon
can pass between, which will be 6 or
615 feet. Take a chain or piece of wire
and chain from end of tongue to front
crosspiece of rack This is to pull the
rack on the inclined 2 by 6. Take the
team by the bits and lead them throngh
until the incline has raised rack high
enough, unhook the chain and drive off.
To put rack on, back under and chain
hind axle to the rack. Be sure to chain
wagon directly nnder rack. Back team
and the rack will settle to its place on
wagon without any lifting. I bave used
this for some time, and it is all right.

Sow Plenty of Clover Seed.

The farmer who would keep up and
ever be increasing the fertility of his
land cannot well sow too much clover
geed. Imn general, early sowing ig best,
especially if the ground is heaved or
honeycombed with frost, as the seed
will be well covered and thus protected
from the late spring frosts. If sown
late, the ground should be bharrowed,
even if it iz in wheat, with a light slgpe
toothed or common spike toothed har-
row. as both the wheat and the clover
seed will be greatly benefited by the
operation. Sow plenty of seed — ten
pounds to the acre is not too much, and
if yon do not harrow it will pay to sow
at different times, some early and some
later, cross sowing it. This is the ad-
vice of an Orange Judd correspondent,
who adds: Where clover sown last
spring is much lifted or ‘‘spewed,’” as a
great deal of it is this spring, the best
treatment is to reseed the grouund heav-
ily with a mixture of red clover and
crimson clover seed, and sow upon if
some good brand of commercial ferti-
lizer at the rate of 200 pounds to the
acre.

Spiders That Hurt Fish.
