THE bpDEMOCRATIC VOTERs of Kent
county are requested to meet at their re-
spective polling places on Saturday,
July twenty-second, at two o’clock P.M.,
for the purpose of selecting six delegates
to a county convention to meet in Ches-
tertown on Tuesday next. The duty of
Tuesday’s convention will be to select
delegates to a State convention which
will meet in Baltimore on Wednesday,
August second, for the purpose of nomi-
nating a democratic candidate for gover-
nor, a candidate for comptroller and a
candidate for attorney-general. This is
a matter of great importance to every
democrat. It is useless for either the
leaders or the rank and file of the party
to deceive themselves into thinking that
the republicans either in Kent or through-
out the State will put up a tame or list-
less fight. They are preparing for a su-
preme effort to control the ground al-
ready gained and to make inroads upon
new territory. Then, let the democracy
of Kent give every possible encourage-
ment, not alone to the strong ticket al-
ready nominated, but to the masses of
voters upon whom will rest the work of
electing them. It is of vital importance
that the very best men in the party be
sent to the Baltimore convention to vote
for a man, whoever that man may be,
who can lead the democratic party to
success in November. While Congress-
man-elect John Walter Smith has a vast
number of friends on the Eastern Shore,
if it should be found after a thorough
canvass of the situation that there is
another equally qualified for the place,
who will bring greater strengtih to the
polls, let that other be selected as the
standard bearer to head the State ticket.
The responsibilities resting upon the del-
ecates to be selected by Tuesday’s con-
vention are great ; the duties devolving
upon the gentlemen who will represent
their party will be of a most delicate na-
ture. Personal preferences and faction-
al affiliations must be laid aside, and the
best interests of the democratic party be
allowed to claim the unqualified alle-
cgiance of a harmonious convention.
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AGAINST LOWNDES.

The colored voters of Maryland are not
a unit in their endorsement of Governor
Lowndes as his own successor. HKditor
Sharps, editor of the Afro-American
Speaker, has this to say in a leading
editorial :

‘“Now the day of reckoning has come.
The negro can easily recall how the good,
conservative Governor forgot to consider
him a factor in the body politic. The
time is fast ripening when the negro
voters can say to him in ways far more
effective than words, that we have not
forgotten you, nor have we lost all of
our manhood. Since you have been 80
negligent in the past we are afraid to
trust you in the future. We have
thought of you often, and you shall be
made to feel the result of our meditation.
Time and again have the negro voteis
appealed to the Governor for recogni-
tion ; but to these appeals he has been as
silent as a clam and as mute as a tomb-
stone. The negro voters have already
served notice upon the party leaders
that they cannot win with Governor
Lowndes as the candidate. - The negroes
of the State have it in their power to
either defeat or elect Goyernor Lowndes
to the second term. They prefer the
latter of the two evils, consequently
they're going to lay him on the shelf.”

Quite a number of residences in town
are being repainted and otherwise beau-
tified.

It has been suggested that a half dozen
street lamps placed in different sections
of Betterton would brighten up the place
on dark nights very materially.

There has been no dearth of news for
the past few days in this town of (as a
cuest of one of the hotels so aptly ex-
pressed it a few days ago) Betterton-on-
the-Bay.

Each of the three hotels is crowded,
and still the arrivals increase daily, thus
attesting the popularity of this pretty
bayside resort and its healthful location.
" A number of yachts, and pleasure par-
ties on even larger eraft have come and
gone during the week, oneof the recent
departnres being the government
boat *“ Endeavor.”

The campers in the groves along the
shore add very materially to the size of
the population, and seem to enjoy their
tenting experience under white canopies.

Comment is heard from nearly every
visitor on the excellence and purity of
the water from the numercus springs
along the shore, and decidedly one of
the best is at the foot of the high bluff in
the rear of Turner’s warehouse. It is
exceedingly cold, being about 38°, and
hasa sparkle equaling the bead on the
famous Bedford Springs water. A pe-
culiarity about this water is that it seems
to the eye to be a solid opaque bit of
crystal glass.

Fish are commencing to bite quite free-
ly, some of the catches being large. The
best bait for rock is the blood worm,
while the soft crab and peeler is being
