Also to select three delegates and three
alternates to represent Kent county in
the State Convention to be held in Balti-
more city at a date to be hereafter named
by the Executive Committee of the State
Central Committee.

The County Convention will also select
three members of the State Central Com-
mittee for Kent county.

In any district where more than one
set of delegates are to be voted for, the
State Central Committee will appoint

THE DAILY PREsS comes freighted in
each issue with tales of the most revolting
outrages by colored brutes upon defense-
less girls and women.

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SOME PEACH SUGGESTIONS.

Conditions to be Observed by Fruit
Growers to Make Peach Culture
More Successful.

Mr. H. P. Gould, the “bug man” of
the scientific party engaged in investi-
gating soil and other conditions in the
Kent county peach belt, has given the
TranscrirtT the following short sum-
mary relative to peach culture, and some
of the conditions imposed upon the
farmer to secure successful fruit crop-
ping. Mr. Gould said:

“This is decidedly an ‘off year’ with
peaches for the most of the Maryland
growers, as well as forthe growers of oth-
er sectiong, yet a few favorably situated
orchards are producing a partial erop,
and if carefully marketed, the fruit will
doubtless bring good prices. Already
some of the earlier sorts have been
shipped.

““ When peaches are no more plentiful
than they are this season, the tendency
is to send to market everything that
comes from the tree which can be called
a peach regardless of its condition, and
this tendency is not entirely confined to
years of scarcity. The shipper should
keep in mind the fact that it is the poor-
est fruit in the basket which establishes
the grade and sets the price. No grower
should expect a high price for his pro-
duct, whether it be peaches or some
other kind of fruit, unless it is carefully
graded and sorted. A decayed peach on
the top of a basket casts a reproach on
the entire contents.

“The number of orchards which have
teen taken up during the past few years
on account of their being unprofitable, is
surprisingly large. The unprofitableness
is due to a variety of causes. Perhaps
late spring frosts—-frosts which come
while the trees are in bloom, render a
crop more uncertain thfan any other one
cause. And in years past, when peach-
planting became almost a fad, thousands
of trees were set in locations which were
subject to these late frosts. Orchards in
close proximity to large bodies of water
or on high elevations are less liable to
suffer injury from this cause than if
otherwise located.

“A second cause of failure, hardly less
potent than the first, is neglect of or-
chards. Many orchards are allowed to
erow up almost wild; are uncultivated,
unfertilized and unpruned; and even
then the grower often complains because
peach-growing ‘has had it’s day.” In
other words, the unadaptability of the
man himself, asserts itself, and a worti-
less orchard is the result.

“The bugs and fungi are also potent
factors in reducing the profits. The
borers reiga supreme in many orchards
and tree after tree turns yellow and
finally dies because the owner neglected
to spend a little time each season in re-

quently the promotion of the colored.

so easily controlled as the borer, but
doubtless this pest can be subdued in a

manner similar to that resorted to by the
plum-growers, namely, jarring the trec

‘in the early part of the day.

“The fruit-rot is often very serious and,
unlike most of the plant and fruit dis-
eases, it does not yield satisfactorily to
Bordeaux mixture. The decayed fruit
is covered with the spores, which pro-
pagate the disease, so if the decaying
fruit is collected and burned the trouble
will doubtless he lessened enough to pay
for the extra care taken. And since this
disease develops most rapidly in moisture
and during damp, humid weather, the
tops of thetrees should be kept sufficient-

1y open by pruning out the limbs to .al-

low the moisture on leaves and fruit to
dry out quickly. Inthis way the danger
may be still further reduced.

‘“ Probably more trees have been killed
by “yellows’” than by any other one
cause. But as it is positively known
that a tree so affected is deomed, there
should be no delay in taking heroic
measures as soon as the first signs are
discovered. If a‘“yellows tree’’ is
rooted up and burned as soon as the
trouble is detected, the spread of the
disease can be very largely controlled,
but to neglect such trees is simply to in-
vite destruction to the orchard.

“To a large degree, a profitable crop
of peaches represents an accumulation
of detail on the part of the grower, but
if an orchard is favorably located with
reference to the frosts and severe freezes,
and the owner is willing to sufficiently
regard these matters of careful detail,
annual crops of peaches are not so un-
certain as many are inclined to believe
them to be.
