So
far their names have not appeared on
the lists of the fever patients, and since
reports from the home showan improved
condition of affairs, it is hoped that the
Kent countians may escape.

Leg Broken.--Mr. Robert Smith, liv-
ing on the Quaker Neck Farm of Mr.
James H. Baker, suffered the fracture of
the small bones of his leg on Tuesday.
Mr. Smith was in a two-horse wagon
carrying a cow when some children ran
out and frightened the cow ; she made a
lunge forward, and he was thrown to the
ground and sustained the injuries which,
though not serious, were painful.

Some Fine Sport.—Reports of fine
gport come from Kent Island- Narrows.
On Monday of last week seventeen large
rock fish were landed, and Tuesday was
equally as satisfactory from a fisherman’s
standpoint. The Queenstown News says
that Dr. Andrew Bryan, of Kansas, a
first cousin of Hon. W. Jennings Bryan,
has been at the Rock Fish hotel this
week trying his luck fishing at the Nar-
rows. He is a very pleasant gentleman
and in speaking of his experience in
fishing at the Narrows said it reminded
him of Jennings, he had the bait but the
other fellows got the prize.

Gored by a Cow.—Mr. Larry Reese,
living on the Thomas J. F. Smith farm,
about two miles from Millington, was
painfully gored by a cow on Tuesday.
Mr. Reese went into the field to drive a
cow and her yeung calf to the house and
was followed by his dog. The cow attack-
ed the dog and Mr. Reese made an ef-
fort to drive her off when she set upon
him.

Corpse of a Man Found Near Har-

ris’ Wharf on Saturday.

A colored fisherman from Harford
county went ashore near Harris’ wharf
on Saturday and made a gruesome find.
His attention was attracted by unpleas-
ant odors which he traced to a small
cluster of willow limbs just beyond the
highwater mark on the shore. The man
at once notified the Severson boys and a
fuller investigation was made. The
body was badly decomposed but could
be identified as that of a well-dressed
white man. A package of cigarette
papers were found in the pocket, but no
letter, name or anything calculated to
give a clue as to his identity. A pearl
handle pocket knife, eighty cents in sil-
ver and a lead pencil were found on the
body. On a ten cent piece was neatly
engraved the words, “Beware of wine,
women and cigarettes.”

Coroner George W. Owen summoned
a jury and held an inquest. The body
was found to be so badly decomposed
that only by the hair could it be decided
whelbher the man was white or black.
He lay covered by carefully placed
bushes with his hand under his head. A
suit of white and black plaid was worn.
Iun the shirt bosom where white buttens
and in the cuffs, which were attached to
the shirt sleeves,were gold link buttons.

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THE KITTY KNIGHT.

The Name Suggested for the Old
Steamer Van Corlear the
Trumpeter,

A ———

A number of parties in Kent have
written to President W. C. Eliason, of
the Tolchester Company, suggesting the
name Kitty Knight for the steamer Van
Corlear the Trumpeter, now being re-
built for the Tolchester company. As
stated in a recent issue of the TRAN-
sSCRTPT, the name o~ *“ Worton” had
been decided upon for the steamer, but
since the suggestion of the very appro-
priate name of Kitty Knight, Mr. Eliason
has shown a decided inclination to give
the matter serious consideration.

Kitty Knight was one of the most
beautiful and accomplished women Kent
county has ever known.

At the burning of Georgetown in 1813
the home of pretty Kitty Knight was
one of the only two homesspared by the
British under Admiral Cockburn. The
story, though recently printed in the
TraxscriPT, Will bear repetition in con-
nection with the timely suggestion to
name the new steamer of the Tolchester
Company after the beautiful and pa-
triotic woman. The story goes that :

“A pretty romance has been handed
down relative to the reasons which led
to the failure of the soldies to burn
these houses. In one of them lived a
young woman reputed not less for her
almost incomparable beauty than for her
matchless repartee, and an indifference
to fear amounting to almost audacity.
This girl was Kitty Knight, a great-aunt
to Mr. William Knight, of Baltimore.
Tall and graceful, with hair dressed high
on her head in colonial style, she is
represented as queenly in appearance.
She attended one of the great State balls
in Philadelplia during a session of the
Continental Congress in that city and
danced with General Washington.

“When the Kent county towns avere
being fired,so the story goes, the Knight
home was fired also when the dauntless
girl brushed the soldiers aside, and scat-
tering the fire brands put them out.
This she repeated several times, until
the British officer in command of the
men, struck by her daring and pluck,
said that so brave a bird was worthy of
its nest, and ordered that the house be
left. Another story has it that the young
oflicer said that so brave and beautiful a
girl would be a fit bride for a British
officer and asked that if he spare the
home might he come back and claim her,
and was given an affirmative reply. Of
course, Kitty Knight with her vigorous
Americanism, had no idea of ever wed-
ding the red-coat Britisher,and she never
did.”
