Seated in an Automobile Pretty Little Miss Ida Orem Smith Pulled the
Cord and the Curtain Dropped from the Beautiful Fountain.

Eloquent Addresses by Gen’l Latrobe, Harrison W. Vickers,
Esq., and Col. William J. Vannort.

A Great Day in Spite of the Storm.

Tuesday was ‘ Fountain Day,” and in
spite of lowering clouds followed by a
downpour of rain, the occasion was a
memorable one in Chestertown. KEarly
in the day flags wererun up on the prom-
inent buildings, while a flutter of ban-
ners and patriotic bunting shone in dec-
orations from one end of the town to the
other. A ripple of anxious excitement
manifested itself on the faces of the la-
dies who had labored so earnestly and
so well that the occasion might be
crowned by success.

The long-expected day had arrived—
the day upon which the bright dreams of
many months were to be realized, and
Chestertown was to witness a ceremony
such as no other Eastern Shore town had
ever known. The long days of labor and
sacrifice were to bear results and were to
burst into full blossom under the magic
hand of patient woman.

Great leaden clouds overspread the sky
and rain fell, yet this did not prevent
many persons coming to the unveiling,
and by eight o’clock arriyals from differ-
ent sections began.

At nine o’clock a graceful veil of red,
white and blue was placed over the foun-
tain and the unsightly boards were torn
away and preparations for the day’s cer-
emony began. Mrs. Hope H. Barroll,
Mrs. W. J. Vannort, Mrs. M. A. Toulson,
Mrs. H. L. Boyd, Mrs. W. W. Hubbard,

Mrs. James T, Dixon, Mrs. Jervis Spen-
cer, Mrs. M. C. Ringgold, Mrs. B. F.
Fleming, Mrs. Allen Harris ; Misses Jen-
nie Vickers, Emma Beck, Mary Beck and
others, were soon busy placing bunting,
flags and flowers where they would be
most effective in adding to the attrac-
tiveness of the intevior and exterior of
the old engine house. The heavy rain
had made the square so wet as to
render it inadvisable to serve supper and
refreshments on the green as at first ex-
pected, and the engine house was used as
a supper room.

The boards, which for weeks had con-
cealed the fountain, were soon converted
into a grandstand, and in turn became
picturesque and gay in national banners,
bunting and Japanese lanterns. The
work of building the grandstand was in
charge of Mr. Wm. R. Pippin.

The Automobile Came In.
At 11.15 o’clock P. M. word was re-

ceived from Tolchester that Mr. W. Lee
Crouch, Mr. Clark and Mr, John S. Van-
degrift had left Tolcbester for Chester-
town in an automobile. This announce-
ment started a mild sensation, and all
was expectancy until 12.30, when the
first horseless carriage ever seen on the
Eastern Shore of Maryland, dashed into
town bringing Mr. John 8. Vandegrift,
Mr. W. Lee Crouch and Mr. Clark. The
actual running time from Tolchester to
Chestertown, a distance of eleven and
eight-twelfth miles, was just fifty min-
utes. This does not include the time
consumed in cleaning the machine near
the depot at Chestertown. Shortly after
arriving, Mr. Clark took Mrs. Vandegrift
for a short spin in the country and
around town,

Gen’l Latrobe Receives.
At 1.80 o’clock the Corsica arrived on

Latrobe, the orator of the occasion, and
President George Warfield, of the Ches-
ter River Steamboat Company. Both
gentlemen were guests of Hope H. Bar-
roll, Esq., and from three to five o’clock
an informal reception was held at Mr.
Barroll’s beautiful home on the Chester.

The Fountain Unveiled.

Long before five o’clock, the hour ap-
pointed for the unyeiling ceremonies, a
crowd of expectant people had gathered
round the base of the fountain,in anxious
anticipation of catching a first glimpse
of the treasure hidden within the folds
of the veil of patriotic bunting.

When the town clock struck five, the
egrand stand wase occupied by Ex-Mayor
Latrobe and Mr. George Warfield, of
Baltimore; Rev.C. A. Grise, of Wilming-
ton ; Judge James A. Pearce, Harrison
W. Vickers, Col. W. J. Vannort, Dr.8.C.
Roberts, Commissioner C. L. Dodd, and
the singers. Seated in the automobile
beside the fountain, with her father, was
dainty Miss Ida Orem Smith, ready to do
the honors of the occasion.

The official ceremonies were opencd
by an impressivs prayer by Dr. Grise,
which was followed by Hail Columbia,
sung in grand chorus with instrumental
accompaniment of six pieces. Judge
James A. Pearce, the presiding officer,
then said :

JUDGE PEARCE’S SPEECH.

Something more than a year ago,the
ladies of Chestertown orgnized the
Town Improvement Association, for
the recognition and encouragement of
whose work you have gathered togeth-
er here this evening. The municipal
authorities have entrusted to this asso-
ciation the improvement of the ample
public square which is so pleasing a
feature of our town, and the citizens
have responded to the appeal of the
ladies with liberal contributions in aid
of their work.

In so small a community, one whose
public and private resources are so lim-
ited as are ours, it was neither to be
expected nor desired that any ambi-
tious or costly scheme of improvement
should be undertaken, and the ladies
have, as I think, wisely devoted their
energies to the simplest form of park-
ing the square, a plan, which, when
completed, will transform it from a
bare and wind-swept expanse of sum-
mer dust, or a dreary sea of winter
mud, into a neat and refreshing plot of
turf, interspersed with grateful shade,
clothed in summer and winter alike, in
that matchless garb of nature for which
correct taste and genuine art can have
no substitute.

Aided by one who for a short period
was among our valued citizens, and
who seems not to have lost interest in
the community, though called in the
exercise of his ministry to other fields
of usefulness, the ladies have been so
fortunate as to secure for the central or-
nament of the square, through the lib-
erality of some of their members,a very
handsome fountain, admirably adapted
for the location, and which will to-day
be presented in their behalf to the au-
thorities of the town. The same ener-
oy which has accomplished so much al-
ready, will, if wisely continued, accom-
plish more in the future, and those who
are at all familiar with the history of
towns where such arganizations have
been maintained for any continued
period, must anticipate with genuine
satisfaction,a steady advance in cleanli-
ness, neatness, order and beauty, both
in the care of the streets by the town
authorities, and in the management
and maintenance of private premises.
From this public square,as from a com-
mon centre, the wave of improvement

| may be confidently expected to radiate

under the impulse given it by the ladies
who compose this association,and who
when this work is completed, will find
other work elsewhere, whether it be in
the improvement of some other portion
of the public domain, under due and
proper authority, or in the systematic
and tasteful adornment of private prop-
erty.

The handsome fountain which we
owe to them as the first fruits of their
labors, will now be unveiled by Miss
Ida Orem Smith, to-whom that honor
has been awarded by the votes of those
who have contributed to the associa-
tion.

At this point, Jittle Miss Smith, the
queen of the unveiling ceremonies,
amid thunders of applause, pulled the
chord, the curtain dropped from the
graceful fountain, and the next mo-
ment glittering apray shot upward, add-
ing beauty to a picture already beautiful.
As the veil fell,little Miss Carolene Hyn-
son, Rebecca Aldridge, Miriam Hubbard,
and Masters Morris Barroll, Hiram Elia-
son and Norman Crouch, placed a hand-
some bouquet in each of the six urns of
the basin of the fpuntain.

The costume of the little heroine of
the unveiling was a beautiful dress of
Swiss made by a Parisian modeste, of
Baltimore ecity, trimmed with Valen-
ciennes lace and ribbons, with three
rufies at the bottom. She also wore
white silk stockings, white kid slippers
and carried a basket of rare roses and
other cut flowers swinging on her arm,
while the top of the automobile was a
veritable bower of fragrant blossoms.

My Country’Tis of Thee,was then sung
in chorus, which was followed by Har-
rison W. Vickers, Esq., who on behalf
of the Ladies Improvemeht Association,
presented to the town commissioners the
fountain and beautified square.  Mr.

Mr. Vickers’ Speech.

The Honorable Board of Commissicners,
Our City Fathers, Ladies and Gentlemen :

The committee of ladies In charge of
the important work of beautifying the
town have requested me to present, in a
formal manner, this public square and
magnificent fountain to the commission-
ers of Chestertown. In making this pre-
sentation and discharging a most agreea-
ble undertaking, you will permit the sug-
gestion, that it would be well for the au-
thorities of the town to continue the
functions of this committee that the
square may receive its finishing touches
at their fair hands.
It has ever seemed natural for the hu-
man mind to embody its achievements
and recollections in external objects.
What stranger standing at the base of
Bunker Hill Monument, absorbed in
thinking of the great struggle inaugurat-
ed there, is not destined to have his med-
itations interrupted by the information
that it was there that Warren fell; orin
our own Monumental City, whose beau-
ties and advantages have so many times
been pointed out to <trangers by the dis-
tinguished gentleman who honors us with
his presence here to-day, Gen’'l Latrobe,
the seven-times-mayor of DBaltimore,
would conduct his visitor to the little
monument reared in memory of the two
boys, Wells and McComas, who sacri-
ficed their lives to save the city.
There is, perhaps, no way to accurate-
ly measure the effect exercised upon the
mind and character of a people by their
monuments,erected to commemorate and
perpetuate the spirit which the events of
the past have made one’s country great.
The beauty of monumental architecture,
together with events commemorated,
force themselves on the observation of
the most thoughtless, and serve to recall
recollections of the perils and dangers
encountered in the achievement of the
glories which make the progress and
grandeur of the nation.
There are thousands of people who
never would cast a thought upon the
valor and glory of their country, or per-
haps, mark the periods of its decline and
lapsing from the path of peace and honor,
if their senses were nct arrested by mon-
uments which commemorate their coun-
try’s progress, or give evidence of its de-
cline. History makes it but too clear
that many of the monuments of this
world have not stood the test of time as
evidsnce of the greatness of their coun-
try, or, indeed, were ever a pledge of iis
future glory and honor.
The monuments which mark the epochs
of the progress of our own country have

been erected at the cost of much blood
and treasure. Happily our national

monuments so far, have been dedicated
to the principle of civil and religious
liberty. The peaceful mission of our
republic in the past among the nations
of the world has given rise to the feel-
ing that peace has her monuments no
less than war. As citizens of a great
republie, wita minds imbued with the
principles of national liberty and equal-
ity among the nations of the world, we
should deprecate the introduction of a
foreign sentiment,the offspring of mon-
archy, which would erect in our country
national monuments commemorating the
mere barter and sale and subjugation of
an alien people struggling for their liber-
ties and national life.

Acs true Americans, let us rather seek
to erect monuments which will serve to
influence the sentiments of our descend-
ants by leaving untouched, as far as pos-
sible, the harsher feelings of our na-
tures by creating a generous emulation
of the arts of peace, which is the surest
foundation for civil and religious free-
dom and of our common welfare as a
nation.

This beautiful fountain represents in
its design poetry, history and nature.
Here the arts are rivals in architecture.
Persons who drink of the classic waters
which flow from the college springs

vocabulary there is no such word as fail.
Looking back, contrasting the hitherto
barren and unsightly piece of ground,
with this massive fountatn, its surround-
ings of trees, planted and nurtured by
your fair hands; its symmetrical and
beautiful walks bearing the impress of a
master hand in their conception and con-
struction, all converging to the centre of
attraction; it would seem that the magic
wand of the fairy had transformed this
desolation and waste into a beautiful
landscape, so pleasing and restful to the
weary traveler; wooing the heat-op-
pressed and dust-ladened beneath the
cooling shadowsof its trees, (in whose
leafy branches our song birds shall nest,
rear their young and fill the air with
their melody of song) and, as they
stand contemplating the beautiful spray
issuing forth from the fountain, mount-
ing skyward, causing a delicious and in-
vigorating coolnessto pervade the atmos-
phere, many thank offerings will goup in
behalf of the Kindly instinet of your gen-
erous, philanthropic and sympathetic
hearts which conceived and carried to a
successful conclusion the plans in which
you were so deeply interested. History
has it, that Washington was “ First in
war, first in peace and first in the hearts
of his countrymen.”

The women of this town, arrwed with
a peaceful z~al for the beautiful; ani-
mated by an unwavering purpose to
make beautiful the uwnsightly; to make
clean that which is unwholesome, took
upon themselves the self-appointed task
to personally reclaim this unsightly
square. The women, undismayed by
difficulties, have for the past year strug-
gled forward, overcoming obstacles
which for more than a hundred years
were thought to be so great by their
fathers and husbands as to deter them
from such undertaking. They have
made a public square in a desert place
and clothed it in beauty. Herethe grass,
the flowers, the trees will in the future
look up to heaven, and from their voice-
less lips be a living sermon of praise in
every bud and leaf that wooes the sum-
mer gale for the generous and noble wo-
nen whose hearts conceived and fair
hands made this barren spot blossom
into life. One of the poets expressed
the thought, common to us all, that
Heaven at least lies about us in our in-
nocent childhood days. What more fit-
ting, then, than that the portals of this
beautiful fountain should be opened and
its crystal streams set free by the hand
of Ida Orem Smith, a sweet little mes-
senger of peace and love.

Col. Wm. J. Vannort, as president of
the board of town commissioners, ac-
cepted in the following happy speech :

Col. Vannort’s Speech.

Madam Presidgent and Ladies of the
Chestertown Improvement Association:

It is our high honor and a great p'eas-
ure.for me to stand before you and re-
ceive in behalf of the citizens of Ches-
tertown, this beautiful fountain and its
belongings, which through your repre-
sentative, you have so generously pre-
sented to them. Language failsus in ex-
pressing our appreciation of the lofiy
and  disinterested motives  which
prompted your association to thus prac-
tically attest your patriotism, love and
devotion of home and fireside; their
earnest desire to beautify, adorn and
make more beautiful and attractive this
home town of ours. We accept it as a
sacred trust, believing it to be only the
beginning of the end of many surprises
the ladies have in store for us in the near
future. From the time the crude ore was
taken out of its virgin bed, passing
through its various manipulations, fash-
ionings and mouldings ,until we view, in
this fountain, the finished product of the
deft hand of the artisan, the lesson has
been taught, that nothing fails of accom-

plishment when directed by combined

and persistent effort; nothing succeeds '

like success. In the face of bitter oppo-
sition, unjust and severe criticism, un-
timely and unseeming suggestions, you
quietly buckled on yourarmor, smilingly
and resolutely went forth to battle for
the right,and thus fulfill the mission _iutr;
which all the elements of your patriotic
natures centred. How well you have
accomplished fhat mission, this beauti-

ful gift of yours speaks more eloquently’

than any words of mine could express,
and emphasizes the fact that when our
ladies put their heads together, in their
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was the case in ancient days. In the
circling ages, as they have come and
gone, many radical changes have been
wrought, and old traditions have given
place to modern innovations. To-day,
woman, lovely in all her works and ways,
has supplanted Washington in every es-
sential, and is first in war, when neces-
sary ; first and always for peace, and pre-
eminently first, last and all the time in
the hearts of her countrymen.Shou!d the
skeptic ask for the evideuce warranting
the assertion, you 1eed go no further
than to point with pride and pleasure to
this beautiful fouotain, park and sur-
roundings, creations of her indomitabie
will, energy and persistent effort,
which carried all opposition before them,
compelling the unconditional sucrender
of all croakers and critics, forcing from
them the exclamation, *“ Weil it beats
Moses.” Who would have thought it
within the scope of woman’s possibility.

The ianteresting ceremonies which
bring us together to-day are no exception
to the general rule, Prophecies of failure,
disaster and dire consequence, have not
materialized, but you have the proud
consciousness that your energetic effort
has met the hearty approval and co eopera-
tion of every member of your association,
ably aided and abetted by the generoas
contributions of your country friends,
who are with us to share alike, in the
honor and glory of your splendid
achievement. In afier years, taking a
retrospective view of the past, no page
of life’s history will te so resplendent
with noble deeds and self sacrifice, as
the closing chapter of this very pleasant
episnde.

General Latrobe's Speech.

An invitation to the Eastern Shore 18
always a compliment, its acceptance a
pleasure and the actual realization inyar-
iably followed by a hospitable and kindly
welcome. How much more then is the
compliment and the pleasure when the
invitation came, a8 in my case, from the
ladies of Chestertown, the women of this
well-known and, I may say, ancient city
of one of thie most fertile and beautiful
counties of the State. Although born
and having always resided inthe city of
Baltimore, this is not the first time I
have enjoyed the hospitalities of the
Eastern Shore. I have heen in Talbot

and, in younger days, have shot par
tridges on the banks of the Wye; to
Dorchester with its beautiful city of
Cambridge, to Queen Anne, Somerset,
Worcester, Cecil and Wicomico, and can
truly say, that neyer did I leave their
hospitable, chivalric and patriotic peo-
ple, and fertile soil, without thinking,
that had the Israelites of old crossed the
waters of the Chesapeake instead of the
Red Sea, they would never have landed
in the wilderness but at once have found
the milk and honey of the promised
land It is true you have not the marble
and granite, the rocks, the mountains,
the coal and iron of Western Maryland,
but when we who live in the highlands,
or as a colleague of mine in the Legisla-
ture, as far back as 1870, used to call 1it,
the uplands of the State, want to enjoy
the luxuries or delicacies of life we must
get them from the tidewater counties,
especially from the Eastern 'tributaries
of the Chesapeake Bay. I have often
thought how uncomfortable it would be
for an old fashioned Eastern Shoreman,
or, I might say, a Baltimore epicure, and
we have plenty of them in that city, to
live far west of the Alleganies; to get
his oysters and crabs from tin cans and
to know that the diamond-back, the true
canvas-back or red-head could only be
had by importation. I remember it was
a predecessor and successor of mine in
the mayoralty, the late Hon. James
Hodges, himself born in Kent county,
who designated Maryland as ‘‘The gas-
tronomic centre of the universe.” If this
was true, and although apparently an
exaggeration, I have always thought he
was right; the title was certainly due to
the productions of this part of the State.

The fertility of the soil of these coun-
ties is proverbial. From their broad and
rich acres come the receipts of southern
wheat and corn to the Baltimore eleva-
tors, a constant hint to our legislators to
consider the propriety of providiug prop-
er facilities for storage of whatis known
as “water borne” grain. Although the
peaches have had ill luck this season, the
strawberries and raspberries, and now
the pears and apples remind us that this
is the fruit district of Maryland, and
now the tomatoes either being canned by
the thousands of bushels in those county

owns, or shipped by the thusands of
baskets to the great packing houses ol
Baltimore, are not only a constant evi-
dence of the agricultural resources of
this section, but a strong suggestion Lo
your farmers of the pussibilities of a
more extensive cultivation of what 1s
known as “garden truck.” You should
consider tie great advantages in this
connpection, not only of your generous
and m. st productive soil, but of its close
proximity to such markets as Philadel-
phia and Baltimore, both not only 1m-
portant sources of consumption but the
termint of great trunk lines to the Kast
and West. With all these facilities and,
if properly availed of, sources of pros-
perity, the Eastern Shore may well be
regarded as a highly favored section of
the State.

Kent, your own county, is certainly
not behind any of its sisters. Toa Wes-
tern Shoreman who rceently asked me
what the county of Kent (he had never
crossed the bay) looked like, my reply
was it reminded me of a big garden, he
seemed to think you had nothing but the
three M’s —malaria, marshes and mos-
quitoes. |

Kent is one of the oldest of the Mary-
land counties. It was extablished as far
back as 1638, less than a century and a-
half after the landing of Columbus. It
was then known as “Keust couanty” or
“Kent Lundred,” there is, therefore,
reason in calling it “O'd Kent.” It has
a good claim to the titie of “*venerable.”
The city of Chestertown was lald out
in 1706, twenty-four years before Balti-
more was sct up in 1930, on the banks of
Jones’ Falls. The first growth of the
former was more rapid than that of the
latter. Had it not been for railroads,you
might bave almost kept pace with us.
Chestertown was & place of some im-
portance as far back as 1755. It wasthen,
certainly,truly loyal to the mother coun-
iry, old England, for we find that it fur-
nished thirty men for the army of Gov-
ernor Horatio Sharpe, who had been ap-
pointed commander-in-chief of the HEn-
olish forces to defend the frontier of
Virginia and the neighboring colonies
acainst the invasion of the French on the
Ohio river. In 1756 we find that ‘“a num-
ber of gentlemen in Chestertown fitted
out a ship called the ‘Sharpe’ commanded
by Captain Edward Scott, carrying 26
carringe guns and twenty swivels, and
manned by 200 men,to cruise against his
majesty’s enemies.”” Nor were the peo-
ple of Chestertown indifferent in those
days to the pleasures of life; your ances-
tors, ladies and gentlemen, had their
amusements and enjoymeuts; they were
fond of the stage, and long before Balti-
more could boast of a playhouse, which
was not until 1775, Chestertown, in 1760
had a theatre, where Hallam’s troupe,
which came over from England in 1752
were accustomed to render Shakespeare’s
plays to the delight of refined and appre-
ciative audiences. This company of play-
ers were frequent visitors at Annapolis,
Marlborough and Chestertown ; in faet,
the first play-bill printed in this country
was at Anpapolis in 1752, Nor were the
good people of Chestertown iadifferent
to what may be truly called sport.
Horse racing was first introduced at
Annapolis by Governor Ogle as carly as
1745. It was not long after before it be-
came popular at Chestertown. In fact,
says the historian “every fall and spring
there were races at Marlborough, Ches-
tertown, Joppa and Elkridge. The Ches-
tertown races were particularly cele-
brated, and on this course Maryland and
Virginia often contended together, as
did also the breeders of Kent, Queen
Anne’s and Talbot counties. On the
924th, November, 1766, a race was run at
Ci.esterttown for one hundred pistoles,
expressly offered by a gentleman of the
place, in order to bring together the then
two most famous horses on this conti-
nent, Yorick, of Virginia, and Selim, of
Maryland. Yorick had star.ed for and
won seven matches and plates, while
Selim had never been beaten. The race
was for 4 mile heats; it was wilvessed by
an immense crowd from every part of
the country and was won by the Mary-
land horse.”

Loyal as Chestertown had been Lo the
king, when the struggle for the indepen-
dence of the colonies began, her people
took strong sides for liberty. Asearly as
1774, we are told, after the Boston Tea
Party, it was discovered that a small
quantity of tea, imported on the brigan-
tine “Geddes” had been brought to Ches-
town' There was immediately a town
meeting called at which resolutions were
passed saying among other things, that
“whoever shall wilfully and knowingly
buy, sell or consume, or in any way as-
sist in the purchase or consumption of
any tea imported ag aforesaid, subject to
a duaty, he or they shall be stigmatized as
enemies to the liberties of Americ: and
shall be considered an unworthy member
of this community and a person not de-
serving our notice or regard.”

In the same vear, the liberality of the
people of the town was shown by their
activity in sending soine reiief to the
poor of Boston, Mass., the evideuce of
which is found in the resolutions passed
by a committee representing the people
of that city and signed by Samuel Adams,
Benjamin Church, Jr., and John Sweet-
ser, Jr., thanking the people of Chester-
towu for liberal aid extended an1 saying
“We cannot bav gratefully receive the
generous sympathy and tender concern
of our distant brethern for the distress
of this town of Boston, and feel our-
selves particulariy obliged to the benevo
lent town of Chester for the early inter-
position and tenders of benevolence to-
ward the afllicted poor of tius devoted
metropolis,”

You will,I know,pardon this little his-
torical digression, much of it probably
hefore known to many of you, and credit
it to the feeling of pride that induces me
as a Marylander, even if not coming
from Kent county, to point to the past
honorable and interesting record of the
neople of this section of my State.

But there have been many changes 1n
Chestertown since the founding of the
city in 1706; there is one relic of its early
days which still remains the same, the
city square or plaza, This had been orig-
inally Iaid out, doubtless,when the town
was established, one hundred and ninety
three years ago. Like the rocks of the
Alleganies it had withstood the march of
time, there it was treeless like a desert,
dusty as an old turnpike, crossed and re-
crossed by foot-paths made in directions
most convenient to pedestrians, whose
business carried them overit., It seemed
to be regarded as a sacred relic of the
past, although a standing commentary on
the aesthetic taste of the good people ot
the town. But if there was a lack of ap-
preciation of the situation on the part
of the men, the women of old Kent were
cqual to the occasion and when they take
hold of anything, like their sisters in
Baltimore they are bouod to make it go.
They determined that this plaza,notwith-
standing its nearly two ceuturies of, as
the lawyers say, “‘in statu quo’”’, should
he improved, beautified and adorned.
The result of tleir efforts is before you.
And now we come to dedicate their
work, to bear testimony to the energy,
the activity, the intelligence and civic
patriotism of the 1adies of Chesterto . n.

I have come here on their invitation

proud of the compliment thus paid me,

from Baltimore,to participate in the cere-
monies of this most happy occasion.
Here is this square,the work of their un-
tiring efforts; there is the fountain a
free gift I have been told, to this fair
city; from its nozzles flow, not the
“peach and honey” for which old Kent

| used to be celebrated,but the pure,health-

giving water, one of Heayen’s best gifts.
Ag it falls in the basin below may each
drop be always regarded as an evidence
of the real worth and pure womanhood
of the mothers, wives and daughters to
whom you are indebted for this public
municipal improvement.

My Country ’Tis of Thee, was then
sung, after which the ceremonies closed.

Gen’]l Latrobe visited Kent when quite
a young man and delivered the charge to
the Knights at atournament at Galena.He
spoke in Chestertown during the Greely
campaign in 1872, and was a speaker at
the old Worton fair in 1887 or 1888.

After Genl.Latrobe’s speech the chorus
sung Maryland, My Maryland, and the
impressive and interesting ceremonies
closed. :

The ladies served supper and refresh-
ments in the old engine house at night,
and again last night, adding considerably
to the fund to be used in further embel-
lishing the square.

A monster bouquet of beautiful flow-
ers frozen in a great luinp of ice, was a
striking object at the base of the foun-
tain, and was presented by Mr. R. G.
Nicholson.

The original cost of the fountain was
$1,200, though it wa8 purchased by the
It stands
eighteen feet high,in a basin sixteen feet
in diameter. 8ix flower urns ornament
the edge of the basin, while the base of
the fountain proper ishighly ornamented
by faney designs of trailing vines. Rest-
ing on four lions heads is a large sea-
shell forming a basin into which drip the
sparkling waters sent skyward from the
throats of four graceful swan standing at
the base of a smaller basin into which
fallsthespray from an overflowing goblet
constantly filled from the bounteous hand
of a beautiful female figure which sur-
mounts the fountain.

CHESTERTOWN, Aug, 15, 1809.
The circular received by the Local Board of

Health from Dr. John 8. Fulton, Secretary of
the State Board, published below, explains it-
self, and will, I feel quite sure, commend 1it-
self to the people of the community. The
slaughterhouse question, like the hog-pen,has
been a bone of contention between sanitar-
jans and the commissioners of small towns for
vears. The great preponderance of proof
that from time to time has been produced
showing the great disadvantages and discom-
forts, to say the least, as well as the very great
dangers to health from such sources, has
prompted the health authorities to send an in-
spector over the State. Among the towns of
from 2000 to 4000, who still allow these, unfor-
tunately we find Chestertown. Many of the
smaller towns, as well as larger ones, have or-
dinances in accord with suggestions of Dr.
Fulton.

The two above-mentioned sources of com-
plaint are not by any means the only ones.
The town i8 not as clean as it should be. The
executive officer of the Local Board of Health
will at any time co-operate with the town au-
thorities looking to this much-to-be-desired
need. ;

To THE LocAn, HEALTH OFFICER:—We en-
close herewith an abstract of the report of our
inspector, Mr Chas. N. Mitten, upon the
slanghter-houses in Maryland towns. We call
special attention to the reports upon the towns
in your jurisdiction.

You will observe that the towns where
slaughtering is not pernfitted are the younger
towns. This shows the growth of popular re-
gard for cleanliness and decency. The older
towns have received the slaughter-house nuis-
ance as a legacy from former and less enlight-
ened generations, and the influences which
foster these hereditary nuisances, seems in
some instances stronger than the sentiment
against them. Slaughter-houses in towns are
not only offensive to muni{tigﬂ,l decency: they
may be injurious to public health

The worst slaughter-houge is perhaps that
where the offal is disposed of as chance may
direct,and where the fats are rendered on the
premises in open kettles. The preparation of
meats for human food in such a place must be
to every person having even a rudimentary
gsense of propriety, simply disgusting.

Hardly less offensive are the slaughter-
houses where the offal is fed to hogs. The
pork produced by such food is not good to eat,
and cannot be made sound pork by a course of
grain-feeding preparatory to slaughtering.
Slaughter-house hogs are particularly liable to
trichinosis, and trichinous pork, aside from
the danger of infecting those who eat it with
trichinae, is not a proper food.

No slaughtering should be done in any in-
corporated town. It is an exceedingly diffi-
cult matter at best to preserve a pure 8o0il in
closely settled communities, and the slaughter
house in town pollutes both soil and air. It
also furthers the vagrant dog nuisance, and
the plague of rats and of flies, all of which in
turn have their effect upon human comfort
and health.

Since slaughtering is a necesgary trade, it
should be specially provided for in such a way
as to reduce its offensiveness to a minimum.
If possible, all the slaughtering for each com-
munity should be done in one place and under
sanitary regulations.

We trust that you will make such use of our
enclosure as may best attract the thoughtful
interest of your ecidizens.
