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WATER CONTAMINATION.

CHESTERTOWN, MD., SEPT. 2, 1899.

Mgessrs., EbprTors (—It occurs to me
that the increase of typhoid fever among
the citizens of Chestertown may be
largely accounted for by the fact that
most of the cellars on Washington avenue
are damp and wet, in a number of them
wells have been dug in corners of the
cellars so that the cellar floors themselves
may be dry; the wells receive the drain-
age of the surface water. These wells
are, some of them, twelve or fifteen feet
deep, and thus easily touch the streams
supplying the water of the Old Free
School Spring which bubbles out and
furnishes the town supply at the water
works. Is not here the chief cause of
contamination, and if this be so, will 1t
not be necessary to go to some high point
of land like the reservoir and bore an
artesian well for the purpose of securing
a purer flow of water ? An examination
of the houses on Washington avenue, of
their cellars and of their wells, will, I
think, demonstrate how easily the water
through this means can contaminate. 1
am told that when the pool was dug out
at the foot of M. deK. Smith’s yard the
water in the well in Mr. James Brice’s
yard fell perceptibly. Isnot this a man-
ifest demonstration?

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EASTERN SHORE RACE TRACK

Fair Ground for Sussex, Kent, Queen
Anne and Caroline.

Interest in county fairs and their races
seems to be on the increase. On Satur-
day a number of prominent residents of
Queen Anne and Caroline counties, of
Maryland.and Kent and Sussex counties,
of Delaware, met at Rehoboth Beach to
arrange for incorporating a new fair as-
sociation with grounds at Queeunstown.

The incorperators of the association
are W. Scott Roberts, Edward B. Kmory,
Wm. J. Price, Samuel Rhodes, John K.
George, H. Goodhand, Thomas A.Smith,
W. Bates Stevens, Wm. F. Pennington,
Charles Atkins, Thomas B. Curry2and
Dr. Hiram Burton. The last four are
citizens of Kent and Sussex counties,Del.

The directors haye concluded arrange-
ments with Mr. W. H. Bosley, president
of the Queen Anne Railroad Company,
for a tract of land, adjoining the com-
pany’s property at Queenstown. The

tract embraces about 265 acres, and is

beautifully located on a high plateau,
which overlooks Queenstown creek. The
association intends to lay a half mile
track, build a grandstand, exhibition
hall and stabling for exhibits. The ob-
ject is to meet a want of the people of
the two counties of Delaware and the
agriculturists of Queen Anne and Caro-
line counties. In addition to drawing
visitors from this part of the Kastern
Shore, it is expected that Baltimore will
attend the fair, as they will have direct
communication with the place by the
steamers of the railroad company. The
survey and the laying off the track will
begin at once.
