Eps. TRANsSCRIPT :—-Thoughts travel
quickly. Often during the last two
months mine have traveled the four
thousand miles that separate me from
Chestertown, and I have wondered what
was happening there. 1 have traveled
so far and seen so many new things that
it seems a long, long time since I left
Chestertown twelve weeks ago. Until
the middle of July we were in England,
or to speak more definitely, in London.
To say that it is a great and wonderful
city would be to repeat an old, old story.
1t is beyond description and its size can
hardly be appreciated by those who
know it best. The number of cabmen
employed in London would alone make
a city whose population would be twen-
ty-five times as great as that of Ghester-

crowded with visitors of all kinds from
every part of the globe. It is a very
I prettily situated town and on the map is
designated as being on the river Oos,
which at this time of the year 1s about
four feet wide and three inches deep.

Peaches are worth
five and ten cents apiece, while grapes
are almost a drug on the market. In
private families the unmarried sisters
dress exactly alike in every particular.
To see three or four sisters together one
would think they had bought out the en-
tire stock of zeods of a factory. DBanks
are closed from one to two-thirty for
dinner. Farmers are taxed on what they
bring into a town to sell and what they
buy in town to take out. A man cannot
cut down his own trees without a gov-
ernment permit, and so on and so on un-
til one would think he had to pay a tax
on every breath he drew. But time flies
