The flower is a rich cream around the
edges shading to a deep red at the centre.
Many persons have seen this new rose
and all have admired its beauty and won-
dered at its novel coloring.

Suit About Solder.-—William Num-
sen & Sons, who, in addition to their ex-
tensive packing establishment in Balti-
more, conduct a large cannery at Ches-
tertown, have sued A. Schultz & Co., In
the superior court of Baltimore, for al-
leged breach of a contract for the pur-
chase of between 25 and 30 tons of wire
solder, to be delivered as needed, not to
exceed 1,200 pounds a day. It is alleged
that the solder was not delivered accord
ing to contract, the quantity delivered
not being suflicient for the needs of the
plaintiffs.

Dr. Reiche Severely Hurt.—Dr. P.
H. Reiche, of Waverly, while on his way
to visit a patient Wednesday night,in at-
tempting to alight from a York road car
before it came to a full stop, fell, fract-
uring one of his shoulder joints and bad-
ly bruising himself about the face and
body.

Partridge Corn.—Mr. John F. How-
ard exhibited scveral days ago some
fine specimens of Partridge Corn. The
orain is extensively grown in the west
and is used to feed to game and domes-
tic poultry. The seed was secured from
the several coops of Kansas partridges
purchased and turned lose in the county
for stock purposes in the spring. Ii re-
sembles a large species of millet in the
shape of the head and the grain is on the
order of the seed of the broom corn. It
yields abundantly and Mr. Josiah Massey
and other gentlemen propose to plant a
quantity of the seed next year to be fed
to game during the winter.

It Was Not in Kent.—During the
big storm of Friday night a bright light
was seen, presumably near the Sassafras
river, in Kent. That it was a building
on fire was quite evident and many In-
quiries were made in an effort to locate
the fire. A despatch from Cecil county
pays: ‘“ During the storm late Friday
night lightning struck the large barn
owned by A. P. Crockett, in Cecil coun-
ty, tenanted by Benjamin Boyles. The
building and stabling were bo'h con-
sumed, together with the contents., The
loss is estimated at $1,500. The build-
ings are insured for $500. The storm in
that section was very heavy, and much
damage was done to telephone lines and
electric-light wires.”

Packing for Export.—The packing
houses of Isaac Robinson in Kent, are
now canning stock for export. Mr.Rob-
inson last year placed contracts with
London parties who were so well pleased
that the contracts are this season greatly
increased. The raw stock used 1s care-
fully selected, handled with especial care
and packed in English cans. However
strange it may appear, a condition of
these export contracts is that cans of
English manufacture shall be used, The
Robinson cannery at Chestertown is
running night and day on tomatoes,corn
and pears, and expects to get into the
bean crop next week. The heavy run
will continue for at least three weeks
longer,

The New Telephone System.—Mr.
Owens, representing the Bee Line Tele-
phone Company, was in town on Tues-
duy, but as no meeting of the commis-
sioners board was held, no definite an-
swer could be given him in reference to
the grant of a right to erect telephone
poles along the public roads of the coun-
ty. Mr. Owens has seen the Tolchester
management relative to their line be-
tween. Chestertown and Tolchester, and
saw, or expected to see,the ownersof the
line between Hepbron station and Bet-
terton relative to their line. Should the
commissioners grant the desired right to
erect poles on theé roadsides this new
company desires to secure control of all
lines in the counties through which it
passes.

New Use for Tomatoes.—The ag-
greas.-ivﬂ, up-to-date Kent county farmer
is rich in expedients, and the present
heavy tomato crop is drawing largely
upon his versatility in this respect. Mr.
George Bell, who has a large crop of fine
fruit, is experimenting with tomato wine.
He states that when properly made this
is a delicious and refreshing drink, su-
perior in many respects to some of the
older wines whose reputations are” wide
and well-established. Mr. John Bell, is
experimenting with tomato peelings and
other refuse from the Chestertown can-
nery of Isaac Robinson, as a top dres-ing
for land. Histeams have been kept con-
stantly at work hauling spolied tomatoes
and the waste from the factory and
spreading them on the hillsides of his
farm near town. DBoth experiments are

interesting, and results will be anxiously

awaited.

Struck by Lightning.—During the
storm of Friday night a number of oper-
atives at the Hepbron Station cannery of
Isaac Robinson, made a narrow escape
from death by lightning. Everything
was at full blast when the stormcame up
with a vivid electrical display. One
bolt struck the smoke-stack and followed
it down into the main building. Six per-
sons were rendered temporarily uncon-
scious, a number of others felt the effects
of the shock, wbile consternation per-
vaded the ranks of the workmen. Grover
Sutton and James Robinson were among
those most seriously shocked by the bolt.

Seriously Injured.-—Mris. Mary A,
King, wife of Frederick king, of Ellicott
City ; aunt of Rev. John S. Bowers, and
gsister of the late Rev. Daniel Bowers,
both well-known in Kent, was seriously
injured by being struck by a freight lo-
comotive on Tuesday. She is 62 years of
age, and her husband, who witnessed
the accident, is 10 years her senior. They
were going to their garden, near the Bal-
timore and Ohio tracks, just west of
town. The old gentleman, who 1s quite
feeble, got safely over the tracks, but
Mrs. King did not get out of the way of
an approaching train in time. Just as
she stepped down over the outer rail a
projection on the side of the locomotive
hit her in the back. §She was throwuo
against a stone wall, herright arm was
broken, her head badly cut and her back
bruised and lacerated in a frightful man-
ner. Mrs. King is a Frederick county
lady.

Queen Anne’'s Ferry Company.—An
adjourned meeting of the incorporators
and stockholders of the Queen Anne's
Ferry and Equipment Company was
held on Saturday. A board of directors
was elected, composed of the following
named gentlemen: Messrs, Edward
Stabler, Jr., John 8.

Dr. Murray quoted at length from an
article on “Jesus, the Jew,” published
recently in a Baltimore Jewish weekly
publication, in which the writer, after
studying the life of Jesus as drawn by
some of the ablest Jewish and Christian
scholars, becomes convinced that He was
one of the profoundest of all teachers of
moral truth, whom he would have ad-
mired and leved by Jews everywhere.
“The climax of the article,” Dr. Mur-
ray added, ‘is a plea for liberal relations

between Jew and Gentile,” and conclud-
ed: * May Jesus, instead of being the di-

viding line between Jew and Christian,
thus become the connecting link between
the divine mother religion, Judaism, and
her noble daughter, Christianity.

“ Thirlty years ago,” said Dr. Murray,

‘““no such publication would haye been
broadcasted throughout Baltimore. That
it is to-day, is a sign for us to hail with

gratification. But, beautiful as is this
tribute, we note its limitations and er-
rors. Jesus is regarded as dead; Chris-
tianity as containing elements of heath-

enism ; the Gospels as having been orally

carried about until 150 A. D., when they
were finally edited and published, and
Paul is looked upon as the author of
Christianity. Rationalistic criticism gov-
erns the views of the author,

“ We reply g all of this that the great-
est scholarship has settled it that the
New Testament books were published in
the lifetime of their authors; that Jesus
did net represent pure Judai m,and Paul
a mixed Judaism, subsequently called
Christianity ; that there were no doctri-
nal diyisions amoag the Apostles result-
ing in one wing of Christianity following
all the laws, forms and ceremonies of
Judaism, and another abandoning them
to bring the millions of heathens into the
chureh. :

“ Bat differ as we may here, we can-
not but laud the sentiment that Jew and
Christian each in his own way should
strive to fulfill the nobler teachings of
their beliefs, and aim to live in accord-
ance with the many lofty and beautiful
truths taught by Jesus and Paul.

‘““ We have too often despised a great
family because they bore the stamp of
their father, Abraham. Let us under-
stand each other better, be brothers in
all that elevates man, and strive in our
public ways and in the private offices of
humanity to honor one another and fear
and obey the God that loves us alike.”
