BIG FIRE AT ROCK HALL,

Destroyed on Friday Morning.

Rock Hall, the
village on the skore of the Chesapeake
hay, was visited by the first big fire of its
history on Friday morning. The first
intimation the slumbering people had of
impending danger was an explosion
which shook every building in the place.
Windows rattled,and, says Mr. Benjamin
Durding: the pitcher in the basin in my
bedroom made a noise as if some one had
struck against it roughly. While all
were wondericg what had taken place
three distinet cries of fire rang out on
the air, and in less than five minutes
nearly every man in the place was rush-
ing to the Knights of Pythias hall near
the centre of the village, where the fire
had been located.

Just at 8 o’clock Mr. Lee Durding,who
lived in one of the neatest homes in a
village where neat and pretty homes
abound, arose to prepare for a day’s
work on the oyster bars when he noticed
the reflection of a light on his window.
His wife, who was also awake noticed
the reflection and remarked that some
one was passing with a lantern. Mr,
Durding had already discovered that the
store of Liouis Greenspon in the K. of
P. hall was in flames. He, with remark-
able self-possession turned to his wife
and said;—** Don’t be frightened ; get the
children and some things together and
go up to mother’s and make yourself
comfortable, Greenspon’s store is on fire

arrived, and buckets were collected from
every quarter of the town, and the great
fight with the fire commenced. It was
perfectly calm, and with adequate lad-
ders it is gencrally thought that the
home of Mr. Durding could have been
saved, but it was impossible with buckets
to overcome the effect of the intense heat
on the end of the building and it was
soon in flames.

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IT WAS A ‘“SHARK SUCKER’

Peculiar Fish Caught by Mr. James
H. Gale Near Tolchester.

~Mr. James H. Gale, of Tolchester
Beach, Md., recently submitted to the
Baltimore Sun a queer-looking fish for
identification. It was canght near Tol-
chester.

The specimen was about 16 inches long
and had a skin like an eel's seemingly
entirely devoid of scales. Thebody was
elongated, tapering behind; the lower
jaw was longer than the upper, with the
head decidedly flattened. Above the

The thin upper margin was beset with
fine teeth. By means of this apparatus,
partly suctorial and partly prehensile by
the hooks, these fishes attach themselves
to rocks, ships, and the bodies of other
fishe, especially to sharks. They are
thus when fastened to ships or fishes
transported where food is abundant, and
often from the tropics to temperate
regions. ‘I'hey do not feed on the fish to
which they attach themselves, but on
small fish and floating animals.

Mr. George M. Bowers, United States
Fish Commissioner, says of the spcci-
men, which was forwarded to him:

“Tt is the species commonly known as
‘shark sucker,’ ‘sucking fish’ and ‘remora’
(Echeneis mnaucrates). It ranges from
