A TRIBUTE TOCHAUTAUQUA.

Having enjoyed a delightful three

weeks stay at Chautauqua, N.Y.,the past
month, I am most enthusiastic about the

profit &nd.pleasure the place affords to

all visitors of various ages and widely

different tastes. The climate in July was
all a reasonable person could desire. Just
rain enough falling and nearly always at
night ; temperature a happy medium be-
tween heat and cold. The town is unique
because it is a settlement of hundreds of
dwellings,with avenues and streets shad-
ed in every direction with grand forest
trees situated upon the terraced shores of
the lake of the same name, the beautiful
sheet of water being a constant source of
benefit and interest. Lake Chautauqua
lies in the southwestern part of New
York State and has an elevation of 1400
feet above the level of the sea, nestling
among the hills between the St.Lawrence
river and the Mississippi. Lake Erie,
seyen miles distant,has only an elevation
of 700 feet. The site for Chautauqua was
originally chosen for a Baptist summer
encampment,and it would be hard to find
a more beautiful one. Since its purchase
by the Chautauqua Association, the set-
tlement has become, for a few months of
the year, the abode of thousands; their
homes built, as I have previously said,

upon natural terraces,in the midst of for-
est trees, gently sloping down to the
shores of the lake. A eommodious,hand-
some white hotel presents a pleasing ap-
pearance amid the smaller cottages dec-
orated within and without very prettily.
The hotel bears a classic name, ‘““Atha-
naeum,”’ and is well kept and most com-
fortable. The ‘“‘Ampitheatre’ is an arch-
itectural wonder,with its seating capaci-
ty of between five and six thousand
people, and yet it is not large enough to
accommodate the audiences that assem-
ble there. The Grand organ, with its
accompaniment of five hundred and more
voices in the choir, occupies a lofty posi-
tion, and when its deep notes are called
forth by the skillful touch of a master
musician, the melody is soul inspiring.

Another highly-prized and interesting
building is * The Hall of Philosophy,”
its white pillars peeping out from a shel-
tering grove of trees, strongly reminding
one of its model: The ‘‘ Parthenon of
Athens.” The whole building is painted
white, and is open on all sides, the roof
supported by graceful columns from the
ceiling to the floor.

In this beautiful little city of Chau-
tauqua there are miles of cement pave-
ments kept so clean and dry, it is a
pleasure jto walk upon them and feel
at perfect liberty to enjoy the delightful
shade of the trees and the beauty of the
cottages and the whole landscape, the
ladies being free from the care of trail-
ing skirts. The lake is about twenty
miles long, the water coming from
springs, bubbling up from its bottom,
being also conveyed into the town. There
are, in addition, two fine mineral springs
of sulphur and iron, which are much ap-
preciated for their health-giving proper-
ties. The sanitary regulations at Chau-
tauqua are faithfully executed, and all
the surroundings are in beautiful order,
in the way of shrubbery,plants and well-
trimmed lawns. The name, to many
minds, does not convey any adequate
idea of what is there. For years I have
done Chautauqua injustice from asso-
ciating it chiefly with prescribed courses
of reading at home, which is, indeed, a
great work it has accomplished towards
the higher education of multitudes. But
the Chautauqua Association is a mighty
power in our land, and its true character
and efficiency has only dawned on me
this summer. The ideas originating with
the founders of this association are a
credit to our whole country and should
be appreciated. The wide and success-
ful development of its work is marvel-
ous. There are now more than one bun-
dred smaller “Chautauquas’ in the Unit-
ed States following the example of the
central one in New York.

In 1874 the movement had its begin-
ning in successfully carrying out the
benevolent purpose of the two chief
founders, Bishop John Vincent and Mr.
Lewis Miller, in affording at Chautauqua
exceptionally good opportunities for in-
struction in the way of special schools,
first-class lectures, entertainments and
social intercourse during the summer
recreation time of those who seek a ben-
efical change away from-home for a few
weeks, I cannot even enumerate the
sources of pleasure and profit at Chau-
tauqua. Seventy five instructors of high-
est proficiency for the different schools
are provided, besides efficient leaders for
all kinds of profitable clubs. The ‘‘Boys’

Club,” the “Athletic Club,” the ‘“Bicycle
Club,” the “French Club,” the “German
Club,” the “Woman’s Club,” etc., etc.

Then there are the different religious
headquarters where those of the same
creed meet as in a family circle. The
‘““ Pre sbyterians,” the ** Baptists,” the
“Methodists,” the ‘“Episcopalians” and
others. There is something to interest
all classes and all ages, whether they
wish to studyor to rest or to be enter-
tained. The lectures are intellectual
treats, and it is an inapiration to come
into personal acquaintance with the
scholars and scientists of our day, both
men and women, who are the greatest
thinkers upon social problems, and who
can impart their knowledge to others so
delightfully, aud have won for them-
selves a well-merited fame.

During our stay of only three weeks
we met and heard lecture such students
as the historian * Mr.John Fiske,” “Dr.
John Henry Barrows,” (the organizer of
The Parliament of Religions) at the Chi-
cago Exposition, and who is now Presi-
dent of Oberlin College, Ohio; Prof.
“ Caleb T. Winchester,” so-learned and
fascinating “Prof. Arthur M. Wheeler,”
“ Prof. Hill Fortier ” (the cultured Creole
gentleman—so affable and charming),
lecturing delightfully upon successive
historical periods of his native State.
The * Spanish,” the ‘ French” and
““ American Louisiana,” also expound-
ing its “Folk Lore” and the deeply
romantic records of his own creole
pation. We heard also * Dr. George
Hodges,” of the Episcopal Church, one
of the brightest literary lights and clear-
est logicians in our land; * Mrs. Emily
Bishop,” the most competent lecturer and
teacher of physical culture I have ever
heard; *“ A Miss Huntington,” a teacher
of kitchen gardening, giving practical
object lessons of the best ways of ac-
complishing household duties. An ex-
ample in herself of being 70 years young
not 70 years old, so fresh looking, strong
and graceful, no one would dream from
her appearance, speech and manner,that
three score years and ten had been her
portion of life already. One of the best
speakers we heard was a regularly or-
dained lady minister *“ Rev. Annie E.
Ford,” and many others. It is only pos-
sible in this letter to briefly mention a
few of the privileges we enjoyed at
Chautauqua. The fund for current ex-
penses is chiefly derived from a “citizen’s
tax ” or entrance fee to the Assembly
domain. Every one over 12 years of
age pays for admission at the gate: 40
cts. for one day, one dollar and a half
for one week, three dollars for three
weeks or one month, five dollars for the
whole season. Each one receives in re-
turn the ticket he has paid for which en-
titles him, for that length of time, to ad-
mission to all the concerts, lectures and
entertainments occurring during his
stay. The tuition for the educational
classes is extra, but only an exceedingly
moderate charge.

All these advantages are brought with-
in the reach of thousands of visitors
each year, while board and lodging can
be found to suit all purses; the hotel (for
generous living) on down through vari-
ous grades, to the simplest cot or bed ac-
commodations as in a tent and meals at
restaurants as reasonable as possible.
We are finding out continually the man-
ifold resources of our country,and by no
means should Chautauqua pass unno-
ticed by Marylanders.
