THE DEMOCRATIC
CAMPAIGN OPENS.

A Large and Enthusiastic Meet-
ing at Frederick.

EXTRACTS FROM OUR STATE
CANDIDATES” SPEECHES.

The democratic campaign opened at
Frederick on Thursday last, and was at-
tended by a large and enthusiastic
crowd. We give some extracts from the
speeches of our State candidates.

Hon. John Walter Smith.

“The republicans came into power
with the fairest promises. They called
themselves reformers; they promised
non-partisan government, both in the
city of Baltimore and in the State. They
said, take the judiciary out of politics;
take the schools out of politics; place
the city government on a business basis;
they promised to behave themselves.
They knew their record of the past
would make the people skeptical as to
their intentions for the future. They
knew they rested under a cloud. They
knew the people looked with suspicion
upon them. Their anxiety in this re-
gard was most apparent. They protested
too much. What have they done?

THE EASTERN SHORE LAW,

‘““The first thing they did was to vio-
late the Eastern Shore Senatorial law to
reward their foremost politician for
political services. Forgetting their oaths
to support the laws, the republican mem-
bers of the Legislature deliberately pro-
ceeded to elect a United States Senator
from the Western Shore, when the law
provided that he should come from the
Eastern Shore. They did this not be-
cause they had no member of their party
residing on the Eastern Shore qualified
for the office of United States Senator.
On the contrary, there were a number of
gentlemen residing in that section who
were candidates for the place and com-
petent to discharge its duties, one of
them the Governor afterward appointed
a judge of the highest court in the State;
and any man qualified to become a judge
of the Court of Appeals ought to be
competent, in my opinion, to discharge
the duties of United States Senator.
Another one has heen made Comptroller
of the Treasury, and has been recently
renominated for the same office. Others
were gentlemen of high standing for in-
tegrity and ability. It was apparent,
therefore, there was no want of material
from the republican standpoint to fill the
office bestowed upon Mr. Wellington by
the Legislature of 1896. It is likewise
apparent that the Eastern Shore law was
trampled under foot and Eastern Shore
candidates ignored for the sole purpose
of rewarding the chairman of the repub-
lican State committee for services ren
dered his party. The next thing they
did was to repeal the Eastern Shore law
by a trick. Was this the nonpartisan
government they had so lovingly pro-
mised the people?
