With
this end in view the Legislature of 1809
passed an Act declaring that one of the
two United States Senators from Mary-
land should come from the KEastern

Shore. The law, chap. 22, section 2,
read:
«“Opne of the Senators shall al-

ways be an inhabitant of the Eastern
Shore, and the others of the Western
Shore of this State.”

This Act remained in force and was
of binding effect upon the Legislatures
of the State until and AT the session of
1896, of which session Mr. James H.
Baker, the republican candidate for the
State Senate was a member.

The oath of office prescribed by the
Constitution of the Stateand which every
member of the Legislature was compelled
to take when qualifying, was to obey and
respect the existing Statutes of the State.

The oath unequivocally declared,—*1
will be faithful and bear true aliegeance
to the State of Maryland, and support
the Constitution and Laws thereof.”

This oath was of necessity taken by
the representative from Kent county.
The election of a United States Senator
to succeed Hon. Charles H. Gibson was
one of the first duties the Legislature of
1896 was called upon to perform. Mr.
Gibson’s successor, whether democrat or
Frepublican, under the plain letter of the
Statute must be an inhabitant of that
section of the State lylng East of the
Chesapeake bay. The Statute had been
obeyed and the unbroken custom had
been since 1809 to elect a Senator from
the Eastern Shore.

The mandate had gone forth however,
and the Republican l.egislature with an
absolute diregard of their oath to * sup-
port the Constitution and Laws thereof,’ in
January,1896,clected George L. Welling-
ton, of Alleghany county,Senator from
the Bastern Shore of Maryland.

Here was a palpable vicolation of their
official oath.

Sound Advice From a Colored Puli-
tician of Baltimore,

——

colored voters last week which appealed
to their prejudices and inflamed them
against the great masses of the people
from whom they secure the means of a
be | livelihood. They were told thaut Demo-
cratic success endangered their public
schools, and were assured that the re-
publican principle was that colored chil-
dren were and should be treated as the
equals of white children in the matter of
public educaiion. The question of race
prejudice has simply been raised to keep
the colored voter in line in order that
political plums may be raked from the
fire.

That the colored people believe this
campaign buncombe is shown by an in- |

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cident which occurred several days after
this speech was made. A colored wo-
man living in the country, whose daugh-
ter had a good home 1in Chestertown,
came in and took her home. She gave
as a reason that if the democrats won
the colored schools would all be closed
and she wanted her daughter to get
what education she could before Novem-
ber. |

The same old stereotyped promises
are being made to catch votes before the
election only to be broken just so soon as
the election has passed. A fact which
the colored people in Kent should bear
in mind is that ninety-five per cent. of all
the funds raised to support their public
schools is paid by Democratic tax-payers.
They should not forget that ninety-five
per cent. of the wages paid to colored
labor in the county comes from the
pockets of Democratic employers. They
should remember that ninety five per
cent. of the charity dispensed to needy
colored people during seasons of distress
is supplied by the charity sentiment in
democratic homes. The man or men who,
in a community such as this,wilfully and
deliberately, for the purpose of catching

votes inflame the colored people against

their white neighbors is morally, and
were it possible, should be held legally
guilty of a crime against the peace and
good order of the community at large.
He is certainly no friend to the colored
people.

Dr.J. Marcus Cargill, a former city
councilman in Baltimere, gave excellent
advice to his people last week in a speech
delivered at a public meeting. Dr. Car-
gill is a colored man, elected to the city
council of Baltimore city from a colored
ward and by colored votes. A man of edu.
tion and experience, his words are wor-
thy the most serious consideration of
the colored people, not only of Maryland
and Kent county, but throughout the
country at large.

In speaking of the colored vote he
said its division was the * political sal-
vation of the negro.”

““ When the negro comes to under-
stand,” he continued, ‘that he should
take advantage of his environments and
make to himself friends of his white
neighbors, with whom he has to live, he
will be protected in his political rights.
If the white man finds that the negro 1s
reliable and trustworthy, voting with the
people whose interest is the same, choos-
ing only thie best man for effice, he will
be respected at the ballot box and his
will as expressed assured.

“ T would advise every negro voter of
the South that when it comes to State,
municipal, or county affairs, he should
vote for the best man without regard to
politics. I cannot see any reason why
all colored men should belong to one
party any more than all white men
should belong to one party. Let the
negro find out his best friend, who gives

him his bread aud butter, and vote with

him to the best interest of all concerned
and the white man will see that it is to
his interest to treat him as a citizen and
protect him in his rights.

“T do not believe that the white man
of the South is naturally unfriendly to
the colored man. On the contrary, if
the two races are left alone they will
find grounds of true friendship and the
two races will work together in the
rebuilding of the material interests of the
country.

“It is very nearly agreed by every true
leader of the negro race that the time
has come when the negro should divide
his vote between the two great political
parties, especially so on all local
questions, Lhei'ﬂby showing that a few
dollars cannot buy his vote; neither can
he be turned aside by a few papers which
are existing on the money they receive
from politicians. If politicians would
keep their money in their pockets and
take the negro on his merits the negro
would be a better citizen and more re-
spected.”

LOWNDES AND THE PUBLIC
SCHOOLS.

« Tn 1892 the power of appointmeunt of
the School Boards was taken from the
judges of the various judicial circuits
and placed in the hands of the Governor
for the purpose of converting the boards
into party agencies, so that when I as-
sumed office, in but two counties did
they bear any scmblance of republican
representation,

¢« While there has been nolaw enacted
to exclude politics from the management
of the schools, the matter has been largely
met by me by giving minorily represenia-
tion on all boards, and to this policy I pro-
pose to adhere.”

The aboveis an extract from the recent
letter of acceptance of Governor Lloyd
Lowndes. In this statement, or rather
misstatement, the chief executive of a
proud commonwealth discredited his
State and impeached his own honesty.

The above is not only a misrepresen-
tation, but the most regrettable feature is
that the governor of the State has seen fit
to officially insult the intelligence ot the
people by the utterance of a statement so
easily proven to be false.

“To point a moral and adorn a tale,”
it is necessary only to cite the situation
in Kent county when the present Gov-
ernor was inducted into office in 1895.
The school board at that time consisted
of three democrats: Messrs. Cornelius
J. Scott, Richard Jones and George W.
Davis. Mr. Davis died in February, and
his successor, Mr. Joseph W. Harper, one
of the most aggressive republicansin the
county, was appointed by Goyernor
Lowndes. The term of office of Mr.
Scott expired in 1896, and he was suc-
ceeded by Mr.Cornelius C.Brown,another
uncompromising republican. In 1898 Mr.
Jones resigned, and Governor Lowndes,
who now holds himself up as the em-
bodiment of equity and non-partisanship,
appointed as his successor Mr. Jas. W,
Chapman,a gentleman whose devotion to
the republican party had never been and
never could have been reasonably ques-
tioned. Induecourse of time the official
term of Eben F. Perkins, Esq., examiner
of the public schools expired. Mr. Per-
king’ peculiar adaptability for the office
which he had so long and faithfully filled
was a matter of comment throughout the
State, yet Maryland’s non-partisan Gov-
ernor’s appointees appointed in his place
a gentleman whose chiefest claim to the
high office to which he was raised was
the unquestioned soundness of his re-
publicanism. And yet, Governor Lloyd
Lowndes has the effrontery to declare
that he. has given “ minority representa-
tion on all boards, and to this policy ’ he
proposes to adhere.

Let all counties in which Governor
Lowndes has appointed democrats on
school] boards report. It would be inter-
esting to hear from them.
