THE COLORED VOTER.

Dr. J. Marcus Cargill, the colored e¢x-
city councilman, of Baltimore, continues
to warn the colored people of Maryland
agalnst colored wolves in sheep’s cloth-
ing. An independent colored voters’
club has been formed in Baltimore, and
a general meeting of independent colored
voters will be held to-morrow night.
Three colored clubs of this kind have al-
ready been formed. Dr. Cargill had this
Lo say on Tuesday :

“The colored voter has been, and is
now, being led by sentiment, as well as
by a few so-called leaders, who have no
interest in him beyond the few dollars
they may get. The independence among
the colored men is becoming more and
more apparent. I believe there are in
Baltimore city to-day 10,000 independent
voters, and that they will not be driven
by they party lash, but will remember
that the negro will never be respectedin
the body pelitic so long as he sticks to
one party. Let the negro be manly and
stand up for what is right.

‘“1f a few dollars is to sacrifice the
colored voters of Maryland, what, under
Heavens, will be the future of our race ?
We are citizens under the law and Con-
stitution of the State, and of the United
States, and there can be no laws passed
which will abridge the rights of the peo-
ple or any class of them. Why should
we fear, since good men conduct the af-
fairs of our government? Let us take
white men a8 we find them,Democrats or
Republicans, aud if they are friendly to
us let us be friendly 1o them. If it is to
our advantage to be independent in pol-
itics, let us have sense enough to see it.
The day of slavery is over and the young
colored man will not be influenced by
what occurred 30 years ago.

“The politicians have taken advantage
of the ignorance of the negro, and have
endeavored to prevent him from seeking
the confidence of his white friends with-
out regard to party. Let the negro di-
vide his vote this fall, which I kuow he
will do, and no matter who is elected
Governor, he will have some respect for
the negro. By all means let the colored
citizens of this State give up the past.,and
make the white man bhis friend for the
future.”
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COLUMBIA WON.

Still the Great International Yacht
Race is Not Decided.

The great yacht race between the Co-
lumbia, the American representative,and
the Shamrock, the Englisb champion in
the great international contest, remains
undecided. For two weeks the interest
of the entire country has centered upon
the great contest. Both boats had cham-
pions in Chestertown, and as a result
many bets ranging from ten dollars, a
$3-hat on down the scale to twenty-five
cents were placed.

MONDAY’'S RACE.

After two weeks spent in waiting for
a breeze, the first contest of the series
was sailed on Monday. At 2 o’clock the
TrANSCRIPT'S bulletins commenced to
come in, and at once public inlerest was
aroused, and during the entire afternoon
the TrANsCRIPT’S bulletin board became
headquarters for those interested in the
great race. The merits and demerits of
the boats were discussed.

Barring a somewhat lumpy sea, it was
as near Shamrock weather as they are
likely to get, and the marked superiority
of the American boat indicates that she
will win the series easily. The wind
was from the east,and varied from seven
to ten miles an hour, but held its course.

About thirty-six minutes after Colum-
bia had won the race the time limit of
five and a half hours expired.

The most surprising feature of the
day’s race was Columbia’s spleudid be-
havior in windward work. She outpoint-
ed Shamrock from the very start and
beat her by nine minutes and fifty-two
seconds to the outer mark, proving that
her preyious relatively bad showing in
the trials must have been due to the very
bad conditions of the Herreshoff sails
and the extremely light wind.

The followers of the American sloop
are now positive that Columbia can
beat Shamrock in any point of sailing
when the wind blows 10 knots an hour.

It is also believed that a stronger wind
will still be in Columbia’s favor.and that
only in breezes less than seven knots can
Shamrock hope to win a race, and even
then the sea musi be very smooth,

The coarser lines of the challenger
carry along with her a great wave,where

Columbia’s more delicate model slips

through, hardly leaving a ripple. The
run home before the wind was also in
Columbia’s favor, since she made the
trip in 22 seconds less than did Sham-
rock, in spite of the fact that the green
boat had the benefit of a growing wind
for the last two miles of her journey.

The topmast of the cup challenger
Shamrock broke 25 minutes after the big
line of the international race and
feet of canvas, came rattling down on
the deck, leaving her a hopeless cripple.

No amount of pluck or courage could
face such a catastrophe and Captain
Hogarth immediately abondoned the
race, his boat being towed back to the
anchorage after his men had cleared
away the wreckage.

The Columbia continued over the
course alone, putting to her credit the
second of the races for the America’s
cup.

Later in the afternoon the Shamrock
was towed to the Erie Basin, in the up-
per bay. A new topmast was yesterday
sent up and the boat will be
remeasured. She was taken out for a
spin yesterday to try her new stick, and
the third race of the series will be sailed
today.

This race, like the first one, will be
over a windward and leeward course,
and if the Columbia wins, the series will
have been completed without giving the
Shamrock an opportunity to test her
merits in her favorite point of sailing—
over a triangular course.

Col. W. J. Vannort and Mr. Wm. B.
Usilton, Jr., saw the race as represented
on the Baltimore Sun’s bulletins, and be-
came so much interested that they missed
the steamer for home.

Mr. Thomas D. France has seen the
Shamrock do some of her finest work.
Mr. France says that he has seen the
KEnglish boat spin off seventeen knots an
hour. She ran away from the steamer
on which he was an officer, with no trou-
ble at all.
