foot-ball man of Princeton, and of late
years trainer of winning elevens. Mr.
Trenchard arrived at Lexington on Mon-
day, and assumed charge of the ’varsity
eleven. This later move will deprive the
Washington College team of the yaluable
services of Mr. Trenchard in coaching
them for their games of the present
season.

Loss to the Farmers —-The schooner,
A. Parker, which was lost off Love Point
about two weeks ago while bound for
(‘hester river, laden with phosphate for
a number of Kent county farmers, en-
tailed considerable loss on the gentlemen
to whom the goods belonged. I is stated
that the goods were principally con-
signed to farmers in the fifth district. The
contract of purchase was such that the
fertilizer so soon as it was loaded on
the Parker, became the farmers property
and as there was no insurance whatever
on the cargo it was a total loss.  Moral:
—Buy your phosphates from home man-
ufacturers who advertise in the TRAN-
scrirr, and all dangers will be avoided.

A Vicious Bull Fight.—A bull fight
rivaling in brute viciousness the
national pastime of Spain, occurred in
the field of Mr.J. Walter Skirven on Fri-
day afternoon, and was witnessed by a
number of persons driving aleng the
public road. The animals, all of which
had been dehorned, were in the pasture
Mr. Skirven deals largely in cattle and
the young bulls were turned in together
when a battle royal commenced. Mr:
Skirven was attracted by the bellowing
of the animals, and assisted by a colored
farm hand tried his best to separate the
combatants with pitchforks, but not un-
til they were exhausted did the fight
cease. The noise made by the infuriated
animals. could be heard at a great dis-
tance. No serious dama ge was suffered
by any of the animals.

Stung to Death.——The fine young
driving mare of Dr. J. T. Twilley was
stung to death by honey bees on Wednes-
day. The animal was thoughtlessly
turned into a lot to graze in which was
a bench of eight hives of bees. One of
the hives was knocked over, and in an
instant the mare was covered by the in-
gects. She became entangled in a quan-
tity of vines in such a way that she could
not extricate herself, and beganto rollto
free herself of the bees which swarmed
on her body. This only made matters
worse and resulted in overturning the
entire bench of eight hives, the bees from
which completéfy covered the helpless
animal. She lived about eight hours and
died in great agony. Handfulls of bee-
stings were combed from her hair. About
the nose, mouth and eyes,—in short,there
was scarcely a square inch of the animal’s
body which had escaped a wound from
the bees.

An Interesting Decision.—-Justice
Wilkins last week decided an interesting
legal point relative to the property rights
of members of a band in the instruments
which they use. Charles Bell and Charles
Mitchell were members of the Chester-
town colored band, and were contrib-
utors with the other members to the
general fund with which all of the instru-
ments of the band were bought. The two
men became dissatisfied and withdrew
from the organization,taking their horns
with them. The band management
claimed that the instraments belonged to
the organization and not to the indi-
vidual members, and made personal de-
mands upon the obstreperous members.
They refused to take the same view of
the matter, whereupon, Mitchell’s lodg-
ings were entered and the horn taken.
The band then returned the horn but
proceeded to gain them by the legal
process of repleven. Justice Wilkins
decided that the men were tenants in
common and that the instruments did
a0t belong to the band, and that the men
had a perfect right to hold them.

MILLINGTON'S BIG MEETING,

The Democratic Campaign Formally

Opened on Saturday.

FROM 600 TO 800 PEOPLE
PRESENT.
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If we are to judge from the large and
enthusiastic meeting held at Millington
Saturday evening last, it will certainly be
safe to estimate the Democratic majority
in the first district this fall at from 250 to
300. The meeting was probably the
largest and most enthusiastic ever held
in that old town—that democratic strong-
hold. Fully 600 or 800 people were
present.

A large flag was hung across the middle
of the street from a rope stretched from
the roof of the Mallalieu hotel to the roof
ofthe Jr. O. U.A. M. hall. Early in the
evening teams began to come into town,
and the crowd began to grow larger and
larger at the Mallalieu hotel corner until
the street became almost impassable
even for predestrians.

The appearance of that old veteran of
democracy, William T. Hepbron, was
a signal that the pent-up enthusiasm of
the crowdshould be let loose. The welkin
rang as the great waves of enthusiasm
surged out upon the air. 1t was a proud
moment for the man who had received
splendid honors at the hands of his party
and bad never known defeat in leading
the democratic hosts to victory. It was
fortunate that the idea of holding the
meeting in the hall had been’abandoned,
for no half dozen hallsin the pretty first
district village would bave comfortably
accommodated the enthusiastic crowd.
The cheery smile of the chairman must
have been contagious had not the multi-
tude been already in excellent humor.
He was evidently glad to find conditlons
so favorable to an approaching demo-
cratic triumph. There was no sulking
gither in what he said or in the way in
which he said it.

Goodman and James M. Beauchamp,
seventh district.

William W. Beck, Esq., candidate for
States attorney in the primary contest,
was given a splendid reception by bis
hosts of first district friends.. If Mr.
Beck had friends in his laudable ambi-
tion to represent his county as its State’s
attorney, he shoald have many more
now. His manly, unselfish way of ac-
cepting the decision of the ballot called
forth rounds of applanuse and drew the
great pulsing heart of the assembled
democracy closer than ever to him. He
had reason to feel that he was in touch
with his people. Mr. Beck called upon
his friends to stand true to themselves
and true to their party. This is no time
he declared to think of disappointments
of the past; the future and the present
success of the old party is the paramount
duty of the hour.

M. deK. Smith, Esq., made a speech
which awakenedthe greatest enthusiasm.,
His reception was one which came di-
rect from the hearts of his auditors. His
words were conservative,limely and elo-
quent. While not marked with bitter-
ness they bore no impress of doubt as to
full democratic success this fall, and
were marked by profound earnestness.

In
addition to being one of the sweelesl
singers in Maryland, Prof. McNulty 1s a
capital good tellow and a gentleman,
Indeed, he may be said to have been a
lion on the occasion of his visit of last
week.

Galena Cornet Band discoursed fine
music during the evening, which added
greatly to the pleasure of the occasion.
This fine aggregation of players have
continued to improve the quality of their
work, until Galena Cornet Band may
safely be said to be one of the very finest
on the Eastern Shore.

In accepting the chair Mr. Hepbron
gaid: “1I was a candidate for the nomi-
nation for the State Senate from this
county; Mr. Vickers was my opponent
and defeated me, and I now ask all of
my friends to support and vote for him
and all the rest of the democratic ticket.”
