C.J.SCOTT DEAD.

An Aged and Highly Respected Citi-
zen Passes Away.

Cornelius J. Scott, one of the most
promineutand highly respected citizens
of Kent county,died at his home in Galena
at 9.45,0’clock on Friday morning,aged 78
years. Mr. Scott was in Chestertown
less than three weeks ago, and though
giving some evidences of feebleness asthe
result of increasing age, he was as bright
and pleasant as usual.

He contracted am illness which de-
veloped into a spell of typhoid pneumonia
which rapidly culminated in death.
Though many of Mr. Scott’s friends knew
of his illness but few knew of its serious
nature and the end came as a startling
surprise.

The funeral took place at 2.30 o’clock
on Monday afternoon in Galena M. E.
Church. The church was packed with
friends from nearly every section of the
county who assembled to pay the last
tribute of respect to one of the very best
citizens of the community, The services
were conducted by Rev. E. P.Prettyman.
The pall-bearers were: William A. Hy-
land, James W. Hurtt, J. Thomas Pen-
nington, .J. F. M. Woodall, Jeremiah
Peacock and Mr. Diggs, of Baltimore,
father of the wife of Dr. E. A. Scott.
Cornelius J. Scott was the youngest
son of Dr. Edward Scott and was born
in Galena on September 10th, 1821.

His childhood was passed inthe little
village in which the greater portion of
his active and useful life was spent and
where he was found awaiting the last
great summon. Ambitious and energetic
as 4 young man he went west, but soon
returned to his native town and county.
His chosen profession was the law, but
he never practiced in court, confining
himself to office work in the community
in which he lived. He was a man of con-
siderable wealth, superior intelligence
and sterling worth. No man knew Cor-
nelius J. Scott who did not know that
his word was his bond in every transac:-
tion of life.

He was a democrat from principle and
held several offices from his party. He
was county commissioner in the 60’s,
judge of the orphan’s court from 1871 to
1895 and was school commissioner for
about 17 years. All of which offices he
filled with unfailing fidelity. He leaves
three children—Dr. E. A. Scott, of
Galena, Mrs. Sophia C. Hurtt and Mrs.
Elizabeth Woodside, of Pennsylvania.
His wife died about two years ago. His
three sisters, who lived to be nearly 80
years of age,died within the last three or
four years.

LeEAGUE HISTORY.

The splendid organization of Christian
workers now known as the Easton Dis-
trict Epworth League, was organized in
Smyrna, October_3d, 1890 with Rev. R
K. Stephenson as its first president. A
number of chapters were formed during
the vear, and the first annual convention
was held at Clayton, when Rev. R. W.
Todd was elected president. The next
annual convention was held at Chester-
town Sept. 20—22 1892, when Rev. V. S
Collins was elected president. Centre-
ville entertained the convention in
1893, and Easton in 1894, Rev. J. P.
Otis being selected as  president
at the last named convention. Rev.
R. Irving Watkins was made president
at the St. Michaels convention in 1895,
and at the Cecilton convention in 1896,
Aubrey Vandiver, the first layman to fill
the place, was selected as president.

Green was made president, to be suec-
ceeded by Rev. E. C. Atkins at the Mid-
dletown convention last year.

The evening session was opened by a
song service, convention chorus, fol-
lowed by a real feast of good things.
The address of welcome by Mr. M. Wil-
ber Thomas was a most felicitous hit,
and the delegates have not yet ceased to
compliment him and thank him for the
words of welcome which he uttered with
such convincing eloquence and sincerity.
It was no perfunctory duty which he re-
luctantly discharged, but was an apprcs
priate welcome to congenial friends.

Lemonade and cake were
served and fully enjoyed after a day of
pleasant work.
