Some Suggestions for Dainty Feasts
for Winter Evenings.

The long evenings are here,and young
and old must, to a great extent, depend
upon the resourcefulness of themselves or
their friends for entertainment.

Thesein other
words will be, cold chicken, cold tongue,
coffee, tea, water, breads, pickles, butter,
cakes and Washington pies, doughnuts.

A RAINBOW SUPPER.

« A Rainbow Supper” is pretty and at-
tractive.
