STATE ELECTION AFTER-
MATH.

When the New Officials Will go Into
Office—State Patronage and Sal-
aries and Other Echoes of the

Democratic Landslide in
the State at Large,

—_—

The great democratic landslide in the
State introduced many points of general
interest. Not the least important of
these is the question of salaries of public
officials.

The Governor of Maryland has a large
number of appointments to make, many
of them to important offices. He usually
begins with his Secretary of State,whose
salary is $2000. There are 10 employes
of the Governor’s office at Annapolis,
the salaries ranging from $600 to $1,200.
Following are the principal State officials
with their salaries :

The Governor hasin all about 925 di-
rect appointments to make, the majority
being to « flices of more or less emolu-
ment. Of this number, about 675 are
civil magistrates. As a member of the
Board of Public Works the Governor
takes part in the appointment of all the
employes of the State fishery force. He
18 ex-cflicio a member of nearly all the
boards governing public institutions, and
which countrol a considerable amount of
desirable patronage. His personal staff
consists of 16 members, and positions
upon it are much sought after by persons
who do not care for office of any Kkind.
The Board of Public Works appoints the
Tax Commissioner and Insurance Com-
missioner.

Among the appointments of iniport-
ance, although the offices are practically
without salary, are the School Commis-
sioners and the Supervisors of Elections
in the counties. The 20 offices of Notary
nublic allotted to Baltimore and those in
the counties are much sought after, some
of them paying handsomely. - Appoint-
ments to some of the important non-pay-
ing boards and commissions are also
sought after as an honor.

The next Governor will be called upon
to appoint,for termsof about a year each,
successors to three judges, whose terms
will expire. These will be Chief Judge
James McSherry, of the Court of Ap-
peals and of the sgixth circuit; Jud:e
Charles F. Holland, of the first circuit,
and Judge James D. Watters, of the
third circuit.

Should the next Legislature pass the
Reform League or similar police reorgan-
ization bills, the Governor will have the
appointment of three Police Commis-
sioners and three police examiners for
Baltimore city.

L FEEddEERT add s =

WHEN THEY WILL ASSUME OFFICE.

Governor Smith will be inaugurated on
the seconil Monday of next January, and
will hold office for four years, at an an-
nual salary of $4,500.

Comptroller Hering was elected for
two years, at an annual salary of $2,500,
and will take charge of the office on the
third Monday in January. He has the
appointment of three or four clerks.

Attorney-General Rayner was elected
for four years, at an annual salary af
$3,000, and may enter upon his duties as
soon as he receives his commission, He
will have a fund at his disposal for the
employment of a clerk.

The Judges of the Orphawn’s Court
were elected for four years, and may
enter upon their duties as soon as they
receive their cominissions, They
paid $§6 apiece forevery day the court
is in session, and will have the appoiot-
ment of one balliff and two appraisers.
The bailiffs’ salary is $1,5300 ayear. The
appraisers are paid by fees, which
amount to between $2,000 and 2,500 a
year for each.

e

l Sheriff Schwatka was elected for two

years, and will be paid by fees, which, it
is said, generally amount to a large sum.
He will have the appointment of one
chief clerk and about 13 deputies, whose
salaries range from $1,000 to about 1,800
a year.

Clerk of the City Court Schultz, a
democrat, was re-elected, There are
three deputy clerks in his office.

WHAT DR. CARGILL SAYS.

Dr. J. Marcus Cargill, colored, last
week, in discussing the results of the
election, said: .

“I believe that at least twenty or
twenty-five thousand colored men voted
for Col. John Walter Smith, believing
that the result would opon up in the
future for them a chance for recognition
and respect. The colored man will
know his friends hereafter, and may be
depended upon to stand where his inter-
est lies in political contests. It is won-
derful to note the independence among
colored voters at this time.

“1 believe that the colored vote is
now divided and will deserve the re-
spect of the people in power. There
were a great many colored men in Balti-
more and the counties who had the
courage of their convictions. When I
said to them ‘Be a friend to your
neighbors’ they took the advice at
once and showed it in their actions at the
polls.”

HIS SEAT IN CONGRESS,

Some discussion as tothe course which
will be pursued by Col. John Walter
Smith, Democratic Governer-elect, has
been caused by the fact that he has been
a member of Congress since last March,
having been elected one year ago. It is
said that Colonel Smith can retain his
seat In Congress until he is inaugurated
Governor. -

“The Constitution of the United States
also provides for a writ of election to be
issued by executive authority in case of a
vacancy in the House of Representa-
tives. Another condition ought to be cb-
served, and that is, that the Bouse of
Representatives should be notified of the
resignation. The Judiciary Committee
of the House has held that while the res-
ignation is made to the Governor of the
State, the name of the member remains
on the roll of the House until the House
is formally notified of the resignation
either by the member or the Governor.”

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT.

Cne of the extraordinary features of
the election was the decisive vote in Bal-
timore city against the constitutionaj
amendment to increase the salaries of the
judges of the Supreme Bench of Balti-
more city by $1500, all of which was to
be paid out of the city treasury. Mem-
bers of the bar without distinction as to
party, the press and both potitical parties
had openly favored this amendment, and
yet nearly 22 000 more votes were cast
against it than for it, the exact figures
being 9,430 for the amendment and 31,-
204 against it.

FIGHT BETWEEN CAMELS.

———

Two camels were brought into the
grounds at the back of the palace and
made to fauce each other. They were
male animais whose vicious tendencies
had made 1t necessary for them to be
kept from the rest of the cattle and who
had been carefully fed in the chieftains
fighting stock as being especially power-
ful animals.

At a signal fromthe prince the creat-
ures were let loose and shandded toward
each other. At first they merely feinted,
skirmished about in a ciumsy fashion,
their long, awkward legs an irresistibly
ludicrous sight. Presently they began to
foam at the mouth, their faces became
contorted with fury and a sort of fencing
match took place. Their heads darted
from side to side, and they strove to
seize each other with their teeth. They
groaned and roared furiously, and the
spectators were soon worked up to a
high pitch of excitement.

At length one camel seized his enemy
by the leg, while the other a large, long
haired animal retaliated by laying hold
on his opponent’s ear. Blood flowed
freely, and opinion was divided as to
whicbh camel would be the victor.

At last the long-haired camel, whose
grip on his adversary’s ear was nct very
firm, suddenly let go, but the other con-
tinued to hold on to his autagonist’s leg
and even to drag him about, roaring
with pain.

The prince eventually gave the order
to separate the combatants, but it
required the efforts of nearly a dozen
men with ropes, chains and cudgels to
put an end to the affray. Hvep then the
wound on the leg of the vanquished
camel was so serious that I believe the
poor creature was crippled for months.

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Largest Peach and Largest Apple.

From the Denver Republican.

The biggest peach in the world is be-
side the biggest apple in the world at the
State house in this city. At least the
records show no larger specimens than
these, and Mrs. Shute, secretary of the
horticultural society, will hold them as
record breakers until some one ‘“shows
her,” although she is not frem Missouri.
The fruit was grown on a farm in Mon-
tezuma county, and until measured yes-
terday, it was not known that the apple,
which attracted so much attention in the
recent street fair, was the companion of
a record-breaking peach. The peach is of
a rich color. It is 44 inches in diameter,
nearly round, and weighs 21 ounces. The
apple is much Jarger than the peach, but
only half an ounce heavier. The apple
measures d inches through one way, and
44 another. It is of the Wolf River va-
riety. The weight is little more than
that of the peach, because apples carry
less moisture. The moisiure in peaches
makes them outweigh apples of a corre-
sponding size. This apple was exhibited
by J. D. Hall, of Cortez, Montezuma
county, at the street fair, with a number
of other large specimens, but uatil yes-
terday it was not measured and weighed.
He is also the contributor of the peach.

A SPLENDID WORK.

Thr Henry Watson Children’s Aid
Society’s Appeal.

THE EDITORS OF THE CHESTERTOWN
TRANSCKRIPT—DEAR Sirs:—May I beg a
limited space in your valued journal, in
which to call attention to *“The Henry
Watson Children’s Aid Society,” of Bal-
timore, which, from the date of its organ-
ization, September 18, 1860, has rescued
thousands of children from lives of
degradation and crime. As we are very
desirous, sir, to continue the placing of
our wards in your county, we beg your
assistance,

This society believes that the best dis-
position which can be made of the ma-
jority of the unfortunate children, who
are thrown upon the mercy of the char-
itable public, is to place them in good
country homes, Children, who, from
the misfortune or the neglect of their
natural guardians, are deprived of the
happiness of home life, should be taken
away from their old environments, and
placed where they can make new ties,
and where they may learn'by experience
-what are the daily cares and joys of
happy family life. There can be no
nobler charitable work than to provide a
home for a poor child in which it may
receive kind care and moral training.
May we beg your numerous readers to
aid us in our work, either by taking into
his or her family one of our little wards,
or by urging some friend or neighbor to
do so. In this connection, we would
call your special attention to our “little
tots,”” ranging in age from ¢nfancy to
eight years. Our experience of nearly
forty years teaches us that it is easier to
train a child under the age of eight years
than one over that age. A younger child
will prove much more desirable “in the
long run,” as its habits are not formed,
and it will, as a natural conscquence, the
more readily settle dewn in the home
of its adoption. In families in which
there are no young children, the above
arrangement is particularly desirable.

Oar wards go out upon a fair trial of
two months, Should they prove unde-
sirable, they can be returned upon a
prompt notification, with cause of com-
plaint, to the Society’s office. We desire
to find homes of the following kind:

1. Homes in which children of any
age may be adopted.

2. Homes in which children of any
age may be received, and in which they
may remain until eighteen years of age.

A MAJOR-GENERAL WHO DID
HIS OWN WASHING.

Gen. Charles King contributes to the
Youth’s Companion his * Recollections
of General Crook,” with whom he went
through many an Indian campaign in the
seventies. He says of him :

‘* He rarely read anything but nature’s
books, although he had a mathematical
gift, and not only stood well in scientific
studies at the Point, as did Grant, but
he helped along his unmathematical
roommate, Sheridan. Writing was some-
thing Crook abhorred. He could hardly
decipher one of his own pages, and his
letters and despatches like those of old
‘ Rough and Ready,” Gen. Zachary Tay-
lor, were generally penned by some bril-
llant stafl officer.

“ Children he loved and treated witha
shy tenderness that was sweet to see,but
he had none of his own. His wife wasa
Maryland girl who won his heart during
the war days, while her brother and oth-
er enterprising ‘rebs’ made way with
his body, capwuring him by a daring
night raid into Cumberland.

‘“ Like Grant, he was simplicity itself
in speech, rarely lifting up his voice,and
only once did I ever hear him speak an
impatient word or one that faintly resem-
bled an expletive, but that was in the
thick of the Sioux campaign of 1876, and
when he had much to try him.

“We had to eat our horses that year
to keep alive. We had no tents, and
hardly a change of underwear could be
found in the whole column. We were
wet, bedraggled and dirty when we
reached the Yellowstone, but the general
was as badly off as the humblest trooper,
and minded it less. There we met the
spruce command of General Terry,and
Terry himself, in handsome uniform, the
picture of the gentleman and soldier,
came over to our bivouac to call on
Crook. 1 wasdrying my bucksking at a
fire as he approached, and stepped for-
ward to salute bhim.

‘“ Where shall I find General Crook ?”
sald he.

“For a moment 1 could not answer.
Then an old trooper grinned and nodded
toward the river, and there squatted on
a rock, well out in the stream, stripped to
the waist and scrubbing away at his shirt,
was our general, and Terry was too
much of a gentleman even tolook amused
at the sight. .

Fox.) The soldicrs had their pet names,
but we, his officers, who followed him all
over the west, from the Mexican border
to the upper Ycllowstone, spoke of him
always as ‘the general,’ our general. That

EASTERN SHO’' GAME.

A Baltimore Paper as to Bob-tai-
: Foxes in Kent.

Editor Grasty, who, since 1896 has dis-
played great interest in the Eastern
Sho’, bas investigated game conditions
on thig side of the bay with the following
result. The News says:

“The gunning season on the Kastern
Shore has opened prosperously,and, not-
withstanding reports to the contrary bidls
fair to give good sport, despite the severe
winter. In Kent county rabbits are nu-
merous, but partridges are rather scarce,
though gunners are makivg fairly good
bags. At Centreville, Queen Anne coun-
ty, the local gunners are trying to pre-
vent gunning for partridges, as they
claim the birds should rest a season. To
replace this sport fox-hunting is receiv-
ing much attention. Kent county is also
indu‘ging in this pastime to a great ex-
tent.

“* 'he two counties hunt the fox aftera
different fashion., Kent countians have
fast dogs, and to give Reynard a chance
they cut . ff or shave its brush whenever
caught. There are now three tailless
foxcs near Chestertown that have been
run tlree seasons. In Queen Anne they
do not bother with Reynard's extremity,
but use slow dogs 80 they can have an
all day chase and finich in good condi-
tion.

“ At Queen Anne, in the lower end of
Queen Anne county, birds and rabbits
are plentiful, "
“In Caroline county, particularly near
D-:nt n, there are plenty of rabbits but
few bhirds. Near Greenwood, Del., a fa-
mous gunning section, birds and rabbits
are scarce, though oune hunter found and
killed twenty-four birds and nine rabbits
in two days,.

“Talbot county is overrun with rab
bits, and birds are numerous, particular-
ly along the roads from Easton to
Trappe and Oxford. At 8St. Michael’s
a few birds and plenty of rabbits are re-
ported., From St. Michael’s point of
view ducking is bv far better sport than
either bird or rabbit hunting, There are
large numbers of coots on the Miles
river, and some red-heads are reported
on the Wye river.

“ Through Dorchester county gunners
seem to find rabbits plentiful, but repor
birds scarce. Mr. Conway W. Sams
spent a few days recently in Somerset
county trying some dogs, and he says
the season for birds will be fair to good.
“There is one thing very noticeable in
every connty, and that is that local gun-
ners are trying to make everyone Dbe-
lieve Lthat there is no game at all, in order
to keep out visiting sportsmen. There
is, however, no doubt that the Kastern
Shore sportsmen will try to get a closed
season as soon as they can, and it is
generally believed that it will be for
three years.

“Coon hunting will be at its height
about the latter part of this montb.
Throughout the Shore there is an abun-
dance of these scrappy animals, and
many a good night’s sport will be fur-
nished.”
