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AN ERROR has been made in the total
colored registered vote of Kent county
as heretofore published. Thecorrect fig-
ures are 1877 and not 1899.
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GARRET A. HoBART, vice-president of
the United States, died on Tuesday morn-
ing, at his home in Patterson, N. J. Serc-
ator William Pitt Frye, of Maine, the
president pro tempore of the Senate,
will be president of the body and vice-
president of the United States.
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IN REFERRING to those named for
gome of the choice places among the
State appointments, Hon. Marion de-
Kalb Smith is mentioned for the Stale
Tax Commissionership. Mr. Smith is
also prominently mentioned in connec-
tion with the congressional nomination
as the successor of Governor-elect John
Walter Smitbh.
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UNDER TIE PRESENT LAW the
result of the late election will have
the effect of changing the position of the
democratic ticket on the official ballot.
Jackson and the old hickory will go in
the first instead of in the second column.
The law provides that the successful
party’s ticket at the preceding guberna-
torial election shall have precedence on

in Chestertown during the short interval
since the recent election are to be taken
as a criterion, the “white man’s burden”
in Kent for the next four years will be
quite substantial. Without claiming to
be entirely exact in dollars and cents,
last Friday and Monday’s cases in the
magistrate courts of Judges J.W.Wright
and Benj. N. 8. Wilkins, will foot up
about two hundred dollars. It should
be remembered too that dbut three con-
victzons followed this outlay of the tax-
payer’s hard-earned dollars. Apart from
other effects of republican success in
Kent county there remains no room for
doubt that the moral effect of the elec-
tion of republican officials in Kent and
other sections having so large an element
of the lawless and uneducated, is deplor-
able. With even-hauded justice meted
oui with scrupulous exactness, the char-
acter and frequency of campaigns as cun-
ducted by therepublican leaders in this
county,must have a demoralizing and un-
salutary effect upon the colored masses.
Justice Wright had posted himself in the
law bearing upon the cases before him,
and conducted a searching examination
of the witnesses, and still it was impos-
sible to secure convicting testimony.

There is no room to doubt
that at least twenty-five men were im-
plicated in the disreputable proceedings
of election night, and it is a matter for
general regret that an example could
not have been of more of the mob. The
magistrate, however, states that he could

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An After-Election Philosopher.

It is a time-honored saying which puts
it that * good that comes too late is good
for nothing.” It is truly regrettable that
that eloquent exponent of all that is pure
in politics and other matters of life (in
which somebody else is interested,) J. V.
L. Findlay, has overlooked this old-time
trueism. Since being eternally shelved
by a flood-tide of democratic votes, the
picturesque Mr. Findlay finds that it is
highly important that the education of
the colored voter be along the lines of
INDEPENDENCE, but, AFTER-ELECTION
independence, mind you. Mr. Findlay
ventilated himself upon the subject of
negro independence as follows:

‘“Now a word as to the colored man
and his relations to the Republican party.
He was freed and enfranchised by the
party, but it does not follow from this
circumstance that he is to be its bonds-
man for all time to come. The colored
man must learn that he has no c¢laims
upon the party'bacﬂuae he is black, and
the party must at the same time learn
that it has no claim on him for the same
reason. If an intelligent colored mgn,
Jdiffering from the great mass of intelli-
gent white men in the country, thinks
that the democratic party is right, let
him cast in his fortunes with it. He
should be just as free in making his
party choice, as the white man,and as .o
white Republican thinks that he has a
claim on the party because he is white,
so a colored man must feel that he has
no claim upon it because he is black. A
very large proportion of the venal and
shiftless colored people now vote the
democratic ticket, and if a considerable
number who represent the property and
intelligence of that class can be induced
to do the same by showing that the
the democratic partyis the friend of the
colored man, Republican interests will
not suffer.”

MONEY AND ELECTIONS.

The Reform League of Baltimore City,
has a corrupt-practices -bill ready to be
presented to the Legislature at its next
session. The object of the bill is to
limit the use of money in elections.

The bill provides that no candidate for
office shall, either by himself or through
agents or political committees, pay, prom-
ise or offer any money or other valuable
thing exceeding in the aggregate a sum
determined upon the following basis:
For 5,000 voters or less $100: for each
100 voters over 5,000 and under 25,000,
$1; for each 100 voters over 25,000, 50
cents. The number of voters is to Le ascer-
tained by the total number of yotes cast
for all the candidates for such oflices at
the last preceding regular election to fill
it. This sum, however, shall not include
the actual traveling expenses and board
bills of the candidate, nor money paid
for printed matter in newspapers, pamph-
lets, letters or circulars.

Under this act a candidate for Goy-
ernor of Maryland could legitimately ex-
pend for campaign and election purposes,
$1,250 outside of the sums allowed for

| traveling expenses, printing, etc., as just

mentioned. A candidate for Mayor or
any municipal office voted for in the
entire city, could expend  $547, candi-
dates for the State Senate or Housc of
Delegates could expend $171, and candi-
dates for First Branch City Council
would be limited to $100 each, the total
vote for the office last May not exceeding
5,000 in any ward. Candidates for Sec-
ond Branch City Council could contrib-
ute $134 each.

Every candidate, within 30 days after
the election, must make out and file with
the clerk of the Circait Court in bhis
county, or the eclerk of the Superior
Court in Baltimore city, and with the
officer empowered by law to issue the
certificate of election to the place sought,
a complete written statement of all
money contributed, expended or prom-
ised by him, and, to the best of his
knowledge, hy any other persous in his
behalf, or in connection with the election
of any other person or persons. The
dates of all payments or promises, the
names of the recipients and the purpose
of the payment or promise must be
plainly stated. This statement must be
sworn to, and the successful candidate
cannet receive his commission until he
files the same.

The law also sets its dragnet for politi-
cal committees. Every committee or
organization which has anything to do
with raising or disbursing money for
election purposes is deemed a political
committee. It must appoint a treasurer,
who shall keep a careful record of all
money received and spent, as all money
must pass through his hands. Any at-
tempt by a committee to collect or ex-
pend money except in accordance with
the act is unlawfal. Thetreasurer’s rec-
ord must show the amounts, dates and
purpose of every receipt and expendi-
ture. Within 30 days after an election
the treasurer must file a complete sworn
statement of receipts and expenditures.
This statement must cover a period be-
ginning 90 days before election and ter-

minating when the statement is filed.
Full particulars regarding unpaid debts
and obligations must be included.

All these statements of candidates and
commitees are to be kept on file for four
years and be open to public inspection.

The law then goes on to provide pen-
alties for violations., The candidate who
fails to comply may be fined not less
than $100 nor more than $1000, or im-
prisoned for not more than two- years:
or both fined and imprisoned. The com-
mittee treasurer who fail: to file the re-
quired statement may be fined any sum
between $100 and $1000. Failure to
keep correct book accounts, or the alter-
ation, mutilation or destruction of
books, with intent to conceal anything,
or failure to file a statement after notice
given him after the expiration of the
titne limit, is punishable Dy imprisonment
of not more than two years or less than
six montbhs. Willful false statements are
to be dealt with by the law covering per-

jury.

PRIMARY ELECTIONS.

It is evident now that a primary election
law will be one of the bills presented in
the next Legislature. A bill has already
been outlined by Mr. J. C. Rose, of Bal-
timore, which provides that all primary
elections be placed under the jurisdiction
of the county and city supervisors of
election.

The feature of the proposed bill which
has excited the most diverse comment is
that providing for an enrollment of
yoters according to party affiliation. The
books kept by registration officers are to
be arranged to show such affiliation. In
addition to the entries now made when
a voter registers, there is to be a column
headed ‘* Party Affiiiation.” ' Upon pre-
senting himself for registration the voter
18 to be asked to state his politics. If he
says he is a Democrat, Republican, or
connected with any other party, the
answer is recorded. If he should decline
to state his party afliliation such fact
must be recorded If he voted in the
last preceding primary of any party that
fact is also to be noted. A voter may de-
cline to state his party affiliation, but in
such case he will not be permitted to
vote.in the next primaries of any parvy.
At any intermediate registration a voter
may have the record of his party aflilia-
tion altered or stricken out.

All general or local laws relating to
general elections are to be made applica-
ble to primary elections. All primary
eleetions held by any party which at the
next preceding Presidential election cast
20 per cent. or more of the total number
of votes will be subject to the provisions
of this law. After the next general
I‘ngﬂtl‘ﬂt‘;’ﬂﬂ held after the passage of the
law the board of election supervisors of
the city and the several counties shall
have separate poll lists made up of each
political party. After each intermediate
registration the lists must be revised in
accordance with the result. After the
law is fully in operation not mofe than
000 voters of the party holding a primary
are to be grouped inany primary election
precinct.

All primary elections are to be by bal-

ot and subject to the rules and regula-

tions of the party. The party organiza-
tion is to fix the time of the primary,gir-
ing at least 30 days’ notice to the board
of supervisors. Polls must be open at
least five hours. They shall not open be-
fore noon nor close later than 8 p. M.
The location of, polling places must be
furnished the supervisors of election six
days before the primaries. _
Any portion or fraction of a party may
secure representation among the judges
and clerks by filing specified certificates,

naming the personsthey desire so chosen.
To secure suchrepresentation for the en-

tire city of Baltimore, or an entire Con-
gressional district, not less than 300 sig-
natures must be obtained : for an legisla-
tive district of Baltimore, or an entire
county, 150 signatures; for a ward of
Baltimore, 100 signatures; for an elec-
tion district of a county, 50 signatures.
If one or more such certificates of appli-
cation be properly filed there shall be a
judge and a clerk allowed for each. If
no certificates are filed the judges and
clerks are to be appointed according to
regular party usage.

A primary election inspector for each
polling place is to be named by the super-
visors of elections in the manner that
judges and clerks are named. He must
be regularly enrolled as a member of his
party. The duties of the inspector are
to take a copy of the poll list and check
off the name of each person who votes in
the primary. He may examine all ballots,
books and papers, but has no other pow-
ers beyond noting what he sees. When
the returns have been made out he is to
certify them, or fully detail in writing
the reasons why he refuses to do so. He
1s to take charge of the sealed ballot box
and the copy of the returns and return
them to the office of the supervisors of
elections.  The inspector is to be made
use of in presenting to the grand jury
facts regarding violations of the law.

The supervisors of elections are to
have printed the baliots used in primaries.
Provision is made for furnishing ballots
to any candidates, delegates or voters, or
groups of such, who may desire others
than those ordered by the party organiza-
tion. Hach ticket voted for may have a
challenger to represent it, who may also
witness the count. Judges and clerks
who interfere with challengers or en-
deavor to obstruct them in any way may
be severely punished. Glass ballot boxes

.and carefully prepared polling lists are

to be used. The supervisors of elections
are to canvass the returns as under the
general election law.

The feature of this law which provokes
greatest criticism is that providing for
an enrollment of voters according to
party affiliation. [t is arguedthat a man
may be sincerely a democrat or a repub-
lican, yet at some election circumstances
may arise which would induce him to
yote the opposite ticket. It is claimed
that many men would not desire a con-
flict between their political conscience
and the primary election law, and would,
therefore, decline to announce their
party afliliation. In such casethey could
not vote at a primary. This would leave
onjy the pronounced, out-and-out party
men enrolled as such, and this state of
affairs, it is thought by many who have
been recently discussing the subject,
would tend to build up partisan machines
of great power, as voters who would be
content to be enrolled as strict party
men under all circumstances, would, 1t
1s contended, be more subject to machine
control,
