RIOT AND DISORDER CASES.

The State Failed to Sustain its
oCases and Twenty of the
Twenty--Four Were
Dismissed, Three
Convicted.

Justice J. W. Wright yesterday finally
disposed of the last of the riot and dis-
order cases of Noyember the seventh. As
stated in the TRANSCRIPT last week, all
of the ten charges against colored men
for disturbing the peace, were dismissed.
All of the State witnesses failed to
positively identify any of the men who
entered their homes, and in the absence
of other witnesses, the justice was
forced to dismiss the cases.

On Friday the fourteen charges against
colored men for rioting on election night,
were taken up in Justice Wright's court.
The testimony was substantially that a
crowd of colored men went to the home
