The State
should see to it that Prof. Johnson is
amply provided with means and facilities
for continuing the great work which he
has so satisfactorily carried out in the
past.

AFFAIRS POLITICAL.

Rev. Frank T. Benson, pastor of Grace
M. P. Church, Centreville, in a germon
to the local lodge Junior Order United
American Mechanics, gave President
McKinley a severe arraignment for not
enforcing the law against the canteen,
and for the conduct of the administration
in general,

Dorchester county republicans have
determieed to contest the election of all
the democrats who were returned elected,
namely, State’s Attorney, Sheriff, three
judges of Orphans’ Court, two members
of House of Delegates and County
Surveyor. The republicans will not
only base their petition for a recount on
allegations of improperly marked bal-
lots, but will also claim that two districts
which gave democratic majorities should
be thrown out. " George W. Woolford,
democratic candidate for the board of
county commissioners was the only
democrat returned defeated and peti-
tioned for a recount The majori'y
against him was 35.

Were Kent county democrats disposed
to stand upon legal technicalities to the
same extent as are their republican
friends in Dorchester, there is little
doubt that Pomona and Fairlee districts
might be made the cause of serious trou-
ble because of election day irregularities.
At both of these places the polls were
not opened for voting until from one to
over two hours after the hour prescribed
by law. . These two districts gave a re-
publican majority on the commissioners’
ticket of 212, and would mean the defeat
of the entire republican ticket were they
thrown out. Then, too, a transparent
ballot was in no way conducive to a secret
vote.

Messrs, Atwell, Hill and Haddaway,
the county commissioners-elect were in
Chestertown on Tuesday all ready to be
sworn into their new duties, but because
of a failure of the commissions to ar-
rive on time as expected they were dis-
appointed and the old board remains in
office.

Sheriff-elect John C. Davis was on
hand and took a survey of the jail pre-
paratory to assuming the duties of his
office. It is stated that Mr. Davis will
gell out his mercantile business at Po-
mona and devote his entire time to the
duties of sheriff,

The office of magistrate in the differ-
ent districts is creating much interest.
In addition to the names of Messrs. T.
Waters Russell and J.Evan Thomas,it is
stated that Mr. Willard Melvin would
not besaverse to assuming the responsi-
bilities of justice of the peace. Then,too,

.Mr. J. Cordray Loud, would be perfectly

willing to add the workof the ruagis-
trate’s office to his present duties.

Mr. Melvin is also spoken of in con-
nection with the appointments of the
board of election supervisors. Messrs.
John Brice and John N. Dodd,as already
stated, are prominently mentioned in
connection with these places.

At Galena Mr. George 'W. Jacoby and
Henry Parr are both mentioned as pos-
sibilities for the position of magistrate.
Mr. Joseph Boyd, the present juﬁimﬁe, it
is said, has been considering the advisa-
bility of resigning and seeking a re-
appointment, to shut off the democratic
appointee. The law precludes this in
the case of the office of magistrate.

In Millington, Mr. William Comegys’
name has been mentioned in connection
with magisterial honors. While there 1s
ample material from which to select, so
far as reported, Mr. Comegys is the only
one mentioned.

In Rock Hall, ex-judge Wilkins seems
to hawve the call. Mr. Wilkins has had
broad experience and made a good
official. The names of J. Frank Wheat-
ley and J. A. Schwatka are also sug-
gested.

It is insisted by many that a magistrate
should be at Edesville, nearer the centre
of the district. In connection with this
additional officer for the fifth district,
many are urging Mr. Samuel Burgess,
present member of the orphans’ court.

It has been suggested, and with much
force and color of reason,thatthe office
of magistrate be made a salarie.d office,
and that all fees go into the county
treasury. This, it is contended, would do
away with many evils which have been
conspicuous in Kent and other counties
of the State. The suggestion is certainly
not a bad one.

A reform which the democrats had
mapped out had the Legislature been
democratic in 1896, and which will prokb-
ably be carried into execution for Kent
by the Legislature of 1900, will be the
making of the cffice of State’s Attorney
a salaried office.

The official vote, recorded with the
Secretary of State, giyes Governor-elect
John Walter Smith aclear majority over
all, of 5,629 ; Comptroller Hering’s ma-
jority over all is 5,488 ; Attorney-General
Rayner’s majority over all is 8,721. The
majority against the Constitutional
Amendment is 30,297.

The Baltimore papers of Tuesday
stated that Goyernor Lowndes had
designated the chiefs of the Orphan’s
Courts in the different counties except
Kent. The list then went on to give
Judge Thomas A. Jacobs as the chief
judge for this county.

The cause of
bloody oysters has never been satisfac-
torily explained,for the conditions which
are blamed for the ugly spot one year
do not cause it in succeeding seasons:
The catch continues, but at lower prices.
The lot of a tonger is of a verity a hard
one during these later years.

The Keiffer pear crop has been mark-
eted from this section with satisfaction
to the growers. The Keiffer is king, but
who knows how soon he may be de-
throned by something newer and better ?

Mrs. Henrietta Townsend got a splin-
ter in her hand recently and picked it
with a pin. It was an apparently small
matter, but in a few days her hand and
arm began to swell, requiring the atten-
tion of a physician., Dr. Hines was
called and found the arm swollen to the
shoulder with great danger of blood
poisoning, necessitating the use of the
lance in a number of places.

PARADISE QUESTION.

Messrs.EpIrToRs :—Permit me through
your paper to correct some wrong im
pressions which might be made by an
article published in the Kent News last
Saturday. I referto the caption, ‘‘Caused
a Stir.” Public teachers aresupposed to
know what they teach, both before and
after the time of teaching. In my sermon
Sunday evening, Nov. 19th, I had occa-
sion to refer to the dying thief and to
the departure of Christ for three days
from the earth, but without a shade of
strange or new doctrine such as the
church has not held during her entire
history. When I say church, I meanthe
standard-bearers of her theology, men
who deal with the fundamental princi-
ples of biblical truth, and bring to the
body politic codes and systems of relig-
ious thought calculated to keep the peo-
ple free from error if faithfully taught
and expounded by her ministry.

The speaker only announced a Bible
truth when he said, “ the dying thief did
not go to heaven but to the place of the
dead.” “And Christ did not goto heaven
on the day He died, but He went to
Hades, Paradise—the place of the dead.”
That the place of the souls between death
and the resurrection is different from
their final abode, was generally believed
by the primitive church. Itisa doctrine
of the Church of England, and of the
Protestant Episcopal Church in this
country, and was certainly believed by
John Wesley and Dr. Adam Clarke, two
of the great lights of Methodism. It
was also advocated by Scott, Magee and
Campbell among the Presbyterians, as
well as by scores of learned and pious
men who were never suspected of Popery
or Universalism. We haye, therefore,no
reason to reject this doctrine, or to dis-
cuss it with prejudice or fear from any
apprehension thatits tendency isto favor
the errors found in some ‘“hymns” and
other writings of sincere and good men.

When man fell into sin, he became
heir to a three-fold death: physical,
spiritual and eternal. Our Advocate,
Jesus Christ, consented to meet the
whole case for man, therefore, He placed
Himself in a position to do this very
thing. Hence, Paul said, “ That He by
the grace of God should taste death for
every man.”

He was counted as a sinner for the
sake of sinners. He actually died physi-
cal death on Calvary. He “tasted” eter-
nal death when he descended into Hades.
Our Deliverer took the place of the cap-
tive ; “ being made sin for us and a curse
for #8.” That Christ locally descended
into hellis a doctrine believed not only
by the papists, but by many belonging to
the reformed churches. The text chiefly
broughtforward in support of this doc-
trine, is 1 Peter, 3,19: ‘“By which 'he
went and preachel to thz spirits In
prison.”

That Christ was in Hales, or the ua-
der world, during his three days
absence from earth is strongly ad-
mitted by various theologians of the
Christian church. Four distinct words
in the Hebrew and Greek Scripture,
Sheol, Hades, Tartaros, and Gehenna.
are in our common version {ranslated
Hell. The two first signify, like the
Hindoo Padalon, or Patala, the Egyptian
Amenti, and the Latin Pluto, Orcus, and
Infernus, the world of departed souls in
general, without any distinction, in or-
dinary cases, between the good and the
bad, the happy or the miserable.

Psalm 16, 10, eives us a clear idea 1nto
the subject : ¢ Thou wilt not leave my
soul in hell: neither wilt thou suffer
thine Holy One to see corruption.’”” In
comment upon this passage, Nicholas
Byfield says, Christ in soul descended
into hell,when as our surety He submitted
Himself to bear those hellish sorrows
we were bound by our sins to suffer for
ever. His descension in His projection
of himself into the sea of God’s wrath
conceived for our sins, and his ingression
into most unspeakab'e straits and tor-
ments in his soul, which we should else
have suffered for ever in hell.

Christ’s descension into hell is express -
ly uttered in the person of David, as type
of Christ. Psalms, 69, 1-3; 86, 13; 116.3.

Thus the prophet Isaiah said, “ His
soul was made'an offering.” Isa., 53, 10.

Sheol here, as Hades in the New Test-
ament, eignifies the state of the dead.
As to the *“ dying theif,” he is in Hades,
as isalso the other theif, and the final
verdict will be rendered in God’s order,
namely, the Judgement Day. Let us see
to it now that our account will stand
