A VISITOR AT LEWES.

A Chestertonian Writes of This
Interesting Peninsula Town.

e e e

We arrived on the Queen Anne’s train
at 8.23 p. M.,and after a good night’s rest
at the hotel kept by Mr. Jeff Ford, the
veteran hotel man, followed by a tempt-
ing breakfast, we set out to see the
sights. But first, I must say a word in
reference to the town proper. Lewis is
an enterprising and growing town. Yes,
we may say a city, for it is hustle and
bustle from early morn to late at night.
Lewis can boast of one of the largest de-
partment stores on the peninsula. It is
kept by Mr. Elmer Outten, a thorough
business man. One thing which struck
your correspondent was the number of
houses, and a great many pretty ones,
too, built low, and on which shingles
were used as weatherboarding. Upon
questioning we found that the storms
are so very severe that the rain and snow
would beat in if the ordinary weather-
boarding was used. There are three very
fine hotels in the town, and one newspa-
per call the Pilot. This is a great town
for pilots. They have an average income
of from $150 to $200 per month, and the
majority of tnem own beautiful and cosy
homes. There are three churches here,
Presbyterian,Episcopal and M.E.Church.
We will now journey on and tell you
of the sights as we saw them. We passed
through a suburb of Lewes which some
one has given the name of Cuba. Then,
on down the beach we saw two large ves-
sels which had been blown aghore; one
had been there three years and the other
for only a few days, and the prospects
are that both will be total wrecks. There
have been as many as fourteen vescels
ashore here at one time. We now ap-
proach the great Delaware Breakwater,
which is a huge stone pile and cost the
government millions of dollars, and took
eighteen years to build. It is three miles
in length., The government is building
another about one mile from the beach,
and the contractors have five years in
which to build it, and are to receive one
million dollars a year until completed.
A great number of boats of all kinds and
classes are in sight.

We now pass on to the Marine Hos-
pital, whichis a very fine building. Then,
the iron pier, which cost the government
a great deal of money and is almost use-
less. Now on to the great fish houses
owned and run by the American Fishery
Company. This is a great industry
which has just shut down. It employs
about five hundred men in the factory
where the fish are cooked and made into
oil and phosphate. A large fleet of fish-
ing steamers come yere every year from
the New England States and engage in
this great industry. We now come to the
Life Saving Stations which are dottedon
the. beach about feur miles apart. The
men can be seen patrolling the shore at
all times. We follow the coast line and
see the remains of many fine vessels
which have been wrecked in the gales
that sweep this coast. We find here a
monster sand pile a mile and a half in
length, from three-quarters to a mile in
width, and about one hundred and twen-
ty feet high. The sand is continually
drifting and completely covering a large
pine woods. Cn the point of this pile of
sand is situated ths historic Cape Hen-
lopen light house, which was rebuilt in
1859 by the American government. It
was first built by the English govern-
ment, but we can find no date of its erec-
tion. We were met by the accommodat-
ing and jovial keeper of the light who
took us up in the tower, where we were
shown the great lamp which guides the
sailor by night. Itis 900 candle power.
Cape May can be plainly seen; also
the light ship which is stationed about
three or four miles out in the big pond.
We can see the great billows rolling
and washing the shores at the foot of the
light house; you can hear the waves
washing the sands at all hours.

We now turn back to Lewes, and after
a hearty s ipper go this time to church,
where we hear quite an eloquent sermon,
and, too, gaze on the beautiful girls, for
which Lewes is noted. She is justly en-
titled to this renown, for, indeed, you see
scores and scores of pretty girls here.
We predict for Lewis a grand future,
for with very little expense she can be
made one of the greatest seaport towns
in the United States. We will now bid
adieu and say we have thoroughly en-
joyed our visit and hope to soon come
again.
