STEPHEN C. ROBERTS.

The death of Rev. S. C.Roberts, rector
of the P. E. Church in Chestertown,
which took place week before last, was a
sad loss to that town and community.
Dr. Roberts was a broad-minded church-
man, who did much to live down and
counteract many of the barriers between
charches,which have long been separated
by petty ecclesiasticism. He could as-
cend the pulpit of a Mothodist Church
during a revival and preach with a
warmth and earnestness, not surpassed
by many.

The
doctor lived such a life. No night was
too dark, no storm too scvere, no case
too bumble, but that he went as hLis
Lord, to do good. He had no time to
attack or criticise other denominations,
but kept busy in his work of helpingand
saving souls. The P. E. Church has
lost a great man from its ministry, and
Chestertown parish has sustained an
irreparable loss.—Pentnsula Methodzist.
