Evans filled their houses with six-inch
ice from the Church Hill mill pond, a
distance of about five miles. The large
ice house of the new hotel being built by
the Messrs. Turner & Son was filled from
the Chesapeake bay with about 7-inch
ice.

Some Interesting Prices.—The fol-
lowing are some of the interesting mid-
winter prices of the Baltimore market,
as given on Tuesday: Roe shad, 75 cents
and $1 apiece; white and yellow perch,
20 cents a bunch ; strawberries, 75 cents
a quart; cucumbers, 50 to 75 cents a
dozen ; tomatoes, 25 to 50 cents a dozen:
green peas, $1 a peck; string beans, 60
cents to $1; turkeys, 18 cents pound;
young chickens, 14 cents; old fowls and
ducks, 14 cents; eggs 20 to 24 cents;
venison is plentiful at 40 cents a pound,
canvashack ducks bring $4 a pair, red-
heads $2 to $2.55, blackheads 75 cents to
$1, mallards §1, grouse $1.50 and wild
geese 75 cents apiece.

JAMES R. PRICE.

Capt. James R. Price, a brother of Mr.
W. B. Price, of near Still Pond, died in
Baltimore on Friday last, aged sixty-one
years. He leaves a wife and four
children,three sons and a daughter. Mr.
Price attended his brother’s funeral in
Baltimore on Monday; interment in
Loudon Park Cemetery. Capt. Price
was for thirty years captain of the

steamer Helen, and was one of the most

widely known and popular captains on
the bay. He several times visited his
brother in Kent. His last visit was dur-
ing the fall of last year.

JUDGE J. E. ROSS,

Judge J. E. Ross, father of Mrs. Wilbur
W. Hubbard, died at his home, * Ross-
moyne,”’ Mexico, Missouri, on Thursday
of last week, in his 69th year. He was
born in Chanceford, York countly, Pa.,
and was the eldest son of Hugh Ross, a
lawyer of York. When a young man,
his father, having ample means, gave him
financial assistance, and he went to St.
Louis with his uncle, Wm. G. Clark.
Shortly affer going west he married
Miriam Warren, a daughter of Solomon
Warren and neice of Gov. Hall, of Del-
aware. Soon after his marriage he moved
to Mexico, Mo., and was one of the orig-
inators, largest stock-holders and pres-
ident of the Mexico Savings Bank, which
position he held at the time of his death.
He also did a large private banking bus-
iness at Baird,Texas, which was attended
to by his son, Hugh. He was also fond
of stock raising, being the pioneer intro-
ducer of imported Herfurds‘in the west.
He purchased 6000 acres of land in Texas
about twenty years ago, and has contin-
ued stock raising or ranching there.

Judge Ross was a Presbyterian by
faith and was a high-toned christian
gentleman. He came of good stock, his
grand father being a cousin of the cel-
ebrated Geo. Ross, of colonial times, and
much of the old correspondence which
passed between thein during the Revolu-
tionary war, are preserved and prized
by the family. He leaves an estate esti-
mated to be worth from $150,000 to
$200,000. A widow and four children
survive him : Hugh, Etta (Mrs. W. W,
Hubbard), Julia and Evans. No man
stood higher in Missouri, where he was
known, than did J. E. Ross.

JOHN W. COREY.

John W. Corey, one of the most prom-
inent citizens of the sixth district, died
at his home near Melitota after a pro-
tracted illness, on Tuesday, aged 79
years. He was stricken down by rheu-
matic trouble last summer, and until the
time of his death, suffered greatly. Mr.
Corey was born in Dublin, New Hamp-
shire, on September 2nd, 1821.

The early years of his life were spent
upcn a farm near the town of Dublin,
overshadowed by the towering columns
of Grand Monadnoc mountain. After
reaching his majority he resided for a
short time in Philadelphia, afterwards
engaging in teaching schooland farming
in Middletown, near Odessa, Del.
Near fifty years ago he purchased the
farm near Buck Neck, which, under his
care, developed into one of the most de-
sirable homes of the county. Here
the rest of his days were spent.
On Oct. 19th, 1848, he married Miss L.
Maria Rleason, of his native town. In
their early life two sons were born to
them, both of them dying in childhood
Two children by adoption survive him,
one, Edward Corey, residing on the Bar-
nard farm, near Betterton, the other, the
wife of Mr. Harry P. Jones, of Fairlee.
He was the last of a family of eight chil-
dren,most of whom died of consumption.
This eircumstanse led him to choose an
occupation necessitating out-door life
instead of following his natural taste for
a profession, for which nature had emi-
nently qualified him. Rising abdve the
idea that the occupation of farming need
restrict the development of knowledge
and wideness of thought, his aim was to
keep in touch with the outside world,
He kept fully posted on the questions of
the day,and became a recognized author-
ity, and in legal matters his knowledee
and willingness to serve made him a
friend indeed, to the helpless. The
problems of life were a continued study
andto lend a hand in all ways possible to
elevate and assist the young was a
marked characteristic for vne having no
children of his own, and the public
school and Sunday school,as well as oth-
er organizations, eame in for a goodly
share of his attention.

As one of the charter members of the
Farmers Club and Grange, his best ef-

forts were put forth to further the inter-
ests, financially, mentally and morally of
the community, and to no good cause was
he found indifferent. Accepting the dec-
laration of St. James in the oft-repeated
text found in 1st chapter 27th verse, his
religious belief proved sufficient to the
end, and as he was laid to rest in St.
Paul’s churchyard, where, as master of
the Grange he had se often impressively
performed that beautiful burial service,
one could almost catch the echo of his
tones in a fayorite Grange hymn. “ I is
well,”” *“It is well.”” Rev. J. M. Arters
and Rev, U.T. Denroche officiated at the
funeral.

W. 0. B. KNIGHT.

After an illness of nine weeks, Mr.
Wm. O. B. Knight, a highly respected
citizen of Chestertown, died on Sunday
evening, aged 74 years. About three
years ago the deeceased gave signs of a
general giving way of the constitution,
though all of his faculties remained un-
impaired. Mr. Knight was one of the
most perfect gentlemen in the county at

all times. He was born in Philadelphia,
and as a young man was engaged in
a large wholesale store. In 1856 he
married a Miss Stewart, of New Jersey
and commenced the occupation of an
agriculturist in Delaware. After farm-
ing three years he moved to Grove Neck,
a fine property in Cecil county. He af-
terward came to the farm of Col. James

In 1866 he was married to Miss Joanna
Morgan, of Cecil county, daughter of
John W. Morgan. Two children by the
former marriage survive their father,
They are Charles Knight, of Philadel-
phia, and Mrs, Walter T. Tatnall, of Wil-
mington. A wife, and three children
by the second marriage survive, W. Q. B.
Knight, and Misses Emma and Mary
