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Dr.J. W. HEriNG took the oath of
office as State Comptroller on Monday,
succeeding Comptroller Phillips Lee
Goldsborough.
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WITHIN A FEW MORE WEEKS, or at best

a few more months, and it is generally
thought that the Baltimore and Delaware
Bay R. R. will pass undor the manage-
ment of the Pennsylvania road. The in-
dications are that the ‘‘deal” has been

made.
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CLARENCE W. PErxIns, Esq., of the
Baltimore bar, and son of Eben F. Per-
kins, Esq., has landed one of the choice
political plums slated for Baltimore city.
Mr. Perkins has been appointed clerk to
the Committeec on Ways and Means by
General Latrobe.
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OYSTER LEGISLATION.

1t is a matter of profound regret that
Chesapeake bay oystermen cannot agree
in regard to oyster legislation. Repre-
gentative Simmons, of Calvert county,
has introduced a bill to abolish the use
of patent tongs in the Patuxent river.
When interyiewed recently by a TRAN-
g§CRIPT reporter relative tothe best in-
terests of the Kent county tongers,Rock
Hall oystermen were found hopelessly
divided upon this very important
question. Many of the oldest and most
representatiye citizens were outspoken
in their opposition to the use of patent
tongs, while some who had grown grey
on the Chesapeake oyS$ter bars, were
equally as vigorous in their approval of
the comparatively new method of tak-
ing oysters.

Under these conditions the difficulty
of legislating wisely is greatly increased
for the representatives at Annapolis.
This is one of the great industries of the
State, and is one which the weakening
hands of the politician should not be al-
lowed to touch. The oystermen them-
selves should meet the conditions which
confront them in a dispassionate and
business-like way. The interests in-
volved are too great to be blighted by
selfishness or personal greed. If the
deep-water tongs are, as some claim, a
menace to the oyster bars and beds, they
should be abolished at once. If they are
not, their use should remain unrestrict-
ed. The difficulty and most perplexing
feature is, that the oystermen, the only
ones in a pocition to form an intelligent
opinion in regard to the matter,are hope-
lessly divided.

Ex-Senator A. L. Dryden, of Somerset
county, in discussing the depletion of the
oyster beds, is reported as being favora-
ble to taking the money now realized in
the different oyster counties by the issu-
ance of tongers’ and scrapers’ licenses
and paid to the county school funds,and
apply it to a fund, out of which special
commissioners, consisting of three oys-
termen for each tidewater county, are to
be paid, to reshell and to prepare,
for a number of years, the now
depleting beds, and to establish,if neces-
sary, new spawning quarters. These
commissioners, to be appointed by the
Board of Public Works, are to appoint
only men who have had at least ten
years’ experience in the oyster business,
and who have a thorough knowledge of
the location and cordition of tle oyster
beds in their respective counties.

Mr. Dryden is in favor of the Legisla-
ture appropriating $75,000 a year for
four years, to each of these counties for
the school fund, just as it is doing at the
present time for the Garrett county
schools, to make up for the two-thirds
loss until the oyster beds, which serve as
the very existence of the Eastern Shore
people, can be put in such a condition as
to warrant no further uneasiness about
the destruction of the oyster beds.
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KENT AT PARIS EXPOSITION.

“ Kent and Queen Anne orchards are
well represented in this series of photo-
graphs. We have selected what we con-
sider representative orchards of your
famous fruit belf. The list includes the
best pear and peach orchards of your
section. We have also included some
photos showing lands that are still avail-
able for fruit along the Chester river and
tide-water fronts of your two counties.
We have also included the famous ¢ Har-
ris peach tree,” which I believeto be the
largest living peach tree in the world, at
least, I challenge competition and proof
of a larger one standing to-day.

“ Kent will also have the distinction
of being represented in another series of
photos, in portfolio form, mounted on
sheets 22x28 inches, representing the
¢ Emory Fumigator,” This is the appa-
ratus perfected and used for the first
time in the orchards of Capt. Robert 5.
Emory, near Chestertown. This new
fumigator has recently attracted a great
deal of attention, and the U. 8. Dept.
Agriculture requested the loan of our
negatives to have enlarged photos made
of the equipment for exhibition in Paris.

“Kent is also conspicuous in another
photo we have sent to Paris, in that it
contains the portrait of the Hon. Jas. S.
Harris, president of the Md. State Hor-
ticultural Society, and Capt. Rcbert B.
Emory, president of the Peninsula Hor-
ticultural Society. On the whole, Kent
has furnished her quota of orchards, ap-
paratus, and men of the best type, and
we are proud of them.”

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NEARING THE CENTURY
MARK.

An Interesting Sketch of Mre, Kin-
sey Thomas, Kent’s Oldest Res-
ident—A Poem Composed by
the Venerable Lady—Knew
Sir Peter Parker.

In a quaint but eomfortable home beauti-
fully situated on a high bluff overlooking the
Chester river, at Cliff City, lives Mrs. Kinsey
Thomas, Kent's oldest eitizen. The history of
this interesting woman is filled with thrilling
incidents and possesses much of value to the
local historian.

Mrs. Thomas® friends never allow her birth-
day anniversaries to pass unnoticed, and the
near approach of the annual celebration in the
little home beside the Chester gives a peculiar
appropriateness to a sketch at this time.

When seen by a TRANSCRIPT representative
on Thursday, the venerable lady wasin excel-
lent health and talked most interestingly of
her life. |

Mrs. Mary Elizabeth Thomas was born at
Queenstown, Queen Anne county, on Feb-
ruary 10th, 1802, Her parents were James Na-
thaniel and Henrietta Hart. Her grandfather,
Daniel Hart, and his family, came to this
country with William Penn, and her father,
James Nathaniel Hart, moved from Pennsyl-
vania to Queenstown, and there married Hen-
rietta Louisa Kennard.

Mrs. Thomas remembers the noted English
navel officer, Sir Peter Parker, who was killed
by Kent county bullets at Caulk’s Field, near
Tolchester, on August 30, 1814. He, with a
number of hisiofficers, were frequent visitors
at her father's house, at Queenstown. They
always came at night as the American soldiers
were near Queenstown ready to give battle.
The British frequently partook of subtantial
midnight suppers at the Hart home. Mrs.
Thomas stated that the United States goldiers
came to Queenstown during the day but not
at night.

Her father, it may be taken, was a tory, and
at one time fed one hundred of the British
goldiers. One incident of the war which she
remembers with peculiar distinctness is the
arrest of Mr. Mitchell, owner of the farm
which is now a part of the'Tolchester estate.
Mitchell was a deserter from the English
army, and still owed three vears service. He
was an intimate friend of Mr. Hart and when
captured,prevailed upon Mr. Hart to move his
family to Tolchester and take care of his
(Mitchell’s) farm and family. Mr. Hart had a
two vears unexpired leage of the Queenstown
Hotel, this he transferred to a Mr. Gray.
The new proprietor threatened to shoot any
Britisher who showed his face at the hotel,
and it goes without saying, was an enthusias-
tic supporter of the American cause.

Sir Peter continued his friendly visits in the
middle of the night to Mr Hart’s home, after
her father moved to the Mitchell farm at Tol-
chegter. Mra. Thomas heard the firing at the
battle of Caulk’s Fie'd and saw several of the
dead and wounded British soldiers. She did
not see Sir Peter after his death, as he was
taken immediately on shipboard.

These thrilling events made a deep and lagt-
ing impression upon her girl mind.

She was married to Capt. Richard Startt. on
November 12th, 1829. Seven children, all of
whom are dead. resulted from this marriage.

Mrs. Thomas, after her marriage to Richard
Startt, moved on the Melton farm, afterward
called the Kennard farm, near the present
Quaker Neck wharf. Capt. Startt died Sept.
12th, 1854, and Mrs. Startt married Mr. Kinsey
E. Thomasg, November 14, 1859, and moved to
the Cliffs in 1860, on part of the John Startt
farm. where they cleared up a few acres, built
a house, and set out peach trees which were
3 yvears old and had been bearing. The trees
were taken up from the old farm and hauled
down in a cart. These trees never fTailed in
holding from one-half to a whole crop and one
or two of the trees are still living; the most of
them lived until about five yveers ago, when
the eyelone destroyed most of the old orchard.
Mrs. Thomas kept store at the Cliffs for a
number of years and did a tnriving business,

Ahout twelve years ago Mrs. Thomas fell
and displaced her hip, and on account of
her extreme age, her physician considered it
best not to attempt to reset the bone. Since
that time she has been obliged to walk with a
cane. During the past three yvears she has
rarely gone out of her house.

She remembers with vivid distinetness the

i vast strides of progress in many departments

of life. She recalled to her interviewer a few
of them as follows: From cutting wheat with
a fickle to self-binders, from the slow old
atage eoach of eour *daddies,” of six miles an
hour.to the express trains of sixty miles; from
six months to get a letter to or from Europe
to 8ix days, and the telegraph and all electrical
inventions and improvements, diamond-back
terrapin at five cents each to eighty dollars a
dozen. oysters for the picking up to a hard
time to get a mess, fish so plentiful that they
would almost bite you if you went in swim-
ming and now it is a difficult matter to get a
mess nearer than Baltimore, from the old
packet line of schooners to an excellent and
eflicient steamboat service. Twenty years
ago there were seven gates to open or bars to
let down to get to Mrs. Thomas’ home from
the main road, now there is a good road to the
waters''edge. Then her nearest neighbor was
a quarter of a mile off now several houses are
within calling distance. In 1817 or 1818 there
was a shipyvard at the head of Grey’s Inn
creek, Charles Chambers, a New Yorker, built
three boats there, one of which was launched
in 1812 and was called the Mayflower. This
vessel was sailed by Capt. Ed. Wright and gen-
erally sailed from the head of Grey’s Inn to
Centreville and carried passengers to do their
shopping.

Mrs. Thomas says her father was a Quaker
and her mother a Methodist.consequently she
and her sisters were never allowed to attend
any of the many dancing parties of those
times. She was never in a theatre but once.
the ocecasion being when 1-'isit-in;;her son, Solo-
man Startt, in Philadelphia, when she was
inveigled into the Arch Street Theatre. Solo-
mon prevaricated to the extent of stating
that it was a lecture, but shortly after being
seated she noticed the people looking through
opera glasses, when she demanded of her son
to know what kind of a craft she had run up
against where people were openly drinking
out of bottles. She created quite a scene for
a little while, but was pacified and persuaded
to stay till the close of the entertainment.
Her niece, Mrs. Mary A Carter was a party to
the deception,

Mrs, Thomas, in spite of her 93 years,
has a strong voice, pretty keen sense of hear-
ing: hereye-sight has failed more than any
other of the senzes, her appetite is good and
she has every prospect of covering the cen-
tury mark or even better.

Mrs.Thomas says she taught the first primary
school in the county, at the forks of the roads
leading to Rock Hall and to Pine Neck, in a
house called “*Solomon’s Temple,” owned by
Capt. Solomon Marine. It was difficultat that
time to get teachers and Mrs. Thomas was
prevailed upon to teach the young idea how
to shoot, receiving $300 per annum. Col. Fred
Wilson, James Adkinson and her father were
the trustees. She had thirty-two small scholars
and a number of larger ones. Gen. Heed's
daughter was an intimate friend and the
“yvoung gchool marm” was in the habit of mak-
ing fun of the General’s large iron candle-
stick, saying that so wealthy a man should
have silver or gold. He (the General) told her
he would send this candlestick to her for a
wedding gift, and to her surprise the General’s
daughrter sent her the candlestick after her
marriage. § Mr. Stephen Dodd got the candle-
stick fromd her only a few years ago.

The most exeiting incident in her life was
the shooting of Lincoln May by Dave Keating,
She had taken the boys to raise; a misunder-
standing arose and May secured Mrs. Thomas:
oun and shot young Keating and dragged him
into the river for a grave. May said he had to
walk around him to shoot with the wind as he
was afraid if he shot against the wind the
shot would fly back and hit him. May was
tried at Chestertown and was cleared on the
supposition that he was an imbecile. Her
oldest great-grandchild is Robert, son of Robt
and Ida Kirby. She has seventeen great-
grand-children living. All her brothers and
gisters are dead except John Hart, of Stock-
ton, California, who has not been heard from
since the Klondike excitement began. He
was one of the California pioneers and it is
supposed he took in the Klondike too.

About three years ago Mrs. Thomas com-
posed the following poem, which is the last
effort she has ever made at literary composi-
tion of any kind.

A few more days on earth to spend,

Then all my cares and toils will end,

And I shall see my God and Friend
And praise Hig name on high.

Then, O! My soul, despond no more;

The storms of life will soon be o'er

And T shall reach that happy shore,
And be forever blest.

And no more cares and no more tears,

And no more pains and no more fears,

But God in Heaven and Christ appears
Before my ravished eyes.

Oh! blessed day and glorious hour,
When free from earth my soul shall tower
Beyond the reach of Satun’s power

To be forever blest.

Ex-Senator Charles T. Westcott, as
one of the principal promoters of The
Milk Delivery Protective Association, or
what the milk producers are pleased to
term a “milk trust,” finds the heaviest
kind of a war on his hands. Mr. Jas. W.
Chapman, Jr.,a prominent young lawyer
of Baltimore, and a son of Mr, James W.
Chapman, of Chestertown, is secretary
of Mr. Westcolt’s organization of the re-
tail milk dealers of Baltimore. The
milk producers have organized against
the city retailers with W. B.Crowther as
president, issues are joined, and a merry
war is raging in the Baltimore milk
market.

The position taken by
Senator Westcott’s people is that it is
proper that the price of milk should
range with the grade, a stand, to say the
least of it, both reasonable and common
sense.

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GALENA ITEMS.

Galena Capital Interested in?Sundry
Improvements of Far-Reach-
ing Importance and
Interest.

Since the ice embargo closed naviga-
tion on the upper bay and rivers on De-
cember 28th, we have been entirely cut
off from any communication by water
with Baltimore. The city ice boat, An-
napolis, having cuf out a channel for the
Ericsson Line boats up the bay and Elk

river to Chesapeake City,ithe steamer
Sassafras, with the aid of a powerful tug-
boat, forced her way in the mouth of
Sassafras river, and succeeded in reach-
ing her wharf at Georgetown on last
Saturday, January 13ih, and left imme-
diately on the transfer of her passengers
and freight, under convoy of the tug-
boat. The channel cut by the tug-boat
leading in the mouth of the river, on ac-
count of thick ice found there, being in-
sufficient for the beam of the steamer
Sassafras, her paddles and wheel-houses
were damaged to the amount of several
hundred dollars. |

The steamer Fannie, ice-bound in Bal-
timore for nearly two weeks, arrived
home on Tuesday, Jan. 16th, bringing
freight, and left the following day for
Baltimore, loaded with corn.

He also has a
shingle-mill with a capacity of 3000
shingles per day; hastwo steam engines,
one for each mill. The shinglesare made
of Chestrut and are charged for by the
thousand, the material to be cut and
hauled to his mill. On the comple-
tion of the work in the woods of B. J.
McCauley, the mill will be removed
thence to the woods on the farm of Mrs,
Stevenson Constable, tenanted by Mr.
Henry J. Gray, for similar purposes.

(Capt. Andrew Woodall has purcbased
the telephone line from Georgetown yia
Galena to Lambson’s, from the old Tel-
ephone Co.,and having practically rebutlt
same with new poles, wires and phones,
will in the near future extend the line to
Masseys, for greater business facilities

The rumored purchase of the DBaliti-
more & Delawarce Bay Bailroad by the
Pennsylvania Railroad, has given a
quietus to the proposed Galena Light,
Heat, Power and Electric Traction Co.

., This rcompany proposed, not only to

light the town, but furnish heat, power
and build a short electric line of five
miles from Masseys yia Galena to George-
town to connect with boats of the Tol-
chester Steamboat Company, and reach
Philadelphia by an all-water route. This
mastery stroke on the part of Peun. R. K.
(Jo. is timely, and by their extending
B. & D. B. R. R. tc Tolechester Beach or
Rock Hall,they will ina manner compen-
sate our people, and save our capitalists
money to 1nvest in other enterprises.
