Fine Dairy Record.—A correspon-

their December milk on Wednesday last
at the very high price of 28 cents per
pound for butter fat. Mr. C. H. B. Mas-
sey had the highest test, 4.8 per cent.,

~which made his milk bring nim $1.84 per

100 1bs. The average price paid for De-
cember milk at Masseys was $1.09 per
100 1bs. Mr.S. J. Johnson, while having
a herd of cattle, mostly composed of
Holsteins, and not being among the
highest tests, received the very comforia-
ble amount of $58.18 for his December
milk, after paying for bran, skim milk,
&c. This is quite in contrast with the
creamery conditions of Masseys for the
last three or four years.”

Brother of Mr. Benjamin F. Fleming,
of Chestertown, dies at
Chester, Pa.

Mr. B. L. Fleming, a brother of Mr.
Benjamin F. Fleming, of Chestertown,
died under rather distressing circum-
stances, at Chester, Pa., on Tuesday last.
The following details of Mr. Fleming’s
death were sent from Chester on Tues-
day afternoon:

“A well-dressed, fine-looking man,
apparently a man of means, died sudden-
ly in a hack at Boothwyn this afternoon.

“He was unknown in this locality and
this morning engaged a man named Wil-
son, at Likwood, to drive him over to
Booth wyn, where 'he said he had an en-
gagement to meet two friends. He
chatted pleasantly with his companion
about the horse and other subjects and
was in the best of spirits, when he sud
denly fell against the driver and expired.
Apoplexy is supposed to have been the
cause.

‘* The only thing to indicate theidenti-
ty of the man was the name and address,
*B. L. Fleming,217 Mouunt Royal avenue,
Baltimore, Md.” inscribed on a satchel
the stranger-.carried with him.”

The TRANSCRIPT representative re-
ceived a dispatch on Wednesday, which
was prempt!ly shown to Mr. B. F. Flem-
ing. In referring to his brother’s death,
Mr. Fleming stated that the deceased,
who was a son of Benjamin F. Fleming,
of near Harrington,Del., was in his fifty-
ninth year. He was born near Harring-
ton and when about thirty years of age
was made, ticket and freight agent and
telegraph operator at Haston. In 1891
he accepted the position as general
freight and passenger agent with the
Baltimore & Atlantic Railroad. He re-
signed this place in 1837, since which
time he had been connected with the
Nickerson Fertilizer Company,of Easton,
in which company he held consider-
able stock at the time of his death.

His first wife was a Miss Emma Mel-
vin, daughter of the late Riley Melvin,
a prominent farmer of near Greensboro.
Three children suryive him by this mar-
riage, Wm. A. Fleming, who for ten
years has been train despatcher at Clay-
ton, Del., and Misses Emma and Elma
Fleming. His first wife died in 1870 and
in 1876 he married a Miss Jarman, of
near Kaston. No children survive him
from this marriage.

Mr. B. F. Fleming states that his
brother had suffered with heart trouble

for some time. Conductor John. D.
Welch states that the deceased came
down on his train to Kennedyville last
week and was apparently in excellent
health and spirits.
