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MISS ACKERMAN’'S LECTURE.

The Most Travelled Woman in the
World—is a Speaker, Graceful,
Eloquent and Impressive.

The large audiences who heard Miss

Ackerman at Stam’s Hall, on Thursday
night and at the M. E.Church last night,
were charmed not less by the merit of
the address than by the ease and grace
of the speaker. Miss Ackerman was
sent on her long and arduous journeys
covering 300,000 miles, by the W, C. T.
U. which she earnestly declares to be
the greatest philanthropic organization
the world has ever known. She has
visited fifty countries, but confined her
Thursday evenings lecture to experiences
in Iceland. She has twice circumnavi-
gated the globe, and has taken seventy-
six sea voyages. The Icelanders are an
exceedingly polite people and Miss Ack-
erman declares them the most thoroughly
educated people in the world. They are
known as the Frenchmen of the North.
The continued glare of the sun for
months at a time was described by Miss
Ackerman as awfullv depressing. The
home life of the people was described as
ideal. The humblest people speak from
three to five languages, while some
speak as many as seventeen languages.
There are three national poets. The
egreatest need in America she declared, is
a home life which wi‘l allow husband
and wife to become better acquainted.
She has studied the home life of different
peoples in 2300 homes. There is but one
:_)qliiwmau in all Iceland and not a single
jail.

The address last night treated most in-
terestingly of South Africa, the scene of
the present great strug le between the
South African Republic with President
Kruger in the executive chair, and En-
gland.Miss Ackerman interviewed Presi-
dent Kruger on several occasions. She
emnloyed an interpreter, who was Gen-
eral Joubert, now the commander-in-
chief of the Boer forces. 8She holds
Cecil Rhodes responsible for the present
deplorable condition of affairs in the
Transvaal.

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METHODISTS NOT

PLEASED.

A Delaware Law Which is Creating
Much Comment in the
Conference.

An article in a recent issue of the Pen-

insula Methedist over the signature of
Rev. W. F.:Corkran, has created wide-
spread comment. The article refers to
a new mode of electing church trustees.
The law was passed by the last Dela-
ware Legislature. The change, it is
claimed, places undue powerinthe hands
of the pastor of the church, since it ena-
bles him to nominate the trustees, stew-
ards, class-leaders and other officials,and
in this way perpetuate himself ia a de-
sirable charge.

A prominent Chestertown Methodist,
in referring to the matter several days
ago, sald: * This is a Delaware law,but
it is calculated to give trouble. It savors
very much of the church politician; the
layman is rather ignored than consulted
under the provision which enables the
preacher to nominate whom he wants
and they iu turn to see to it that the pas-
tor keeps a pleasant berth.”

Dr. Corkran considers the change a
good one, but many laymen, it is expect-
ed, will not agree with him.

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CHURCH NOTES.

The Splendid Record of Dr, H. B,
Martin, Emmanuel’s New Pastor.

A Philadelphia correspondent pays
the following tribute to Dr. Henry B.
Martin, who on the eighteenth of Feb-
ruary will preach his first sermon as rec-
tor of Emmanuel Protestant Episcopal
Church, Chestertown :

“ After a pastorate of six years,in
which he has gained the csteem and af-
fection of his congregation, the Rev. Dr.
H. B. Martin, of St. James’' Protestant
Episcopal Church, Fifty-second and
Master streets, will sever his connection
with the church on February 1. Dr.
Martin received a series of offers from
churches in the diocese of KEastern
Maryland, having had five calls extended
to him within a year. The unanimous
call of the vestry and congregation of
Emmanuel Church, at Chestertown,Kent
county, Md., was accepted.

“When Dr. Martin handed in his
resignation a committee composed of the
vestrymen asked him to reconsider. He
declined. He thus completes the long-
est pastorate in the history of the church.
The work of the church has grown most
encouragingly, the congregation 1is
large and its financial condition is sat-
isfactory. During the pastorate the
church has been twice enlarged. On
January.23-there will be a special con-
firmation of Dr. Martin by the Right
Rev. Dr. Adams, Bishop of Easton, in
the absence cf Bishop Whitaker, who is
in Cuba. Dr. Martin's previous rectcr-
ate was at St. Andrew’s Church, in
Princess Anne, Somerset county, Md.”

At a meeting of the standing com-
mittee, held at Trinity Cathedral,Easton,
Tuesday, December 5th,1899.the vacancy
caused by the death of Dr. 8. C. Roberts,
was filled by the election of Rev. Wm.

The following
was at a recent meeting of the standing
committee of the Diocese of Easton
placed upon the minutes:

“In respect to the memory of our late
brother and associate, the Rev. Stephen
C. Roberts, Doctor of Divinity, we here-
by give expression to the deep sorrow
we experience in his death ; the love and
esteem in which we have ever held him:
the respect which we have entertained
for his opinions and counsels and the
convictions which we hold, that no one
among us was more devoted to the wel-
fare of the Church of God.

The following noints were culled from
the fine paper of Prof. J. A. Bonstell, of
Johns Hopkins University; subject, “Soil
Fertilization.” The speaker gaid in part :
The time when the farmer was satisfied
to know only so much about the soil as
he could learn from looking between the
plow handles, is passed. The successful
production of all crops depends upon a
knowledge of two sets of conditions;
those relating to the climate and those
relating to the soil. Nearly every soil
contains sufficient plant food, stored
within four feet of the surface, to raise
fifty crops of any kind. This plant food
is not, however, always available to the
growing crop. 'The original texture of a
s0il may be modified by the cultivation it
experiences and by the fertilizers ap-.
plied. The greater part of the Kastern
Shore is covered by a sandy loam which
in some localities becomes finer grained,
forming a true clay soil.

The subject of general soil-formation
was interestingly dealt with.

POULTRY.

Mr. James E. Rice, of Yorktown,N.Y .,
so delighted all present with his talk on
‘“ Poultry for Profit,” that he was jest-
ingly referred to by the ladies as ‘‘the
chicken man.”

ABOUT COWS.

Mr. H. J. Patterson, director at the
Maryland Acgricultural Station, gave a
highly pactical and interesting talk
about cows and dairying. In referring
to the cow, he insisted that the animals’
disposition must be studied, but all an-
imals he said must be kindly treated.
First of all be gentle to the dairy cow.
You should be fond of the individuals of
the herd, but no man can afford te be-
come so fond of a cow as to be led to
keep her when she gives less than 200
pounds of butter a vear. The profitable
cow must give 300 pounds of butter a
year, while the averace butter yield per
cow for the State is 100 pounds. Don’t
keep a cow for her society, there are
too many cows on the farm who don’t
belong there. The successful dairyman
miust keep an individual account with
eath cow. There can be no hit or miss.
Forty per cent. of local dairy cows are
not yielding a profit. Some cows go dry
sooner than other. or possess other un-
profitable peculiarities. This record may
be some trouble, but the farmer can af-
ford to take some trouble to find out the
vuprofitable menmbers of his herd The
intelligent farmer always sells his
worst cows. The farmer shoiild btiv his
bull from best dairv breeds. Don’t buy
cows because of their pedigrees. Buy
the cow and havethe pedigree thrown in,
rather than buy the pedigree with the
cow thrown in. 1 have seen cows
graded up to 500 pounds of butter per
yvear. Buy the best individdal animals
and use the best possible bull of mitk and
butter strain.

Next to cetting herd comes attention
tocows. Ventilation, warmth and water,
are primary necessities. It is just as
| profitable to curry a cow as it is to curry
'a horse; it will save feed, makes animal
clean and protects quality of the milk
and butter produced. The food is im-
nortant. A well-balanced ration is 10 to
12 nounds of following mixture: Corn
and cob meal, 500 pounds; wheat bran,
300 pounds; cream gluten meal, 200
pounds.

THE POULTRY HOUSE.

Always build the poultry house In a
spot sheltered from the wind. A one
span Toof is a little easier and cheaper
to make than a gable roof. It should
slope towards the north in order to keep
the roof surfaze from being exposed to
the sun. The direct heat from the sun
ruins tarred paper and makes the house
much hotter in summer. The high ver-
tical front makes a wind break and re-
flects back the sunlight in winter, mak-
ing a warm dry place in front. It also
makes it possible to put the window high
up, 74 feet, which throws the light clear
to the back-side of the room fifteen feet
away. Where windows are placed low
down tt e sun only goes back a few feet
and the rest of the room is in shadowsor
darkness.

FEEDING POULTRY.

We should begin with the chicken to
make a good laying hen. Give them all

grow large frames rather than put on rat.
The first food should be rolled oats,milk
and bread. Also some fine oyster shell
for grit. Then feed a custard made by
mixing 2 eggs in a quart of skim milk,
stirring well and left in ‘the oven until it
forms a custard ; in this put a little fine-
ly chopped onion and corn bread. Feed
in a crumbly condition. Cracked corn
and wheat should be given freely at
night. Water and plenty of green food
should always be provided.

The common mistake in feeding hens
is to feed too much corn, which makes

they often die of apoplexy. Hensto do
their best must have all the food they
can eat given to them regularly and of
the right kind, which means a good va-
riety of grains, meal and green food that
are rich in albumen, the part of the food
that makes blood, muscle and the white
of the egg. Part of the food should be
ground and this we liketo feed at noon
as hot as the fowls will eat it, especially
in coid weather. A good mixture 100
Ibs. corn meal, 100 ground oat, 100 wheat
bran, 100 animal meal, 100 wheat mid-
dlings. This is all mixed and each day
as much shou'd be fed scalded as the
fowls will eat. Itis a good plan to beil
potatoes, carrots, turnips, cabbage, etc.,
and mix with this.

He said he had found
it to be as soon as the manure was made.

It
protects the land from the hot sun, holds
moisture in dry seasons and helps to col-
lect the moisture at night. The man has
a great deal to do with the vield of the
land. All &soils, he said, contain
' more plant food than ean be used in a
hundred years, but most of the plant
| food is unavailable. Instead of buving
other fertilizers make this plant food
available. One way to do it is by work-
ing the soil. Money can be saved by
sponding more on the preparation of the
s0i1l for the erop and by the cultivating
it afterwards than can be made by using
so much commercial fertilizer. Plant
. less acreage and cultivate it well. Mare
moneyv is made by feeding the corn crop
than by selling the same. The chief ob-
' ject our farmers have had in growing
' corn i8 for the grain, but Mr. Silver says
' that more money can be obtained out of
the corn stalks than out of the corn, if
properly used. He advised farmers to
take the horns off their cattle. Thev
will be more peacable, will feed better
and will be more thriving. There is
more digestible matter in the corn stalk
than inthe corn, He said that he had
always found the best time to cultivate
corn was as soon after a rain as possible.

FERTILITY OF SOIL.

Mr. Rice on Saturday morning gave a
' very interesting talk on Fertility of
Soil. All carrying off and no bringing
back will ruin ary soil. The present
conditions show that the farmer must
have the maximum crop, or he will go
behind. Each ton of timothy will take
from the soil $5 or $6 in necessary ele-
ments, a ton of clover §7 or §8, potatoes
$10, cabbage $25, straw $1.50 or $200.

These losses must be replaced by com-
mercial fertilizer. Better have five dol-
' lars in best cultivation than ten dollars in
commercial fertilizer with ordinary cul-
tivation. Get clover on the ground, for
any thingon earth can be grown on a
good clover sod. Twenty per cent. more
moisture can be held in soil with plant
food than can be kept on bare places.
Nature abhors a bare spot because she
abhors waste. There is a greater drain
of nitrogen on soil because of exposure
to air than by the crop taken off. The
most barren soil can be brought to fer-
tility by a rotation of crops. Potatoes,
crimson clover, cow peas, rye, etc.,are in
the list of soil improvers when used as ro-
tation crops. The perfection of plant
' food to-day is good stable manure.
