Kinley to assist him in resisting Goebel’s
claim to the governorship. Yesterday
afternoon papers reported Governcr
Goebel as slightly better.
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ANY cHANGES of the Public School
System of the State for political purposes
should not be for a moment thought
of by the present Democratic Legisla-
ture. The dragging of the public schools
into politics by the Lowndes administra-
tion was condemned as a public outrage
in evéry section of the State. School
boards were revolutionized, unfit exami-
ners were appointed and the entire
school system of the State prostituted for
purely political purposes. The problem
is a delicate one, and should be dealt
with in a spirit of wise conservatism. A
democratic Legislature should avoid fol-
lowing the vicious precedent set by its
republican predecessor. So far as possi-
ble unfit appointees should be weeded
out and cempetent men appointed, but
in the name of the developing manhood
and womanhood in the State, so far as
possible, let the Public School System be
kept out of the hands of the political
bargainer. The church itself is scarcely
more sacred than the educational system
of any country, and the man or party
who would degrade and drag it into the
maelstrum of political dickering should
be branded a public enemy of the most
dangerous character., Democrats, act
cautiously in this important matter.
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DEMOCRATIC LEADERS throughout the
State are considering the advisability of
a revision of the State election law.
Many conservative and representative
Democrats consider that the fundamental
principles underlying all intelligent and
salutary legislation, is that the law-mak-
ers should be designated by a ballot in
the hands of intelligent voters. In other
words, when applied to a large class of
persons, those members of a community
who possess an intelligent idea of the
functions of the officials for whom they
are called upon to vote; who have a clear
conception of the government under
which they live, are those persons most
competent to decide upon the qualifica-
tions of public officials. On the contrary,
it is claimed, and with great color of
truth, that as a rule, those members of
the county who are so illiterate that
only by having a picture or party em-
blem at whose proboscis they can make
a cross-mark, are they enabled to vote,
are not a proper class in whose hands to
rest the balance of power to shape the
laws for an intelligent, rich and growing
State. As a matter of course, avy law
establishing an ed.cational qualification
would most seriously affect the large
negro population of the State (fifty-two
thousand voters). When considered in
a spirit of fairness ; when stripped of all
prejudice and all political bitterness, it
is a condition and not a theory which
confronts the law-makers and people of
the State of Maryland aud the entire
South. The better el:ment of the colored
race are themselves forced to confessthe
gravity of the situation and acknowledge
that the problem is one with which the
citizens of the south should be left to
deal. Whether or not it will be consid-
ered expedient to amend the present un-
wieldy election law by an educational
qualification, remains to be seen, but the
question is one which may yery properly
demand the careful consideration of the

people’s representatives at Annapolis.

TOMATO GROWERS MEET.

$6.00 Per Ton and Packer Furnish
Baskets, the Price Decided Upon.

A number of the most representative
farmers and tomato growers of the coun-
ty met at Kennedyville on Wednesday,
for the purpose of discussing the price
for which they will giow tomatoes for the
approaching season. The guestion was
dealt with in a spirit of perfect fairness,
and the claims in behalf of the packers
were duly and candidly considered.

Mr. J. R. Bennett was made chairman,
and Mr. Robert Hill secretary, of the
meeting. Mr. W. T. Hepbron stated the
object of the meeting to be the discussion
of the question as to what growers could
afford to take for their tomatoes this
year.

Mr. J. R. Bennett read an article in
which it was claimed that because of the
rise  in tin it will cost packers fifteen
cenis per dozen more to pack, this year
than last. While this may be true, it is
also a fact that phosphate promises to be
higher, entailing greater expense on the
grower,

It was stated that several large pack-
ing firms in Baltimore were not yet ready
to, discuss the question of prices, but
there is an evident disposition not to pay
as much as was paid last season. A re-
cent article in the Baltimore Sun stated
that the year 1900 promises to be the
greatest packing year in the history of
the industry, because of an enlarged for-
eign demand.

As to the product from a ton of toma-
toes, Mr. J. R. Bennett stated that while
much depends upon the quality of the
tomatoes used, four hundred cans per
ton is about a fair averege. Mr. E, B.
Pennington asked which 18 better, $6
and canner find baskets, or §7and grow-
er furnish baskets?

Mr. J. R. Bennett replied that he
would prefer to take a little more and
find his own baskets. Mr. Hepbron,who
ships by water, stated that he would pre-
fer $6.50 and packer find baskets. He
said that 58,000 baskets of tomatoes were
shipped from Turner’s creek last season.

The question of baskets then came up
on the query of how maay baskets will
be required to harvest an average crop
of from ten or fifteen acres planting?
Several gentlemen decided that under
ordinary circumstances from one thous-

and to twelve hundred would be re-
quired. Mr. Bennett stated that he could

{ pick fifteen acres with six hundred bas-

kets ordinarily,but in case of a glut more
would be required. Capt. Daniel Hill
thought it poor business policy to decide
upon a price which would not give the
grower a fair profit.

The subject of growing beans was next
discussed. It was stated that beans were
grown in the county last year for 15 cts.
per basket, it cost 5 cents to pick a bas-
ket and it was an exceptional marn who
could pick over ten baskets a day. It was
a unanimous opinion that beans cannot
be grown by the average farmer at 15
cents at a profit. Seed beans cost from
$7 to $8 per bushel, and one bushel will
plant one acre. Capt. Hill said he wanted
no beans if it cost 5 cents to pick a basket.
Mr. Robert Hill stated that Mr. Ollie
Cleaver last year picked 822 baskets from
an acre, and had 22 bushels of seed peas
over. Onebasket of beans will make one
dozen cans. A fair crop, said Mr. Hep-
bron, is 600 baskets per acre.

After a full discussion, the following
resolutions were passed :

Resolved, That we will not grow toma-
toes for less than $6.00 per ton, baskets
to be furnished by the canner.

Resolved, Further, that we will not
grow beans for less than 20 cents per
basket.

The meeting then adjourned to meet at
2 o’clock, this (Saturday) aftternoon, in
Still Pond.

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SOME PROPOSED LAWS.

The Democrats at Annapolis are busy
redeeming party pledges.

The movement for uniform divorce
laws is in satisfactory shape. The Dbiil
will be presented to the Maryland
Legislature in 1902.

The creation of a new State oflicial 1s
being discussed—that of a Btale Dairy
Commissioner.

The Legislature has decided that val~
unable colonial wills, deeds and other
historic papers in the Statz House shall
be properly cared for. It is expected
that a suitable building for the Court of
Appeals at Annapolis, will be provided
for by the present Legislature.

Warden Weyler, of the Maryiand
Penitentiary is opposing the Dbill pro-
viding that all exeentions in the State
shall take place in the penitentiary.
Many contend that the Baltimore city
jail would be the proper place.

Baltimore city, as a result of the en-
forcement of an old Blue Law, will
probably secure amodified but satisfac-
tory Sunday Law. »

Chairman Wiiliam Duncan, of the
Baltimore city delegation, has introduced
his bili to make the verdict of three-
fourths, or nine members, of a jury the
verdict of the whole in all civil cases.

‘The bill changes a section of the Con-

stiution and will require the votes of
three-fifths of the members elected to
pass the House. It will then have to be
ratified by popular vote at the next
general election.

The Police Reorganization bill drafted
by the Reform League and introduced
by Senator Moses and passed by the
Senate went smoothly through the House
Wednesday with but two dissenting
votes. The bill for police examiners
followed immediatly without a single
vote cast against it.

Mr. William S. Carroll has been con-
firmed as election supervisor for Kent
County. |

A bill has been presented providing for
the submission to any town, village or
county in the State on a petition signed
by one half-the voters,of the question of
local option for that loc: lity.

The bill hasbeen reported favorably
providing for a lein for threshing wheat
and shelling corn in Kent county.

OYSTER LEGISLATION.

A bill has been drafted to shorten the
season for both tongers and dredgers.
This is done in order to give the oyster
beds of the rivers anc bay a chance to
recuperate and to prevent the rapid de-
pletion of the beds, which has been the
dread of all eystermen for a number of
years past. The present season for the
tongers opens now on September 1 and
closes April 25. The new bill will
change this to S8eptember 15 and March
81, nearly a month and a half shorter,
The dredging season, the bill proyides,
shall begin on November 1 and close on
March 15. The season extends now
from October the 15 to March 15, What
do Kent county oystermen think about
this ?

M. O. Shriver has presented a bill to
incorporate a company to engage in
oyster planting and provides for leasing
to the company by the Board of Public
Works 3,000 acres of Chesapeake bay
bottom. The revenues reserved to the
State are 1 cent a bushel, which seems
to be a small charge, but which from
productive buttoms might yield a large
revenue. The board of Public Works is
authorized to lease to the compavy and
lay out on plats,after proper advertising,
as much as 3,000 acres for a period of
30 years, with the privilege of renewal,
Power ig given to the company to pro-
tect its holding by its agents, but not
to interfers with navigation. And how
about this ?

Another suggestion which will likely
go into the new Dbill, making wide
changes in the oyster laws of the State,
is one to weigh all oysterssold by oysier-
men. whether dredgers or tongers, thus
insuring a correct bushel or barrel, It is
also proposed to make oyster packers
and other dealers in this line, liable to
the present cull law and subject to pun-
ishment if oysters below the prescribed
size are found in their possession. The
law now applies simply to the catchers
of the oysters, and the new provision,
it is thought, wil' effectively check the
catching and sdlling of under-sized
ovsters.
